Irish Voluntegfs Negotiated
. for Production of Len-
| drum'’s Remains.

London, Oct. 4.—Additional details
reaching ‘the Irish office concerning
the killing of Capt. Lendrums, resi-
dent magistrate of Kilrush, County
Clare, and the subsequent finding of
the body on the railway line, show,
officials/ said today, that the Irish vol-
unteers negotiated with the Royal Irish
Constabulary to produce Lendrums,
or kis body, if the government agents
would withhold the carrying out of
reprisals which had been threatened.

Shortly after Capt. Lendrums dis-
appeared, Sept. 22, it was stated, two
men appeared at the Royal Irish Con-
stabulary barracks and told the offi-
cers there that they had been sent by
the Irish volunteers to say they would
produce Lendrums® there were no re-
prisals. No promises were given, but
ho reprisals were made, and Len-
was found a few days
later.

Officials said today they were cer-
tain that Lendrums had been Kkilled
w%en he was ambushed while riding
albne in his automobile. They also
asserted that there was evidence that
the body had been in the sea. i

HUNGER STRIKING
- IS NOW UNPOPULAR

MacSwiney's Long Fast Has

London, Oct. 5, — As a result of
Lord Mayor MacSwiney’'s long fast,
Irish prisoners have ceased to resort to

hunger striking, says The Daily Mail
today. The newspaper adds that.there
were more than 300 arrests in connec-
tion with Sinn Fein propaganda dis-
turbances during September, but that
only four of the men arrested attempt-
ed hunger-striking, and these abandon-
ed it in g day or two.

Ottawa, Oct. 4.—The Journal tomor-
row morning wil] publish the follow-
ing: -

Clerks, freight handlers;- station and
other employes‘ of the Canadian Na.
tional Railways and the Grand Trunk
| Pacific Railway will receive wage in-
ereases averaging about 256 per cent.
and dating back to May 1, 1920, as a
result of negotiations between a com-
mittee from the Canadian Brotherhood
of Railroad Employes and representa-
tives of the lines.

A redistribution of wages on an
equitable basis was also worked out,
80 that in seme instances the increase
will amount to 45 per cent., but in =no
case will it te lower than 15 per cent.
The full amount of the increase since
May 1 will be included 'in the first
period of October pay-rolls.’

Seven thousand employes of the two
lines are affected.

Taking iato consideration the in-
creases granted by these lines since
1918, the wage award is considerably
better than that granted by the United
States labor board to railway employes
in the United States this summer.

TOPAY TAX BILLS

Over Five Thousand
Wickets Yesterday Make

The corridor of the city hall was
crowded all day yesterday by citizens
trying to get to the wickets to pay
their taxes.

Officials of the department state
that present indications are that
payments will measure well up to
the average of receit years, particu-
larly as heavy receipts are anticipat -
ed in the next few days’ mail. g

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COFFIN IN HEARSE
FULL OF LIQUOR

Federal Agents Remove Lid
From Casket and Find

Much Whiskey.

Harmon, N.Y., Oct. 4—Federal pro-
hibition enforcement agents now are
prepared to answer the question:
When is a hearse not a hearse? It's
when it is used to transport liquor, say
the federal agents: and they are dilj-
gently seeking the driver of a vehicle
of that kind.

For several weeks troopers of the
state constabulary have been holding
up automobiles in Harmon, Croton and
nearby places and searching them. The
result is that several loads of liquor
were seized. The traffickers have re-
sorted to all sorts.of tricks to run
thru the police “gauntlet” and move
the liquor up-state.

Rajlroad employes reported that they
inspected a motor hearse and found a
casket inside with a wreath of flowers
on top. When the chauffeur lifted the
casket lid he found the interior packed
with bottles of whiskey. The railroed
men say that the authorities seized the
hearse between Harmon and Peekskill,
but Lieut. Charles Broadfield of the
state constabulary declared he had
heard nothing of it; but it is said the
federal agents. seized the hearse - and
now are hunting for the driver,
