Eventually Mar-
gareta was received into the pasha’s
harem and Sauer was paid 1,000 pounds.
A week later, however, the girl was re-
turned to her parents as they were about
to take train for Vienna. Sauer’s story
is that the pasha was so infatuated with
Margareta that he insisted on marrying
her. The wedding took place according to
Mahometan rites in the middle of April,
and Margareta was subsequently treated
with great distinction in the harem of
the pasha. Sauer admits that he re-
ceived 1,000 pounds, but seserts that this
was merely an advance on a pension
promised him by the pasha on condition
that he gave up his profession as a music
hall artist, which the pasha did not con-
sider in accordance with the position of
a pasha’s father<in-law.
