South End Executive Decis-
fon Last Night—Some
of the Plans,

The Brooklyn Eagle of Sept. 28 rec-
ords the death of a famous life-saver
who was a cousin of J. J. McGaffigan
of this city, and a nephew of the late
Charles Kearney of Florenceville, N.

The article is as follows:—

“Hugh Francis Doherty, 60, of 295
Hoyt street, a former noted life saver,
who received two Congressional medals
for heroism, and who was also active
in Republican politics in this boro
for many years, died Wednesday of
heart trouble at his home, 205 Hoyt

street.

“He was a well known figure for
many years in the Gravesend Bay,
Coney Island and Fort Hamilton sec-
tions, and was at one time commo-
dore of the U. S. Volunteer Life Sav-
ing Corps. He had a record of saving
more than a dozen lives, and in 1908
was made a member of the American
Cross of Honor. In 1912 he was award-
ed a medal by State Controller William
Sohmer in recognition of having saved
four lives during the year. In 1898 he
rescued a youth who was knocked off
a yacht in°® Gravesend Bay in a
thunder storm and a year later per-
formed another rescue of 2 man drown-
ing a mile off shore. Mr. Doherty also
received six testimonials from the life
saving corps -for acts of bravery and
also received a medal from the N. Y.
Benevolent Life Saving Association.
He was presented with one of the Con-
gressional Medals by former Congress-
man Fitzgerald. i
