Th: several
decoctiont are mixéd and filtered. When
coo!_slaked lime is added, until the hquid
becomes alkaline and dark in color. The
precipitate formed is collected, drained, pres
sed and redaced to powder whendry- Itis
afterwarde digested in rectified spirits and
filtered, the spirits being distilled off until
the tiactore agsumes the consistency of mo-
lases. Dilute sulphuric acid is now added,
and the liqcid is again filtered and crystal-
lized ; the yellowish sulphate obtained. be-
ing decolorized by re-solution with anim-
al charcoal and re-crystalizatien. It s fin.
ally dried with great care ata very gentle
heat, to avoid the slightest efllorescence.—
Sulphate of quinine is always more or less
contaminated with the sulphates of the oth-
er Alkaloids existing in the batks, such as
quinidine or cinchonine.
