There must be hundreds of 
them eaten, and grave danger lies in 
overdoses. Time and again accidents 
occur in homes where children have 
partaken of supposedly harmless pills, 
etc., while the danger in cases like 
these is greater.

Is there not something on the city 
bye-laws, or enactments of the coun­
try, a parent asks the Star, to prevent 
medical people throwing their wares 
about without discrimination? Some 
day life will be snuffed out through 
this dangerous practice and it will be 
a difficult matter to make any speci­
fic charge against the originators of 
the advertising scheme. The medical 
sample, as it is distributed today, 
should go; it is a menace to the health 
of children.

WOODSTOCK’S COMPLAINT OF 

EXCESSIVE FREIGHT RATES
New Books. '

THE HEART THAT KNOWS, Rev. T. H. Bates, of Summerside, 
who has been conducting special ser­
vices in Coburg street Christian 
church, will return home on Saturday. 
Rev. Mr. Bates has received from Cin­
cinnati a check for $244.98, to be added 
to the fund for re-building the church 
In Summerside which was destroyed in 
the recent fire. A lettter from Rev. A. 
McLean accompanied the check, and in 
this it was stated that news of the 
Summerside fire was received while the 
Christian convention was in session at 
Buffalo and that a collection was at 
once taken.

Mr. Bates will be glad to receive 
from any persons in St. John contribu­
tions in aid of the fire sufferers in 
Summerside. He states that fully 300 
people are homeless, many of them 
having lost all of their property. Mr. 
Bates may be found at the home of 
Rev. J. F. Floyd.

By Charles G. D. Roberts. A Comparison of the Charges for Different 
Distances—Rates on the I.G.R.A LADY OF ROME,

■By K. Marion Crawford.
The people of Woodstock arc com­

plaining about what they allege is un­
fair discrimination in freight rates on 
the part of the C. P. R. A glance-over 
the schedule now in effect shows that 
the first class freight rate from St. 
John to Woodstock is forty cents per 
hundred pounds, the distance being 142 
miles. This same rate applies to Hart- 
land, Peel, Florenceville, Bristol and 
intermediate points, the distances vary­
ing up to 168 miles. Two cents per 
hundred pounds is added for the rate 
to Bath, which is in effect from that 
point to Andover, the mileage from St. 
John to the latter place being 191. The 
Plaster Rock rate is 46 cents, and that 
to Edmonston, a distance of 230 miles,

. 50 cents. Last year, coal was carried 
from St. John to Woodstock for $1.30 
per ton. This year the rate is $1.40. 
Merchants of Woodstock complain 
that all the rates arc too high and that 
discrimination against 
which is, of course, also in favor of 
the points farther north, is detrimental 
to business.

In comparing the freight schedules of 
the C. P. R. and I. C. R. the following 
figures are found: On the C. P. R., St. 
John to Woodstock, 142 miles, the rate 
is, first class, 40 cents; second class, 
35 cents.
Maccan, 145 miles, the rate is, first 
class, 29 cents ; second class, 26 cents. 
On the C. P. R., Montreal to Scotstown, 

distance of 100 miles, the rate is, first 
class, 38 cents; second class, 33 cents. 
On the I. C. R., Montreal to St. Nicho­
las, a distance of 150 miles, the rate is, 
first class, 34 cents; second class, 30 
cents. From St. John to St. Stephen, 
by.the C. P. R., a distance of 119 miles, 
the rate is, first class, 20 cents; second 
class, 17 cents.
