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WHY THE INERS STRUCK

The Companies Were Robbing
Them,

THREE-PRICED POWDER.

The Company Selling Them Sup-
plies at Exorbitant Prices--A
Company. Butcher and a Com-
pany Doctor to be Paid Also.

Hazelton, Pa., Sept. 19.—In the anthra-
cite coal fields of Pennsylvania are direct-
ly employed a total of 142,420 men, all ex-
cept 1,309 foremen and superintendents
being affected by the strike order. Of this
total number, 90,686 are inside employes
and 50,425 outside employes. The former
include 36,376 miners, 23,906 laborers, 10,267
drivers 3,073 door-boys, 808 fire bosses and
16,103 all others, and the latter are made
up as follows: 23,876 slate pickers, 4,445
engineers and firemen, 2,056 blacksmiths
and carpenters, 19,680 all- others. These
men -include Americans, Austrians, Kng-
lishmen, Germans, Hungarians, Irish
Ttalians, Poles, Russians, Scotch, Swedes,
Slavs,Welsh and Greeks—certainly a hetro-
genous and cosmopolitan population. Of
the 140,000 miners, 90,000 are said to be-
long to the union. -

While the mines have not been work-
ing full for several months, the men had
steady work for nearly a year until the
early summer. They are mostly of asav-
ing class, and, notwithstanding the fact
that they have periodical spells of idle-
ness, they manage to get along well and
live comfortably. They do not spend all
their money, but as a rule are frugal and
prepare for rainy days.

In the last ten years there have been
many pretty homes erected by the Poles,
and a number of them are well to do.
They are rapidly becoming American citi-
zens, and their children speak Snglish
fluently. They are honest, and most of
them make good citizens. It is claimed
that the Poles have saved more money
than any other class, «nd that they can
better afford to hold out if a long strike
should result than any other nationality of
the foreign eiement.

;This is what the men demand: Powder
shall be reduced from $2.75 to $1.50 a keg.
Company doctor and compulsion to pay
shall be abolished. Compliance with the
state law, which says all industrial con-
cerns thall pay their employes semi-month-
ly in cash. That all coal shall be weigh-
ed, and that 2,240 pounds (legal weight)
shall constitute a ton. No miner shall
have at any time more than one breast,
gangway or working place, and shall not
get more than an equal share of cars or
worlt.. A check weighman shall be hired
by the miners and permitted to represent
them at the head of each breaker and see
that the weight is correct, and the dock-
age fair. A}l classes of day labor in and
around the. mines shall ‘be advanced in
wages thus: Those Treceiving less than
$1.50 a day, twenty per cent; those re-
ceiving from $1.50 to $1.75, fifteen per
cent, and all receiving more than $1.75 to
be advanced ten per cent. In addition a
special scale has been drawn for mining
in veins of idifferent widths, making gang-
ways and crosscuts, opening chambers,
removing rocks, timbering and construct-
ing platform, chutes and brattices. The
prices are slightly in excess of those that
have prevailed.

One of the most serious grievances of
the miners is the company store. Three
years ago a serious but unorganized strike
occurred, principally owing to the com-
pany store system, which culminated in
the terrible shooting affray at Latimer, and
in the troops being ordered out. Later
a state Taw forbidding corporations to run
stores was passed, but the private com-
«pany stores, the cause of all the trouble,
were entirely disregarded. If the legisla-
ture of the state would revise the law so
as to make it apply to the smaller con-
cerns, and, what is more important still,
if they would see that the law is enforced,
the whole .company store trouble would
become ancient history-

The company doctor is another com-
plaint that the miners bring  forward.
Many of the smaller companies tax their
men fifty or seventy-five cents a month
for the services of the company doctor
whether they use him or not. The only
remedy for this evil is by resort to the
legislature, as in the case of the stores.

The company butcher is on a par with
the doctor. He charges what he likes, de-
livers his meat when he likes, travelling
around his district in a wagon, and often
serving what he likes, whether familics
want it or not, and the money is stopped
out of the miner’s pay. The company
butcher exists now only in the remote dis-
tricts, but there are still many of them.

The powder question is the most serious
one. The men are charged $2.75 a keg
for powder that costs ninety cents. That
powder may mine them twenty-five tons
of coal or it may mine them less than
enough to pay for itself. That all depends
upon the mine hoss. The men are allowed
to work one, two, three or four days &
week, and half a day or all day, or not at
all, as the operators may decide. But they
must report for duty every day. The op-
erators admit that they sell powder for
much more than it costs them, and ex-

plain it by saying that more than ten-years
ago the employers and their men agreed
upon certain scales of wages. to be paid
in each vein, the miners’ wage scale con-
taining an understanding that powder was
to be purchased from the company at #
a keg. At that time the price meant a
small profit. This scale has remained in
force ever since. The selling price of
coal has varied in the meantime from that
current in 1893 to the unprofitable figures
of 1895. The cost of mining has largely
increased through the exhaustion of upper
veins and the expense of opening, hoisting
and pumping from deep veins, as well as
the greater cost of machinery suitable for
{heir ventilation. heavier props, waste in
larger pillars and numerous other causes.
The operators say they are willing to low-
er the price of powder, but if they do =0
they must, in order to maintain their
margin of profit, lower the wages.

FOUR FISHERMEN DROWNED,

A Fisherman With Her Flag at Half Mast.

Boston, Sept. 20.—The schooner: Mary
A. Whalen, of this port, reached here to-
day with ber flag at half mest, four of
her men having perished in the furious
gale which battered shipping off Cape
Cod Tuesday last. The names of the men
lost from the Whalen are as follows:

Michael Ponder, aged 22, of East Boston.

John Burns, aged 22, Boston.

Charles Johnson, aged 35, Boston.

Michael Foley, aged 30, South Boston.

The men were drowned last Tuesday
morning while the vessel was on the fish-
ing grounds about 70 miles southeast of
Highland Light. They were tending trawls
and when the gale struck them they start-
ed for the schooner. One of the dories,
containing six men, suddenly capsized and
Ponder, Burns, Johnson and ¥oley sank
within a few minutes. The other two were
rescued by another dory.

The crew of the Boston fishing schooner
Maggie Sullivan, who were supposed to
be lost on the fishing grounds,were brought
here today on the fishing schooner Julia
Costa and rejoined their vessel. The 18
men had a trying experience before they
were taken aboard the Costa. After the
dense foz, which shut them in on Monday,
they rowed about aimlessly for several
hours, and when it cleared their vessel
was nowhere to be seen. Early the next
morning the Costa was sighted and the
nine dories headed in her direction. The
men were at the oars for several hours be-
fore they got alongside and were nearly
exhausted when taken on board.

Quebec and New Brunswick Railway.

AT A MASS MEETING.

e

Hon. Mr. Tarte Challenges Hugh
John to Meet Him and Discuss
Questians of Loyalty--Mr. Fielding
Says Conservatives Cannot Get
More Than the Grits in Nova Scotia

. Montreal, Sept. 20— (Special) .—Sohmer
Park was packed by a gathering of at
least five or six thousand people to-night
on the occasion of the great mass meet-
ing held in honor of Sir Wilfrid Laurier.
The prime minister was escorted from
the Windsor Hotel by a big torchlight
procession and there were great crowds
on' the streets, which were illuminated,
an'l there were fireworks galore. It was
not until about 9 o’clock that pageant
reached Sohmer Park and speech making
commenced.

Sir Wilfrid was presented with an ad-
dress by Mayor Prefontaine, who pre-
sided, and he made a lengthy and bril-
liant reply. The premier defended tite
policy of the government and claimed
credit for the government for having set-
tled the Manitoba echool question, for
having reformed the tariff and having
taken means to ° make _Montreal
the national port of Canada. Re-
garding the Conservative policy of reci-
procity in preferential trade Sir Wiltrid
was quite prepared to have such a re-
ciproeity if it were possible, but he claim-
ed that such reciprocity in preferential
trade could never be obtained _unless
Canadian customs tariff was abolished, or
as long as the protective tariff of Canada
was maintained. The premier also de-
nounced all appeals to race prejudice and
defended his action in sending the con-
tingent to South Africa. He closed witi
an eloquent appeal for peace and har-
mony between all classes. The premier
made no announcement regarding prob-
able date of the elections.

Hon. Mr. Fielding epoke briefly, claim-
ing Uanada had never been so prosperous
Ws under the present Liberal regime.
JIe claimed that the Conservatives could
not sccure more than three seats in
Nova Scotia. The rest were solid for the
government.

Mr. Tarte, who spoke next, denounced
Hon. Hugh John for his attack on him
in Toronto and renewed his challenge to
meet Hugh John in Ontario and de-
fend his loyalty if the Liberals and Con-
servatives would arrange a joint meeting.
Mr. Bernice also spoke briefly and the
meeting closed about midnight.

Ambherst, N. 8., Sept. 20.—(Special)—A
rousing organization meeting of the Young
Men's Liberal club was held here this
evening in the parish hall. The speakers
of the cvening were H. J. Logan, M. P
and E. M. McDonald, M. I’.

Poth spcakers were well received and
heartily applauded. In Mr. T.ogan’s short
address he dealt with the value of organi-
zation and ‘pointed out that the victory
of 1896 was largely due to the excellent
manner in which the party had been or-
ganized throughout the county.
