[RUSSIANS FEAR FOR
FATE OF PORT ARTHUR

Japanese Now Threaten It from
Land and Sca.

General Opinion is That Stronghold’s Harbor is Corked--
Czar's War Advisers Concede That They Cannot Stop
Japs from Landing Troops at Will--Alexieff
Hastens to the Scene -- Unconfirmed
Rumor of Another Big Battle.,

St. Petersburg, May 6.—3.30 a. m.—With
Vice-Admiral Togo hovering in the im-
mediate vicinity of Port Arthur and trans-
ports loaded with troops lying at Pitsewo,
northeast of that Stronghold, Russia has
braced herself for impending conflicts with
the foe when she will again play a defen-
sive tole, this time, it is hoped, with bet-
ter success and, therefore iith less sacri-
f}ik_ce1 of life than in the engagements on the

alu.

The war commission sat until 2 o’clock

this morning and at the close of the ses-
sion it was announced that there was
nothing to communicate to the public. It
is known, however, that the emperor has
been informed of the presence of a Jap-
anese fleet off the Liao Shan promoutory
and the appearance of transports at Pits-
ewo. :
. If a landing should take place at Pitse-
wo the experts anticipate that Togo’s bat-
tleship squadron will bombard Port Arth-
ur in order to prevent the ggrrison from
gending reinforcements by railroad to the
troops oppesing the Japanese there.

Neither the admiralty nor' the war of-
fico believes that a disembarkation of the
Japanese can he stopped as the guns of
the Japanese cruisers could command the
point of landing, but after the Japanese
are ashore then the Russians will strike
and, officers here say, will strike hard.
What force they will be able to bring up
to resist the invaders cannot be stated
definitely, the strength of the army on
the peninsula of Liao Tung having been
'kept a secret.

Rugsians Fear Fall of Port Arthur.

An important adventage would accrue
to the Japanese should they succed in
establishing themselves at Pittsewo. From
there radiate roads comnecting with the
railroad at Yang Ti Tien, divectly west to
south, with Sanchelipon and Kinchow,
stations on the railway nearer to Port
Arthur, north with Kaiping and northeast
through Takushan with Feng Wang Cheng.

A landing at.this moment would make it
difficult for . General Kuropatkin: to con-
centrate a formidable force against General
Kuroki whose forward ‘movement is' mot
yet reported. prae

Furthermeze, once the Japsnese are
acrcss the railway Port Arthur will be as
good as besieged. '

A member of the general staff says that
General Kuropatkin ig well aware of these
considerations. Even if the Japanese
should succeed -if- cutting the railway: Port
Arthar is now ready to depnd on its own
respurces. ' !

Despatches from Tokio telling of celebra-
tions-over the sealing of Port Arthur, it
is stated, are premature, official advices
establishing beyond  question that the at-
tempt of Viece Admiral Togo, May 3, to seal
the port failed.

The absence of press despatches telling

of the fight on the Yalu is partially ex-

plained by the mortality emong the cor-
respondents. - . .
Three of the Novosti’s correspondents
are missing and it is believed they were
killed, while the Russ lost one. of its cor-
respondents.- The other journalg are wir-
ing to ascertain if their representatives are
alive.
Alexieff Hastens to Port Arthur.

London, May 6.—Viceroy Alexieff’s de-
parture from Port Arthur is interpreted
here to mean that the place is in imminent
danger of jsolation and the Japanese pre-
parations for landing are considered as
confirming the belief that Port Arthur has
been sealed up, probably by two of the
sunken ships which Russia failed to lo-
cate.

It is supposed that the Japanese will
make a supreme, effort to cut off Port
Arthur before the arrival of Vice Admiral
Skrydloff.

The Berlin correspondent of the Daily
Mail asserts that the Russian military
authorities are in a state of the most ex-
treme anxiety regarding the chances of
saving ~ the baggige of the Yalu army.
The roads are so bad that the wheeled
transport is only able to move five miles
daily, and it feared that the Japanese will
capture all the stores accumulated at Feng
\Wang Cheng.

Despatches received from Port Arthur
yesterday afternoon and from Newchwang
Wednesday report no change in the situ-
ation and so far mo confirmation has reach-
ed London of the Japanese preparations
for landing on the coast of the Liao Tung
peninsula. .

Kuropatkin Wants 2,000 More Horpital
Beds.

. St. Petersburg, May 5—General Kuro-

patkin has requested the Russian Red

Cross Society "to supply 2,000 more beds

for the hospitals at the front.

Unconfirmed Rumor of Big Battle.

London, May 5, 420 p. m.—A despatch
to the Central News from St. Petersburg
says a rumor is current there that a sec-
ond battle has been fought at Kiu Kien
Cheng, in which the Russian loss was
7,000, the Japanese loss 10,000 men, and
resulted in the Japanese being driven back

in disorder. The despatch adds that mo

confirmation of this report is obtainable.

London, May 5—A Tokio despatch to
the Central News states that after the
steamer ‘had been sunk at the entrance
to Port Arthur harbor, the Japanese fleet
bombarded the forts and towns on May 3.
The bombardment was continued on the
morning of May 5.

Che Koo, May 5, 9 p. m.—Chinese junks
which have arrived here report that a
fleet of forty Japanese warships and trans-
ports was off Wei Hai Wei on Tuesday,
steaming northwest.

Russia Regards China Suspiciously.

St. Petersburg, May 5—The effect of the
disaster to Russian arms on the Yalu up-
on the Chinese is watched with keen in-
terest and considerable apprehension. 'Lhe
Russian government appears to be satis-
fied with the situation for the moment
and Paul Lesser, the Russian minister at
Pekin, is making daily reports to the for-
eign office. The report received from the
gnim'st,er today contained nothing disquiet-

ing.

The Pekin government, according to Rus-
sian reports, seems to be acting in per-
fect good faith and insists that it is in-
tent upon preserving neutrality.

Nevertheless, the Russian authorities re-
gard China as' a powder magazine. They
realize the danger in the present situation
and the necessity for constant pressure
on the Pekin government. ;

The danger of an anti-foreign movement
throughout the Chinese empire exists nol
only for Russia but for all the powers and
Russia has at least three times since the
outbreak of the war addressed the powers
on the subject, the last time being less
than ten days ago. The answers received
uniformly show a full appreciation of the
need of exercising a restraining influence
on Pekin and all the powers are co-oper-
ating to this end.

Desperate Courage of Japanese. \

Port Arthur, May 5—The Japanese dis-
played desperate courage in their fireship
attack on the night of Tuesday. The ships
as they approached were divided into
three groups, all heading straight for the
entrance of the harbor. While still far
from the shore ,they ran on the Russian
mines and they were under a murderous
fire from the Russian batteries. Three
torpedo boats followed the fireships to
pick up the crews of the latter. Waoen
the first fireship foundered the crew clam-
bered up the mast, cheering for the lum-
peror of Japan as they went down. From
the mast head of the second vessel as she
began to sink her crew waved lanterns to
indicate their course to those astern. .ueir
smail boats, though soon riddled, did not
raise the white flag.

A Japanese sailor who came ashore at
Electric Hill when summoned to surren-
der, sprang forward with a revolver in
his hand and died fighting. Another Jap-
anese sailor who was pulled out of the
water tried to throttle himself with his
necktie,

Russian Press Comment on Their Defeat.

St. Petersburg, May 5—The Russian
papers are PTather sparing in their com-
ment on the battle of Kiu Lien Song, evi-
dently awaiting more complete detai.s, but
what they say contains no trace of dis-
couragement. The Novi Vromyea says the
moves announced by General Kuropatkin
have now begun and declares that the Jap-
anese difficuities will increase as they ad-
vance. * The paper believes the chief dan-
ger now is in the attitude of the Chinese
and says: “Our diplomats must make
Pekin realize the danger of Chinese vio-
lation of neutrality. Russia must win, but
with heavier sacrifices, a heavier Price
will be exacted from her foes.”

The Viedmosti remarks: “It is a Jap-
anese victory. Do mot let us seek for a
scapegoat. 1t is the fortune of war. Glory
to the dead and to the survivors of the
heroic fight against overwhelming odds.
But the Japanese probably would gladly
exchange their dearly bought victory for
a successful bottling up of Port Arthur.”

The Russy Invalid, the ' army organ,
points to the fact that 5,000 Russians
fought a rear guard battle against 30,000
at Schoengrabern (Austria) in 1805, and a
century later, 8,000 Russians fought 40,000
Japanese at the Yalu.

The Novie Vremya’s expert says the re-
port of Major-General Kashtalinsky proves
clearly that.the Russians should have
withdrawn during the night of April 30,
and adds: Kashtalinsky foredoomed them
to destruction. It was a miracle of hero-
ijsm and fortitude that they escaped after
staying and inflicting such tremendous
losses on the enemy.

General Kuroki probably has eight di-
visions available for an immediate ad-
vance. This force will be joined by Gen-
eral Okus’ army when the latter is landed.
The Japanese have every reason to follow
the southern road, where they will have
the advantage of the co-operation of their
ships. These roads are less difficult and
mountainous through the Feng Wang
Cheng district, but the Japanese must dis-
pose of the Russian force at Feng Wang
Cheng before they can cut off Liao Tung.

A high officer of the general staff who
does not believe the Japanese will make
an immediate advance in Manchuria said
to the correspondent of the Associated

Bonny, West Africa, May 4—On the
8th of April, Major Trenchard, with a
force of 250 men, Rad an encounter
with the natives in the Okpoto country,
75 miles up the Emo River, in Southern
Nigeria. Six villages were burned and
200 of the natives were killed and wounded.
The British lost four native soldiers killed
and seven wounded.

The British expedition referred to is
one that was sent against the Okpoto tribe
whieh last December attacked a Britisn
patrol and killed two white officers and
forty or fifty native troops. The expedi-
tion has had some severe fighting. In one
of the recent encounters the natives broke
a British square and inflicted some loss.

Further Changes in Militia Bill.

Further changes in the militia bill pro-
vide that the control of the militia will
be vested in a council composed as in the
British army of military and civil heads
of department with the addition of chief
of staff and inspector-general. The inspec-
tor-general will probably be the British
officer commanding his majesty’s troopsin
Canada and his duties will be to see that
the efficiency of the militia is maintained
under executive administration of the chief,
of staff. His reports and recommendas
tions will be of an advisory character for
the information and guidance of council.

The chief of staff will be responsibie for
seeing that the policy is carried into ei-
fect as outlined by the council, and the
inspector-general will carry out an annual
independent inspection in order to report
upon the manner in which the policy has
been carried into effect and the miiitary
efficiency of the force resulting from that
policy.

The new scheme aims at centralizing of
responsibility and decentralizing of admin-
istration. While the present system stands
for divided authority and centralization
control.

The militia council, of which the min-
ister will give notice in a few days, will
be composed of seven members of the
headquarters staff and chief of staff, a new
creation. The civilians 'will be the min-
isber of militid, the deputy minister and
accountant of the department.
