Religion and Science.

There are various indications of a
violent breach of the truce or alliance
that has long been maintained ‘between
the religion of revelation and the reve-
lations of science. The scientists who
first read the tables of stone on’ which
the hand of Nature had recorded the
history of the earth’s formation were
denounced as infidels by the champions
of the teachings of the Scriptures. Then
religion discovered that the yevelations
of seience did not ¢onfliet with'the re-
velations of Scripture, but only with the
accepted, and perhaps erroneous, inter-
pretation (of 'them, amd _religion nnd
science became allies and have worked
long'and steadily together. They have
never been trusting and cordial towards
each other. They have iterated and re-
iterated their love for each other nntil
Yisteners beeame suspicions of its genu-
ineness. Science has always been deo-
manding fresh concessions from re-
ligion—has always been advancing new
theories that conflicted with the acceépt-
ed Scripture—founded theories of the
events of the past. ‘Religion has reluct-
antly given way — has steadily become
more “liberal” and “broad” — until
science has grown so aggressive as to
demand the surrender of the most
cherished beliefs of religion. Eyeryone
has noticed & reaction in religion of late
that has formed a sharp contrast
to the advance strides of the men of
science. The gap hasbegn widening so
rapidly that it is becoming more and
more difficult to bestride it, and an open
warfare is imminent. The infallibility
dogma, the miracles in France, the pil-
grimages to holy shrittes; the ¢z owth of
ritualism in Protestant churchc, may
all be regarded as in some sense 1 proof
of the great gulf that is’openine be-
tween the teacheas of revealed reli- ion
and the seekers after scientific truth.
They are protests against the suprem-
acy of reason over sacred traditions
aud simple faith. The scorn of intel-
lect, the ridicule of the spirit of the age,
the deductions of reasen and common
sense, are defied by the religionists who

| boldly array themselves in the contemn-

ed garments of the Middle Ages.
Religion and science seem to thrive
together as if there were no conflict be-
gwoen them ; churches increase in num-
ber, missions are supported in heathen
lands, the number and wealth of congre-
gations steadily grow larger—religi n
seeming to Outstrip science in the Tace
for wealth and universality ;and yet there

are indications on every hand that show.

much of the religion of the day has
been eaten fo the core by the conclus-
{ions that have been drawn from the re-
searches of Darwin, the experiments of
Tyndall, and the teachings of Huxley,
Carpenter and a host of other leading
scientists. A writer thus sounds.the
fiote of alarm to the church, in com-
menting on a recent incident:

In these days the aposties of science
are men of great ability and learning,
and these high qualities are quite equall-
ed hy their industry and daring. - A frash
illustration of the daring of the scientific
teachers was recently furnished in the
neighborhood of London, At Sioh Hjll
College it is the custom of tHe authorities
to invite, irom time to time, prominent
men to deliver lectures on one or -other
of the leading questions of the hour. On
such occasions the audien are select,
and the elergy are generally well repre-
sented. Dr. Carpenter. it appears, some
few days ago was the honored lecturer.
The Doctor is not one of those who have
openly broken with the church; hence,
no doubt, the honor and the privilege.
The audience was large, composed mainly
of leading clergymen and prelates,
with a sprinkling of the professors
of science. Among the latter was
Dr. Tyndall, who is present sometimes
where he is not wanted, and who never
loses his opportunity. Dr. Carpenter
took for his subject the “Reign of Law,”
a subject which has Jjeen largely dis-
cussed from the Christidn standpoint by
the Duke of Argyll. The Doctor ‘made
short work of the Duke and his accom-
modation theories, declaring, to the
amazement and alarm of his audience,
that nature had mever been invaded by
anything arbitrary, preternatural or
supernatural; and, as if this was not
enough, adding that liturgies, litanies;
collects and prayers never had influenc-
ed, and never could influence the course
of thie universe, nor mankind, norasingle
individual in the slightest degree. A
flerce and prolonged discussion followed,
the clergymen loudly protesting against
such monstrous heterodoxy. The worst,
however, had not yet come. It was
Tyndall’s turn now. I am speaking,”
he said, ‘to men of education and men
of learning—to men who have read his-
tory and observed the course of nature—
and 1 feel constrained to ask you as gentle-
men of culture whether it is really possi-
ble that you can have any belief in the
efficacy of prayer to effect this universe
in the slightest degree ?” It is not to be
wondered at that a motion for adjourn-
ment was immediately made, and that the
meeting somewhat abruptly came to.an
end. Time was when such language
would have sent a man to the stake; but
that time has passed; the age of reason
has begun to dawn, and the Church, if
she is to survive and be a power in the
world, must be sustained by reason and
sound argument. The clergy must take
warning. The enemy is up and ready for
battle. There have been giants in the
Church in the past, and we have nodoubt
there are giants in the Church still. They
must no longer conceal themselves or re-
main inactive. It is time. for them to
confront and confound the foe.

Dissolution of Parliament~- The Haunt-
ington Banquet How the Premier
Upholds the Dignity of ms Office
—Jllake Once More Elevates the
standard eof Political Morality—
No Maritime Men to be Allowecd
in the Cabinet.

: OTTAWA, Dec. 81.

At the time of writing the ‘city “1s~full
of the rumor fhat the brave pioneer
purists will not face Parliament, but ‘are
about to spring a general election upon
the country.
