ATTACK ON A SECESSION BATTERY.
REPULSE OF THE U S. TROOPS,
25 KILLED,—100 WOUNDED.

ForTress MoNROE, June 9th, 1861,

The special correspondent of the American re-
turned from Fortress Mounroe this morning with a
full report of the battle at Great-Bethel. For some
daye past Genersl Butler bad been advised of the
movements of a considerable body of the Confederate
troops iu the vicinity of a village called Great Be-
thel, which is about 12 miles from the fortress and
near the road conducting to Yorktown.. Believing
from religble. reports.that.they had thrown up en-
trenchruents snd were generally extending heir
outer liue of pickets, he determined after consulta-
tion with the otber officers to drive them away, and
accordingly gave orders to several - regiments to
bold themselves in readiness to moveata minute’s
warning. At the same time the chief of the Ord-
nance department received orders to send s bastery
of howitzers which were soon under line of march.
About midnight Col. Duryeas) Zouaves. and Col.
Townsend's Albapy regiment .croseed the river at
Hampton by means of six batesux manned by the
Naval Brigade and took up line of march, the for-
mer some two milesin advance of the latter. At
the same time Col. Bender's regiment and detach-
wments of Vermont and Massuchusetts troops moved
forward ‘to form 8 junction with the regulars from
Fortress Mouroe at.Littie Bethel about half way
between Hampton and GrealBethel. The Zousves
passed Little Betbel about 4 2. m., Col. Bender's
Tegiment arrived oext and took up & position at the
intersection of the roads, and sot knowing the sig-
pal of the German regiment in the darkness of the
merning. fired upon- Col. Townsend's column march.
ing in cloge order and led by Lieut. Butler with two
piecea of artiilery. Othier accounts say that Col,
Townzend's regiments fired first. At ail events the
fre of the Albany regiment was.barmless, while
that of the German's waa fatsl, killlng ove man and
geriously wounding two others with eeveral other
slight cagualties, The Albany regiments being at
the back of the Germans_discovered from accoutre-
mentg left on the field. that the supposed enemies
were friends. They had in the mebntime fired 9
rounde. svith sma:] Arms and 8 field piece. The-Zou-
aves bearing tbe fisiog burried up and fired upon the
Albany hoys.. At daybreak Col. Car’s regimeat
moved from the rere of Fortress Monroe to support
the main body, the mistuke al litle Bethel -haviog
been ascertained. The buildings were burned and
a Major with two prominent gecessionists taken pri-
sm’ll?l‘;‘: troops then ndvanced uvpon Great Betbel. At
that pointour regiments formed and successively
endeavored to takea large masked secession battery.
The effort was fatile, our 3 small pieces of artillery
ot being #ble to cope with the heavy. rified cannon
of the enemy, which according to some accounts,
were 30 in nmonber. The rebel batlery was com-
pletely masked, so that no msn could beseen, but
only the flashes of the guns. There were, probably
1o less than 1000 men behind the batteries of the
rebels. A well concerted rmovement might have
secured Lhe position, hut Brig.-Gen. Pierce, who com-
manded the expedition, ajpears to have lost his pre-
sence of mind, rnd the Troy regiment stood for an
hour cxposed to a galling fire, when an order to re-
treat wap at last given, butat thatfmoment Lieut.
Grebble, of the U. §,, army, acd io command of the
artillery, was struck by & cannon ball and instantly
killed. ~ He had spiked his guu, and was gallantly
endeavouring to withdraw his command. Captain
G. W. Wilson; of the Troy regiment, after the arder
to retreat’ was given, took possession of his gun,
and with Quarter-Master ‘McArtbur, brought it off
the field, with the corpse of the Lieut. Both were
brought to Fortress Monroe thig'évening. “There are
probobly 25 killed, and- 100 Federal tracpe wounded.
Lieut. Butler deserves the greatest. credit for bring-
ing off the killed and wounded, Qpl..Mc,Qhesp_ey:a
regiment’ formed the -reserve. - Col. Hawking' vegi-
ment moved from Newport News during the day,
and an armed ‘vesgel went np to Newport Newsa ex-
pecting the Cumberland.
