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and Country, humbly claim all their undoubted rights and privileges, especially that
they may have freedom of Speech in their Debates, access to Your Excellency’s
person at all seasonable times, and that their proceedings may receive from Your
Excellency the most favorable consideration.

Then, the Honorable the Speaker of the Senate said : —

Mr. SPEAKER,—

[ sm commanded by His Hxcellency the Governor General to declare to you
that he freely confides in the duty and attachment of the House of Commons to Her
Majosty's Person and Government, and not doubting that their proceedings will be
conducted with wisdom, temper and prudence, he grants, and upon all occasions will
recognize and allow their constitutional privileges.

! am commanded also to assnre you that the Commons shall have ready access
to ITis Fxcellency on all seasonable oceasions, and that their proceedings, as well as
your wonrlds and actious, will constantly receive from him the most favorable con-
stractinn,

And the House being returned

Myr. Speaker reported, That the 1louse had been in the Senate Chamber, and that
he had inforined His Excellency that the choice of Speaker had fallen upon him ; and
also in the name of this House and on its behalf, he had laid claim to all their rights
and privileges, that they may enjoy freedom of Speech in their Debates, and have
access to His Excellency’s Person as occasion shall require, and that all their pro
ceedings may receive from His Excellency the most favorable construetion ; to which
His biscellency was pleased to say, that he readily and willingly granted aud allowed
the Commous their constitutional privileges, as well as ready access to His Excellency
on all seasonable occasions, and that their proceedings, as well as thewr words and
actions, will constantly receive from him the most favorable construction.
