The time for children of a pensioner in any class 1-5,

Schedule A making application in event of death of the father has 
been extended from five to ten years.The children,according to 
the amendment,shall be entitled Jo pension now provided that the
death occurs within ten years after retirement or discharge3or the
date of commencement of pension.

A further hiimane provision is that of a small addition to the 
pension on amputation cases,etc,to cover extra clothing required 
owing to wear and tear of artificial limbs or appliances.
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Amendments of the 1925 session to the soldiers' Settlement 

Act further safe-guard the interests of soldier settlers on the land.

In accordance with recommendations of the Ralston Royal
Commission legislation was enacted to provide for distribution of
Canteen funds for the benefit of those to whom they rightfully
belong,digab] ed soldiers and dependents of the fallen.Dr.Meland also 
introduced this measure on behalf of the Liberal government.
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
