This apparent contradiction of God's message
greatly puzzled me : I had read of God's opinion
of me as being everything that was bad : that a
terrible judgment was coming upon all the world,
and yet that God loved me still, and freely offered
me this great inheritance : I began to think that

® speak, not in the words which man's wisdom teacheth, but

which the Holy Ghost teacheth ; comparing spiritual things with
spiritual. But the natural man receiveth not the things of the
Bpmt of God ; for they are foolishness unto him ; neither
can he know them, because they are spiritually discerned." 1
Corinthians ii. 9-14.
