Mackay, is among the slain” “The worthy
mtive Preacher, Waylayat Ali, suffered nobly
for Christ. His furious murderers backed him
jeisarely with swords, saying between each cut,
¢Now, preach to us!” His dead body was cast
o the road side, hacked and mangled in a
porrid manner. We have heard since that his
two sons were also murdered, and that his wife
and daughters are in prison. Mrs. Thompson,
of Deibi, the widow of the late Missionary
Thompeon, and her two daughters, are among
those who have been cruelly slain. The Muttra
Mission, also, has been broken up; but the
Missionary providentially escaped”

At the Church Missionary Society’s station a
Amritsar, in the Punjab, there is a small con-
pegation under the care of a native Pastor. He
« yeports that the people of the city abused the na-
tive Christians, and warned them that their days
were numbered ” Upon bis being asked whether
be would like to move into the English Fort for
smfety be empbatically said,* No; but that be
would ratber die in his house thau flee.” He gave
as bis reazon, that be daily preached in the city,
and exhorted the people not to fear them who
can kill the body, but to fear God.”

We are happy to be able to state that the
Rev. Mr. Butler, Missionary of the Methodist
Episcopal Church of America, together with bis
family, bas made his escape to Nynee Tal, a
remote and quiet station in the mountains. We
shall comnsider it our duty to keep our friends
fully informed concerning the Missions of the
different Societies, which may be desiroyed or

_ mepended by the revolt in India, should Divine
Providence permit any further outrages. Happily
the Wesleyan Missions in India, and those of the

Lndon Socizly, bad not been disturbed up to

the date of the last accountffeceived.— Wesleyan

A Missionary Meeting was neld in the Poplar
Grove Church last Monday evening.

When the
Presbyterian Church of Nova Scotia sent forth
ber first missionary, the Synod consisted of no
more than 20 ordained ministers. Probably no
Church has done so much missionary ‘work ac.
cording to its size except the Moravians.

It was stated by the Rev. Mr. McGregor that
the Chaplain of H. M. Ship Orion, lately in this
barbour, bad been at Aneiteum—had seen Mr.
Geddie, was in bis bouse, and had traversed a
good deal of the Island.

MixgrALOGICAL Discoverizs.—We bad
the pleasure, a few days since, of examiuing a
number of specimens of minerals, taken from
the eastern bank of the Shubenacadie, a few
miles below Fort Ellis, together with a report
upon the same by a practical chemust, Professor
How, of Kings College, Windsor. They con-
sist principally of fragments of rock thickly in-
terspersed with Iron Pyrites, others containing
Copper Ore, some fine specimens of that rich
description of Iron Ore known as Brown Hema-
tite,and also some specimens of Oxide of Manga-
nese. They were exhibited to us by Mr. George
H. O. Parker, who has lately spent much time,
labor and expense in making explorations in
that quarter. Of these sp the C g
Ore, Hematite, and Manganese would be of great
value if any large deposit of them could be dis-
covered in the vicinity of the spot where these
fragments were found. It is not impossible that
iron and copper ore in c siderable quantity
might be found on the banks of the Shuben-
acadie, although that part of the country does
not, so far as is known from the explorations of
practical, scientific men, belong to the geologi-
cal formation in which large deposits of suclt me-
tallic substances are found. As for the @ngn-
nese, it is quite probable that it may- there be
found in such quantities as to pay well for min-
ing it. A continuance, by a practical geologist,
of the explorations which Mr. Parker bas been
prosecuting so creditably, may lead to some val-
uable discovery. The banks of the Shub
die’abound in valuable mineral substance. We
need scarcely mention the limestone and gyp-
sum in all its varieties which are known to exis:
there in such immense quantities and to form
the staple of commerce in that section of the
country. Building stones of excellent quality i»
also found there in great abundance. Indica-
tioos of coal occur in many places in that quar-
ter; and both Gesner and Dawson speak encou-
ragingly of the probabilities of some large depo-
sits of that valuable mineral being brought to
light should ever a thorough exploration be
made of the country in the vicinity of the Shu-
benacadie.— Recorder.

France.

By the Emperor’s special command the Minis-
ter of Marine has issued an order to all Captains
of Ships of war to give every aid to English ves-
sels conveying troops to India and to take them
in tow when becalmed. In Paris the liberty of
the press ie regulated by a Board of Govern-
ment Directors, and it appears that this board
ordered Monsieur the Editor of the Assemblie
National into its August presence and told bim
he must change the name of his paper. The
Editor had lbé!llber(y to comply and he pre-
sented a new ndme for the decision of the Go-
vernment. In France there is something in a
name.

Italy. -

‘I'be correspondent of the Morning Post gives
a by no means flattering account of the Pope’s
entry into Florence, and mentions at the outset
one rather ominons incident. There was a
great concourse of people, high and low, to en-
joy the privilege of kissing his foot ; but the
ceremony was attended to with rather an un-
pleasant result; one poor old woman became
quite hysterical, fastened likewise on his hand
and nearly bit off bis finger. He bore it with
extreme good nature. He proceeds to say that
as far as bis oculir and auricular testimony went,
the state of the matter was the following : —The
dense crowds looked on, as he passed through
them, ein a calm, [ shouid almost say, in a me-
lancholy silence. Had they been assisting at
the funeral of the Pontiff instead of his entry,
the silence could not have been more protound.
Every few paces a contadina pusbed a little in
front of the crowd and stared with her large
black wandering eyes. Perhaps one wan in
twenty, gravely and respectfully took off his
bat. As to genuflection that was out of ques-
tion. So it was all down the Vio San Lepoldo.
When the carriages reached the Piazzo San
Marco, the square of Sarvonarola, (wbere the
cannon law represented by a park of artillery
was in great force.) | turned away my head,
and looked no more. In short it the intention
of the journey was to revive the Catholic spirit
of the ltalian population, it bas been in plain
language, a fiaxo. 8o far from being cordially
welcomed ninety-nine people in a bundred ex-
press the wish that his travels may take the di-
rection of Jericho. Of course this must be
chiefly understood of the younger, as opposed
to the older generation, and to urban as distin-
guished from rural communities. Yesterday I
heard an old woman say to a child some five or
six years old,  He is a God on earth,” and the
reply of the child to the aged dame, she might
bave been ber grandmother, was—* He is an
imbecile.” A bappy promise for the Catholicity
of the rising gceneration.

Persia.

A letter from Teberan, of July 5, in the Pays,
states that the revolt in India bas produced a
great sensation throughout Persia, that several
Ulemas bad openly preached in tfavour of the
Indians, and that the propaganda would bave
assumed a very serious character, but for the
energy displayed by the Government in putting
itdown, At the last dates all was tranquil—
Herat was about tc be evacuated by the Per-
sian Troops. The reason why it has not hither-
tc been restored, is, that for the last six montbs
there has been war with the principal Afghan
tribes, who set up claims to the possession of the
town. News bad been received at Teberan,
that the Eaglish had completely terminated the
evacuation of the Persian Gulf.
