Sir y .

In answer to your Letter of the 16th instant, received
this morning, I hasten to assure you, that I am now and
long have been. fully. sensible of the great inconvenience
which you and the Puisné Judges of ‘the District of Mon-
treal have suffered in consequence of the long continued
absence of Mr. Justice Uniacke from his post; this has
been made the subject of repeated remonstrances on my
nart, and .at length I have found . myself reduced. to the
extremity, of causing it to be intimated. (on the 1st July,)
“to Mr. Justice Uniacke, that unless he .should repair to
his post at Montreal, by the 10th of ‘the present month,
his absence would be considered ‘asthe resignation of his
office. 'To that communication no answer has yet been
received, nor has he, as it appears, returned to Montreal,
so that I now consider myself at liberty to appoint a suc-
cessor to him on the Bench at Montreal. - With respect
to the individual who may be selected for that. office, I
... hope‘and 'trust you will be'disposed 'to ‘admit, that afier
what passed in Lord Dalhousie’s Administration, in re-
gard to the appointment of Mr. Justice Fletcher at Three
Rivers, he had established strong claims upon the consi-
