New York, Dec. 1.—Baron Eiichi
Shibusawa, the Japanese financier
who iS here to-day for a short stay
elaborated upon his plan to maintain
peace after the war by a six-power
alliance comprising Great Britain,
France, Russia, Italy, the United
States and Japan. On his way from
San Francisco to New York the Bar-
on said he had talked with many
1eading Americans on methods of se-
curing lasting peace.

“T will 1ay' this plan before our
leading business and thinking men,”
said the Baron, “and 1 will do all in
niy power to make this idea take
hold of public opinion so that when
peace comes Jjapan may be in a pos-
ition to ask the United States to en
ter the six-power alliance and induce
other nations to become associated. 1
am of the opinion that when the time
comes for peace America's influence
and weight will obtain a peace that
will not be disturbed for many vears
to come, and a peace that will be for
Justice and honor.

Disastrous Calamities

“The Japanese, 1 am convinced
vill be ready to do their part. Unit-
ed, these two nations will be able to
do much in preventing the recurrence
of such disastrous calamities to hu-
nanity in the future. From this point
of view, also. we see how important
it is that there should be friendship ,
and good understanding between Ja-
pan and the United States.”
