Destroy Foe Trenches

Paris, June 13.—The official state-
ment issued by the war office to-
night reads;

“There was moderate activity by
toth artillieries over the great part
of the front. In course of raids on
German trenches near the Butte De
Mesnil and in the region of Haute
Chevauchee, we effected considerable
destruction and brought back ten
prisoners.
