Testators Who Left Legucics lu the Shape
« of Portiouns of Their Bodies—An Allow-
~. mnes Bequenthed to a Cat—A

Modern instances of testamentary eccen-
tricity abound, and the United BStates in
icular seems to be singularly proiific
of curious wills, writes Bidney Scrope in
Ouce 8 Week. Some little time since Mr.
Solomon Banborn, of Medford, Mass., left
his body to the late Prof. Agassiz
and Dr. O. W. Holmes, to be prepared by
them in the most scientific manner known
to anatomical art, and placed in the
museum of Harvard College. Two drum-
heads were to be made of the skin.

“Universal Prayer,” on the other the

Another American, who died within tlge
last few months, by way of revenge on his
relstions, who had neglected him, be-
queathed to his brother his left arm and
hand; to another brother his right arm and
band, to another his legs, nose, ears, etc.

Among other testators who have dis-
played this peculiar tendency to leave lega-
cles in the shape of portions of their bodies
may be mentioned Jeremy Bentham, the
English writer, who bequeathed his body
t the University College Hospital, with
instructions that his skeleton should be pre-
pared and cleaned, and that it should pre-

Whether this provision was ever carried |
out is doubtful, but it is certain that the
skeleton was preserved, and may bescen |
to this day in the hospital museum |

HILDREN'S GCLOTHING.

Perfect Developmont Demands That It
Should Not Bo Too Tight,

Much is said in these days concerning the
rights of children, but there is certalnly no
right to which every child i more surely
entitled than that of good, sound vhysical
health. Oneof the first requirements of
healthful clothing is that it allow unre-
strained action of every organ of the body.
This in absolutely essential for perfect de-
velopment so long as the body is undergo-
ing the processof growth, According w
Dross, mothers often unwittingly violnte
this principle in the dressing of their el
dren by compelling them to wear clothing
which they have partially outgrown, but
which is not suficiently worn to be dis.
carded. Tight sleeves, tight bands, tight
waists, ete., which have become such from
tho child's increased size, are certuinly
quite as harmful as aro those purposcly so
constructed ; und added to this is the fact
that thabones and muscles of the tender 111,

Whatever garments are worn about the
chest and waist shoud aiways permit of an
unrestramned, full inspiration, and it would
be an excellent plan if mothers would fro.
