KILLED ON THE RAIL

An Aged Tramp Struck by i 
Northern & Western Engine

While Lying Unconscious 
Across the Track.

Loitering Along the Track for a 
Week Past.

A report was circulated about town yes­
terday morning that an employee of tbe 
Northern k Western railway had been run 
over and killed a few hours before by tne 
Chatham accommodation a abort distance 
up theNashwaak; but who tbe man waa or 
bow the accident occurred no one seemed to 
know. This gave rise to various rumors, 
and every one who bad heard anything of 
the fatality, gave a different version of it. 
A Glkanbr reporter proceeded at once to 
the Northern A Western railway station at 
Glbton. and ascertained that ih* report was 
not correct and that it had originated from 
a fatality that occurred the night before 
about ten miles from Gross Creek, by whicE 
a man named Hustler bad been killed, 
special wae despatched about nine o’c'ook 
Tdursday night to flange out the road, aud 
it was this train, which bad hurled the un­
fortunate man into eternity. Beyond this 
no infotmation could be got. and it was not 
until nearly seven o’clock last night, when 
the accommodation from Cha'ham 
arrived, that anything like the 
I arVcuIats of the sad affrir were received. 
As far as can be learned they are as fol­
lows A special, consisting of an engine 
and fUngt-r, and in chargent Driver Dennison 
from Gibson, ai d Track mas ter Scott, started 
after nine o’clock for the purpose of 
flai-gingout the road. It ran along at a 
gond spied and without any interruption 
until about ten miles north of Gross Creek, 
near Forbes landing, when it struck a man, 
who was lying across one of the rails, and 
pitched him several feet into the air. Ii 
was about midnight and very dark. The 
man was not noticed until tie train was 
within a few feet ot him and then it was too 
late. lie was stretched out across one of 
the rai s with his head ljiog on the snow 
andhis feet ovei the bank The cow catcher 
struck him with great force, caught him up 
and threw him several feet, but be was not 
run over. The train wae stopped and it was 
found that life was extinct. The man was 
bruised considerably about the head, 
and one of his hands was 
torn off, but beyond this the 
wuuudd were very slight. He had nothing 
ou his feet besides bis socks. His mocca­
sins were in his pocket. It was not until 
yesterday morning that the man’s name 
could be learned, aud then it transpired that 
it was the same man who bad been off and 
on the track between Chatham and Doak- 
town for a week past. He was an old tramp 
about seventy years of age, and had given 
bis name to people along the ro«d as 
Hustler. The conductor of the freight train 
which strived at Gibson, Thursday after­
noon, says that he pissed Hustler about 
eight miles fiom the place where he was 
lying, on hie way down daring the after­
noon. The remains were taken to Gross 
Greek yesterday morning, and Coroner 
Moore was summoned to hold an inquest.

A jury was empannelled, and after bear­
ing the evidence returned a verdict, exhon- 
orating the railway company from a 1 
blame,and to the effect tnat the deceased 
came to hie death by‘Mb g struck by an en­
gine while lying in an unconscious and per­
ishing condition.

A Glkakx* reporter called upon driver 
D nnbon this morning, and his statements 
conc-rning the fatality were in substanc« 
the same as above. He said he stopped the 
train as soon as possible after the accident, 
and with track master Scott went back to 
examine the unfortunate man. There were 
no signs of lif«*. Neither knew who the man 
war. There was a camp half a mile distant 
and they went over to it to see if any one 
there might know him. Several of the men 
walked out to the track but 
none of \b« m recognized the remains. They 
were put on board the car, and taken to 
B -iestown, where they remained until nexi 
morning, and tbrp they were taken back to 
UrofS Onjek. Driver Dennispn says that 
Hustler natrowly escaped being ruu over 
by the day express. The driver bad to 
whistle down breaks aud stop the train to 
prevent mooing over him.

E. Fenety, 
president of the society, presided at the 
meeting. There were seated on tbe plat­
form beside hi -i Riv. Wm. Dobson, Rev. A. 
J. Mowatt, Rev. Dr. F. D. Crawlev, R-*. 
Dr. McLeod, Rev. Wm. Payson, Mr. L. W. 
Johnston, Mr. W. G. Gannce, and Mr. E. C. 
Freeze. A choir composed ' of some of tie 
leading singers of the Methodist and Bapti-t 
churches, under the leadership of Mr. 0 H. 
B. Fisher furnished the music, Mrs. Hogg 
presiding at the organ. The exercises open­
ed by the singing of the Coronation bymn, 
reading of scripture by Rev. A. J. Mowatt, 
and prayer by Rev. Wm. Dobson.

President Fenety made a few introductory 
remarks, fpeaking of what had been ac­
complished by th* Bible Society and of the 
importance of a wider dissemination of the 
truths of the gospel. Three years ago it 
was his solemn duty to announce from that 
platform the death of one of their vice-presi­
dents, Mr. S. McPherson. He was called 
upon to-night to perform a like solemn duty. 
During the year another vice-president of 
the society had passed away. He referred 
to the death of Mr Geo. Thompson, who for 
m;ny years bad been ass- ci,ted with tin 
iu this work, and one of tbe society's muet 
active and efficisat officers. II » knew Mr. 
Thompson for orer fifty years and knew 
him to be a z-alous Christian worker and 
one whose faults were so few that it seemed 
almost impossible for him to bavoan enemy. 
By his death tha society had sustained a 
great loss.

Report af Serreiarj.
Mr. C. A. Sampson, secretary of society, 

then read the report of the society’s doings 
during th- year. The committee bad met 
for deliberation several times during the 
year, te mature plans to awaken a deeper 
interest io the hearts of the people for the 
careful study and wider circulation of God's 
Holy Word. Since they had last met in an­
nual session, death had removed from their 
midst the oldest surviving member of the 
society, Mr. Geo. Thompson. In February 
1844 Mr. Thompson wn appointed a member 
of tbe committee aud continuously occupied 
the position until tbe time ot bis death, 
scarcely three months ago. At the last 
meeting ot the committee a tesolution was 
adopted expressing its deep sense ot the loss 
it had sustained in bis death and conveying 
Its earnest sympathy and condolence to Mrs. 
Thompson.

Concerning the work of the year there 
was little of interest to report. From tbe 
depository's account the sales of scriptures 
reached about tbe average number aid the 
new year was commenced with stock to the 
value of $386. The stock in the Depository 
was well assorted and contained an excel­
lent variety of bibles aid testaments ra ,g- 
ing in price from five cents each to five dol­
lars. During the year new books were re­
ceived from the parent society to the value 
of $35 55.

A tew cases of destitute families in town 
and country, where even the Bread of Lite 
was not within their reach were reported to 
the committee during the year, and to these 
copies of the Bible were given. Tbe com­
mittee consider it highly creditable to tbe 
Intelligence and thrift of our people that 
such instances of dettiiution were rare In 
New Brunswick.

At a recent meeting of the committee it 
was decided to pHsce a few bibles in the gaol 
and .almshouse, and these will constitute all 
the books gratuitously.

Tre sarei’s Repart.
The treasurer's report showed that the 

Mien branch ps-d into the treasury over 
$400 during the year 1887; the total receipts 
for the year being $680 81. The disburse­
ments during tbe year were a remittance ot 
40 pounds, sterling, ae a free contribution 

tbe Parent Society. 40 pounds forwarded 
by th» Ladies Branch to the London Bible 
aud Domestic Female m ssionand 20 pounds 
on purchase account.

Some Bits of History 
Romance

and

Connected with the Old House 
on Sunbury Street

Which was Set on Fire Tuesday 
Night-Over lOO Years Old.

The little, old, wooden building which 
was the scene of that inviterions fire on 
Sunbury street the othet night appears to 
be one of the old historical landmarks of 
Fredericton. Genld the old building talk 
as well os it could burn, it could, no doubt, 
tell many things of interest. Were it not 
that the other buildings in the vicinity of 
the fire were in danger, the firemen would 
more than likely have been tempted to let 
the building pass away in smoke. But roof­
less and toothless a« it stands to-day it 
should yet be respected for its age if nothing 
else. It is ene ot tbe few connecting links, 
so we are creditably informed, between the 
landing of the Loyalists in Fredericton and 
the present day. the older part of the build­
ing having been erected by Cornelina 
Ackerman, on what is now known as 
Wat-rloo Row, in the year 1785 or 1786, 
about 103 years ago. It was removed by 
him to the present site on Snnbnry street, 
about tengyears later and conrerted into a 
college. Ackerman's name is well known, 
as it is the first in the original grant of Fred­
ericton, called for that reason the Ackermae

He was a Hessian by birth and one of the 
contingent who eerred ia the revolutionary 
war on the British side. The fortunes ot 
war threw him into a cavalry corps com-. 
manded by Col. Richard Lawrence,of Staten 
Island, and the misfortunes of lore caused 
the Colonel’s daughter to lose her heart to 
him. On the conclusion of the peace, 
4ckerman having no other place to go to 
came to New Brunswick and hie sweetheart 
influenced in part by the harshoris of a 
step-mother, and in part by the desire to be 
with her soldier-lover left home accom­
panied by a younger brother, aid took pas­
sage in one of the ships bound for St. John. 
Her father was in E >gland at that time ne­
gotiating with the British government for 
the settlement of losses sustained by him iu 
bis operations against the rebels. He died 
there in 1785. His claim was subsequently 
recoeniz-d and paid, but by a strange irony 
of late, the moaey went to tbe step-mother, 
who was too wise in her day and genera­
tion "to forsake her friends and all for a 
home in the British land."

Mies Lawrence was married in 1785 to Cor­
nelius Ackerman and with her husband 
opened tbe first house of public entertain­
ment in Fredericton. The house they occu­
pied was oa Waterloo Row. They lived 
here about nine or ten years when they 
moved a portion of the building bs k on the 
rear of his lot and fitted it up as a cottage 
tor himself and wife. This is the self same 
old house that was partially destroyed by 
fire the other night. It is therefore nearly 
one hundred years since the building as it 
now stands was erected and over one hun­
dred yeare since it was first built.

Ackerman became possessed of a large 
amount of reel estate in the latter part of 
the last century. He built at the sugges­
tion of Gov. Garleton, what is now \nown 
as the Creighton house on Queen street 
which was then some distance away from 
the rest of the town, bat was intended for n 
place in which the legislature might meet, 
and was used for that purpose for sont» 
time, Ackerman lived to the age of 89 years. 
He left several children who have numerous 
descendunts in the province. His daughter 
Mary, wife of John Stevens, was tbe grand- 
moi her of Mrs. W. P. FleweUlng and Mr. O. 
H. Lngrin.

After Vr. Ackerman left the house it was 
occupied by Mrs. Stephens until about 25 
years ego, since which time it has been oc­
cupied by sundry tenants, until it become 
eo old and out of repair that tor the last 
few years it has been left unoccupied, ex­
cept as stated io the last issue as an oc­
casional meeting place for the b>J8 and a 
sort of lodging house fo- tramps. The pro­
perty belongs at present to Mrs. Stephens, 
ofSummerville, Garleton county.

Although over 100 years old, the building 
is not tie oldest in the city. The oldest 
building in the city of which frequent re- 
reference bas been made is the buildiug now 
occupied by Mr E, J. Howell, near the 
Bishop's residence but has been renovated 
and repaired so often that it is % different 
house from what It was in 1761, when a sur­
vey was made of St Anns point in the inter- 
list of a colony from New York. The old 
Fisher bouse on Negro Hill is also over one 
hundred years old. but only a portion of 
this building is left standing.

Mlllmaa Will Hang.
William Millmso, found guilty of tbe 

murder of Mary Tuplfn, was taken before 
the Supreme court at Charlottetown for sen­
tence on Tuesday morning. When the pris­
oner was asked If he bad anything to say, 
bis counsel, Mr. Hodgson, said that he had 
much to urge why the death sentence should 
not be passed and carried out, which be 
would do at the proper time and in the prop­
er quarter. Alter addressing the prisoner 
the Chief Justice sentenced him to be banged 
on the 10th day of April between the boars 
of 8 o’clock in the forenoon and 4 o’clock in 
the afternqou.

Ex parte G. F. Baird re Join V. Ellis. 
This case came before the supreme court 
on Thursday afternoon. Mr. Weldon, Q. 0., 
showing cause against a rule uiai for an at­
tachment granted against John V. Ellis io 
Easter term last for contempt of court Mr. 
Weldon read tbe affidavit which contained 
the extracts from the St. John Globe, criti­
cising Justice Tuck’s order prohibiting 
Judge Steadman from proceeding with the 
recount io Queens. II • took the ground 
first that a oiticietn on a judge in a g-ueral 
manner without reference to any particular 
case then peodieg would not be a contempt 
ol coart. In such a esse if a j i ige was at­
tacked in bis moral or judicial 
character he would have to resort 
to the same remedy as any other 
individual by an action of libel- Mr. XX'eldon 
contended that Judge Turk hat no jurisdic­
tion to make the order for prohibition and 
that there being no case pending before the 
court, the court could not in a summary 
manner punish Mr. Ellis for writing the ar­
ticles in question no matter how severe 
the criticism was. It mail be remembered 
that the » r irlei were written in the midst of 
a natural excitement over the conduct of Mr. 
Dunn, returning officer, whose course no 
court had nph*ld, nor hud any lawyer on 
any side of the house ventured to support. 
Judge Tack had no jurisdiction, as Judge 
Steadman had a statutory duty to perform 
of which he was the sole judge. Hi* 
powers were a delegation from 
the home of commons. The Supreme Court 
ora judge of the supreme court, could not 
Interfere ot prohibit an el-ction ojmmitte» 
under the old law from acting. Jufg* 
S lead man nnder the election act was solely 
exercising a portion of th«* powers which an 
election committee bad Under the section 
of the act tbe duties of a county court judge 
were prescribed and the manner in whiciyie 
was to do it and also the time. If a judge 
could grant an order nisi for prohibition 
and prevent the county judge from proceed­
ing. it would be simply to multiply the act 
of parliament and interfere with the power 
given the county court ju'lge
If the county court j tdge did wrong 
or improperly made a recount, the proper 
tribunal to correct that was the election 
court, by petition under tbe act, and thaï 
was the only tribunal authorized to 
interfere with or control the pro­
ceedings of the county court 
judge. He contended that the supreme 
court could not use its poorer of mandamus 
or proh.bition which were practically the 
same for that had been expressly decided b> 
the court of Queen’s bench in Ontario in 
1879 in the case of the Centre XVelliogton 
election where chief justice Haggerty in de­
livering the judgments of brother judges 
stated that the court had no right to inter­
fere either by mandamus or prohibition. 
That court had expressly refuied to con­
trol the county court judge in regard to bis 
court io that election. Judge Tuck having 
no right to issue the order, it 
was a nullity and not a 
a judicial proceeding iu which Mr. Btird 
who made this application could complain. 
In order to constitute any articles writie 
ia a newspaper on a judge a contempt of 
court it waa essential that there should be a 
cause pending; and there was none in this 
case, Judge Tuck having no jurisdiction. 
Mr. Weldon referred to the case of Mr. 
Onslow, M. P., aud Mr. Whalley, where 
they were fined for contempt of court for re­
marks made at a public meetiug upon the 
conduct of the judge ia tbe Tichbouro case. 
The motion to commit for contempt 
was made under instructions from the crown 
and not from’a private individual ; and the 
court expressly stated that there being a 

pending of indictment of 0astro for 
perjury it was an interference of justice end

tendency to prevent an impartial trial 
The esse of Hon. Geo. Brown was also re­
ferred to aud Chief Justice Harrison who 
decided that the articles in tbe Toronto 
Globe expressly stated that there were pro­
ceedings in court aud a case then pending. 
Arguing from these c«8»* Mr Wrldenshow-

thst it Was essential that there should be 
proceedings In court or a case pending iu 
order to make any newspaper criticism a 
contempt of court. In this case there were 
oo such proceedings or no such case pending. 
He also refeir d to the judgment in the 
Tyrone coaaty election case as reading tbe 
7th Irish common law reports 242, Mr. 
Weldon pointed out very strongly that if a 
Judge could grant an order like this for a 
prohibition it would make the act as re­
gards a recount Inoperative end also to af­
ford an opportunity to tamper with the 
boxes, during tbe pending of the argument 
on the rnls for prohibition.

The court '.dJ<iuroed until Friday morn­
ing when Mr. Weldon resumed his argu- 

lente, holding that the application should 
have been made not by Geo. F. Baird or any 
other private cltlzin but by the attorney 
general. He brbfly reviewed the points of 

case and spoke ot the freedom of tbe

Mr. Currey held that whether Justice 
Tuck bad or had not jurisdiction in issuing 
the order ot prohibition the newspaper 
articles in question were a contempt of 
court. Hie whole contention, however, was 
that Judge Tuck was exercising his judicial 
functions in granting the order. The elec­
tion court was a court of limited jurisdic­
tion. If the bounds were passed the right of 
prohibition lay with the supreme court. He 
claimed that Judge Steadman had no powers 
delegated to him from parliament, and be 
could not hold a recouut where no count 
had been held. The order was not practi­
cally a mandamus os had been claimed. 
Prohibition was a writ of right which tbe 
court was bouud to grant as soon as it ap­
peared that a judicial officer was about to 
act in excess ot or without any jurisdiction. 
It was not discretionary. A mandamus was 
grsLted to compel the exercise of a juris­
diction and Was discretionary, and tbe 
court would refuse if there was any other 
adequate legal remedy.

Dr. Bark er claimed that it was immaterial 
with the cose iu question whether Judge 
Tuck acted rightfully. H» read the articles 
ia tbe Globe headed “The Queen’s Election" 
••Government by Fraud" and other 
editorials. Commenting u;o i tb-ra he 
said that they were nota fair and legitimate 
criticism but calculated to bring into con­
tempt the administration of justice of ihe 
country. He cited a number of similar 
cases applying the principles. He left un­
answered the point raised by Mr. Weldon, 
that the application should have been made, 
if made at all by tbe attorney general and 
■ot by a private citizen, of which he wae 
reminded by Judge King and Chi*f Justice 
Allen at i be clogs of bis argument. The ar* 
gumenta in the case closed at noon yester­
day. Court considers.

T.m iuv.-stigalinn into the tiring of the 
rij^ffirlii grammar bchoul i i .September lait, 
nml the r rent exclusion in the Temperance 
ll-tü, wbiio bring used as a school house, 
was commenced before Justice Whitehead 
Barker at Sheffield on Wednesday afternoon.

■ Mr. J. H. Barry conducted the examination 
on liehalf of the crown. A large number ol 
the residents of the parish «rere present, and 
a great ileal of interest was taken in the ex­
am in a: ion, as accuiations bid been made 
against several persons residing in the 
parish The feeling again,t some of the ac­
cused persons bas been very strong. Every 
one in the parish who had any eeidenc- 
whatever bearing upon the rase, was sub- 
pœoed. The number of witnesses examined 
was something like fifteen, and it was lme 
Thursday aft-rnoon when they finished giv­
ing their evidence. A number, who were 
aub| cu-iied did not app >a-, and for tha 
reason tbe ex iminari in h is u-eu adjourned 
over until Tu sduv next, when they will b 
called upon to testify. The evidence taken 
established beyond n doubt that the burn­
ing of the grammar school was the work of 
an incendiary, and not caused by an ac­
cident, and also tbit m ui-Mtrcenful at­
tempt was made a few days later to fire tin 
othet school buildoig.

It also showed that there had been iuuc> 
trouble and wranging over school matter* 
of late, some of the rate p tyers, being strong 
ly opposed to the maintainance of a gram­
mar school, otheig were as strongly infavo> 
of it. This, it would clearly seem, has been 
the cause of the firing of the school house, 
and the recent explosion. Several of the ac­
cused persons and their families were pm 
upon the stand to testify as to their where­
abouts at the time these acta were com­
mitted. By their testimony some of them 
are relieved of suspicion, unless other e>i 
fence, contradicting th-irs may bs taker 
later on in the examination, which will b> 
resumed on Tuesday. It is hoped th*1 
«orne testimony of a more defiuhe charsctei 
will then be given.
