Atom the Maritime Monthly.
Che First Courts and Early Judges 

of New Brunswick.
tKAD BEFORE THE NEW BRUNSW'K 

HISTORICAL SOCIETY.
Nov. 26th, 1874.

Br J. W. Lawrence, President.

In organizing the Historical Society 
to-night, oar object is to tnpply one 
if New Brunswick’, wants. At the 
preliminary meeting, held a few 
weeks ago, you delegated to me au- 
hority to fix the time for organiza­

tion. I should have called you to­
gether before, bat my desire was to 
tave au historic day for the event. 
The 22nd of this mouth—tho anni­
versary of the formation of the Gov­
ernment of this Province— is the one 
I should have preferred. Its falling 
on a Sunday necessitated the adoption 
of another day. I have therefore, 
chosen this, tho 26th November, one 
of the Bed Letter days in tho New 
Brunswick calendar, for on it, ninety 
years ago, our Supreme Court of 
Judicature was established.

The paper before me I offer as the 
first contribution to our Historical 
Literature. To ourselves it may pos­
sess little that is new ; but to those 
of a generation hence it may be other­
wise, for historic papers, often like 
the. works of ghe «id masters»or an­
cient coins, grow in value with age.

The Province of New Brunswick at 
one time was the County of Sunbnry, 
Nova Scotia. It had two members— 
Charles Morris, jr., Deputy Surveyor 
General, and James Simonda, of 
Portland Point. Mr. Morris must 
have been a gentleman of much in- 
tiuouce in his day, for in 1761 he re­
presented Kings in the second Parlia­
ment of Nova Scotia, and to the third 
was again returned for the same place, 
ind also for the Township ot Truro, 
in 1770 he was elecled lor Banbury. 
This was the fourth Parliament ol 
Nova Scotia, and it continued for 
fourteen years. Mr. Morris was 
a member to the death of bis father, 
the Hon. Charles Morris, in 1871, Sur 
veyor General and Chief Justice of 
Nova Scotia.

In Î774, in his report, the lion. 
Charles Morris wrote: “Above the 
present settlements on the River St. 
John, and on the other rivers flowing 
into it, are great quantities of pine 
trees, at present fit for masts, and 
great quantities ol others growing 
into that state, that, being so far in­
land, protected by growth of other 
timber and by hills, and remote from 
i hose violent gales which infest the 
sea-coast, will be the most effectual 
reserve for such purposes. I am, 
therefore, of opinion, that a reserve 
of all the lands on the River St. John 
above the settlements, for the whole 
course ol the river—at least twont/. 
five miles on each side—will be the 
most advantageous reserve to the 
Crown of any lauds In the Province, 
especially as the river is navigable 
for boats and rafting of masts the 
whole course of it; as also for the 
rafting of masts in the several 
branches of ft; and in this tract is 
contained a black spruce, fit for yards 
aud topmasts, and other timber fit for 
shipbuilding.”

Chief Justice Morris wss succeeded 
in the office of Surveyor General by 
his son, who was afterwards appoint­
ed to a seat in the Connell, and at his 
death in 1802 was also Registrar cf 
the Court of Admiralty.

In the representation of Sunbury in 
tho Nova Scotia Parliament, Mr. Mor­
ris was succeeded by William David­
son, Esq., a native of Scotland, and 
the first settler on the Miramicbl 
River. In 1764 he obtained a grant 
of one hundred thousand acres on its 
south-west branch. Mr. Davidson 
was a representative from North­
umberland in the first Parliament of 
New Brunswick. During the révolu- 
tionary war he sustained great losses 
at the hands ot tho Indians and from 
American privateers.

The township of Sackvllle, at 
head of the Bay, had also two 
sontatives—Samuel Rogers 
Foster. For some yi 
had no pay; when 
took place, those 
wore receiving ti 

Sunbury, on 
w(s separate! 
made a 
called

mouth of October, 1784, ho arrived at 
Halifax, with his family, In the ship 
St. Lawrence, after a passage ot fifty- 
six days, from London. Ou Sgoday 
afternoon, November 21st, ho arrived 
at Parr Town from Dlgby In the sloop 
Ranger, Captain Cornelius Hatfield, 
alter a passage of six hours. As Un- 
vessel passed up the harbor, a salute 
of seventeen guns was fired Iront 
Lower Core, aud on the landing ol 
tho Governor a like number from Fort 
Howe. He was then escorted to the 
house of Mr. George Leonard, cornet 
of Union and Dock streets (York 
Point), which had been prepared for 
bis reception. Ou Monday his com­
mission was read, alter which he war 
sworn in as Captain-General aud 
Commander-1 n-Chief. On the same 
day, George Duncan Ludlow, James 
Putman, Abijah Willard, Gabriel G. 
Ludlow, Isaac Allan, William Hazeit, 
and Jonathan Odell were sworn In 
members of His Majesty’s Council, 
at which time Its first meeting was 
hold. Five days after, Gllfred Stud- 
holm took bis Beat, and on December 
4th, Edward Winslow. The number 
was increased July 18th by the ap­
pointment of Daniel Bliss, and on 2nd 
July 1786, of Joshua Uphatn.

Thomas Carleton held the office of 
Captain-General, Governor and Com­
mander-In-Chief to May 20ih, 1786, 
when Sir Guy Carleton, afterwards 
Lord Dorchester, was appointed Gov­
ernor of Canada, Nova Scotis and 
New Brunswick, with Col. Carleton 
as Lieu. Governor of this Province, 
au office he held to his death in Feb- 
uary, 1817, a period of thirty-three 
years, nineteen of which ho spent in 
New Brunswick and fourteen in Eng­
land. In tho war of the revolution he 
was Colonel of tho 29th Regiment, 
and in October, 1786, was appointed 
a Brigadier-General and Commander 
of the forces in the Lower Colonies.

Febuary 18th, 1785, Governor Carle- 
ton selected 81. Anne's Point (now 
Fredericton) for the seat of Govern­
ment: the chief reason for its removal 
from St. -John was, safety In the 
event of war, the settlement of the 
country, and, no doubt, because num­
bers of the grantees of land in York 
were half-pay officers. Thirteen Pro 
vincial Regiments were disbanded in 
1783, and many of the officers and 
men drew land in that section. The 
first representatives of York in the 
Legislature were all half-pay officers

Governor Carleton owned the land 
on which the Government House 
stands, and there he built his man­
sion. In 1816 it was purchased by the 
Province, from his agent Col. Harris' 
W. Hales, for £3,600. The adjoin­
ing field belonged to tho College ; for 
It Governor Carleton paid a rental ol 
£6 Is. 8d. This was bought at the 
same time for £160.

A portion, of the old Government 
House was destroyed by fire in 1826. 
The part saved was purchased by 
Chief Justice Saunders and removed 
to Sunbury street aud rebuilt: it was 
afterwards sold to Sheriff M‘Lean.

The present Government House was 
opened with a Ball on New Year’s 
Eve, 1828 : Its first occupant was Sir 
Howard Douglas. It is said, ll 
grape vine on its arbor was planted 
by Governor Carleton.

The first sessions of the first Parlia­
ment of New Brunswick was opened 
by Govei nor Carleton at the City 
St. John, January 8rd, 1786, In
Mallard House,’ north side of 

street, on the second lot below 
main, which is to-day the Bon 
perty.

was a resident of St. John. At i 
public meeting at Parr Town, lit June 
1784, Mr. Hardy was charged will 
being employed by tho Governor ol 
Nova Scotia to raise objections to the 
partition of tho Province. Thi 
■harge ho denied on oath. At th- 
election of tho sei Olid Parliament nl 
New Brunswick, he was returned for 
the City ot St. John. He was bon 
in London, and there studied law.— 
Of the early Bar of Now Brunswick 
lie was one of the ablest. In the first 
civil cause tried in I he Province ht 
was retained, and In tho trial of Gen­
eral Benedict Arnold, against Mon 
son Hoyt, for defamation of character, 
lie was counsel for defendant. The 
plaintiff's lawyers were Bliss and 
Cblpmau. The jury awarded Arnold 
2s. 6d. damages.

Mr. Hardy was the second Common 
Clerk of St. John, an office he held 
to bis death in 1799; at title time he 
resided in King street, whore Logan 
& Lindsay’s store stands. Mr. Hardy’s 
family removed to the United States, 
aud in 1820 were living In Lansing- 
burg, New York. Mrs. Hardy was 
the daughter of Dr. Peter Hugger 
ford, Surgeon in the Loyal American 
Regiment, raised by Col. Beverly 
Robinson. The Doctor was one of 
the grantees of Parr Town, and drew 
the lot now owned by John B. Gay- 
nor, Charlotte street.

As a Governor, Thomas Carleton 
-was greatly-respected by the people. 
Although entitled to a fee ou all 
grants issued lo the Loyalists, he 
never exacted one. Many years ago, 
on the floor of tho House, a membe* 
said : ‘ The name of Carleton ' 
everything that was Hnuo1**

During the interval 
leaving New Brunswick,
1803, aud Febuary, 1817, 
eral George Stracy Smyth 
in as the second Lieut.
