Quebso, Jane 24.—The great national 

ealebration of St, Jean Baptiste day was 
in every reepeot roooeeeful. The weather 
was exceedingly fine, the heat being tem­
pered by breezes blowing np the river. 
The eteamboate and railroads, which ran 
cheap excursions, brought a vast crowd of 
sightseers into the oily yesterday, and it 
la estimated that not lees than 20,000 
strangers are domiciled here to night. The 
early morning boats from the villages on 
the north and south shares were laden to 
the water’s edge, and the habitant» from 
the suburbs began pouring in at daylight. 
The official proceedings began at 8 a.m., 
when pontifical mass was celebrated in a 
temporary aha pel on the Plains of Abra­
ham by his Grace Archbishop Taschereau, 
M. Gagnon, organist of the Basilica, con­
ducted the music, which was singularly 
well rendered by a choir of 750 
voices, and Mgr. Raetee, the Bishop 
et Sherbrooke, preached an elo­
quent sermon, in which he referred 
to the past gloria» of the French-Canadian 
rase, their present happy condition, and 
their bright and promising future. The 
Plains of Abraham were the rallying point 
tor the national and other societies taking 
part in the pro cession, and as each arrived 
an tiie ground headed by its band of music 
and carrying its banners and Insignia, it 
was told off to its position by an official. 
Fully 16,000 persona had gathered at the 
Buttes à Neveu on the Plains when Arch­
bishop Tasohereau and his attendants 
arrived. After mass, the societies fell into 
line, and at 9 o'clock, the procession, con­
sisting of over forty divisions, started on 
Its journey. In the first division, which 
was headed by mounted members of the 
Cercle Frontenac, were chariots carrying 
ora ft representing the EmeriUen and the 
Grande and the Petite Hermine, the three 
vessels with which Jaoquee Cartier sailed 
from St Male on his voyage of discovery 
three centuries .ago. The divisions 
following consisted of the various St. Jean 
Baptiste societies and of trade guilds, each 
with a chariot bearing workmen engaged 
at their craft, or some allegorical design. 
The sixth division contained a band of 
Huron Indians in war paint ; the eighth 
and ninth consisted of Pontifical Zouaves 
carrying the old flag of Carillon. In the 
nineteenth division were his Honour Lieut. - 
Governor Robitaille and the Mayor of 
Quebec, attended by their officers. The 
thirty-first division contained allegorical 
representations of stirring scenes in Cana­
dian history, in charge of the members of 
the Cercle Montcalm. The thirty-eeoond 
division was composed of Ottawa societies, 
and of the St Jean Baptiste societies from 
the Maritime provinces and Amherstburg, 
Ont The thirty-third division was com­
posed of delegations from the St Ji 
Baptiste societies of Chicago,
Torn, Illinois, Biddeford, Maine, 
Marquette and Muskegon, Mich., and 
Fond dn Lao, Wis. In the thirty-fourth, 
thirty-fifth and thirty-sixth, came the 
societies of Thomson villa. Conn,, Alphena, 
Mloh., Glen’s Falls, N. Y„ Haverhill, 
Mass., Manchester, N. H., Warren, R. I., 
Lowell, Mass., Champlain, N. Y., Lewis- 
boa, Me , and St Paul, Minn. ; and the 
thirty-seventh oonklsted of delegates at 
large representing the French Canadian 
Colonies fat Maine, New Hampshire, Ver­
mont, Illinois and the Province of Ontario. 
The thirty-ninth was composed of mem­
bers of the Laval University and of learned 

of the Dominion and 
and the forty-first of 

of l’Institut Canadien of 
Quebec. Each division had its band, and 
It Is estimated that over 10,000 men were 
In the Une. The route lay through the 
Grande Allés, St. Louis, Du Fort, Buade, 
La Fabrique, St. Jean, St. Valier, St. 
Booh, St. Joseph, St. Ours and other prin­
cipal streets, and the procession drew np 
on Dufferin terrace where platforms were 
erected far the orators of the day. Just 
before the procession started, a cablegram 
was received from his Holiness the Pope 
giving hie blessing to his French Canadian 
children and wishing them success with 
their fête. The streets along the route 
were gaily decorated with the Canadian, 
French and British flags, and as the pro­
cession moved off the Plains of Abraham 
end passed the historic spots there, there 
was load and prolonged cheering for Mont­
calm and Wolfe, France, England and 
Canada; and the forty bands played national 
airs. A few drops of rain fell at ten 
o’clock and a thunderstorm threatened, 
but it passed over the heights, and thence- 
forth the day was a 16 per b one. The fol­
lowing local 8t. Jean Baptiste societies 
took part In the proceedings 8t. Sauveur, 
Imuson, Levis, Loretta, Charlebourg, Beau- 
port, Sillery, Pointe-aux-Tremblee, SoreL 
Joliette, St. Joseph de la Beauoe, Fraser- 
ville, Chicoutimi, Bale St, Paul, Lao St. 
Jean, Sherbrooke, Céatioook, St. Hya­
cinthe, Chambly, Richmond, St. Céiaire, 
Nicolai, Plessis ville, Psquetteville, La 
Patrie (this Is the repatriation settlement 
In the Eastern townships), and Ste Marie 
de la Beauoe. The trade societies present 
Included those of the masons, stone cut­
lers, ship-labourers, bricklayers, smiths, 
shoemakers, tanners and painters, and the 
Ottawa and Quebec Typographical Unions.

THE EANqUET,
The banquet took place in the Skating 

Rink, where covers were set for 1,200 
people. The Immense hall was nearly 
covered with flags, a number of mottoes 
being also affixed to the walls. The whole 
appearance of the interior was most bril­
liant, and presented a very remarkable 
and striking coup dad, The tables were 
remarkably handsome and ware adorned 
with various pots of the choicest flowers. 
The chair was taken soon after seven 
o’clock by the General President of the 
Quebec St. Jean Baptiste Society, Mr. J. 
P. Rheaume. On the right of the Pre­
sident ware the Governor-General, the 
Archbishop Lafleohe, of Three Rivers, Hon. 
Mr. Laurier, Bishop Racine, of Sherbrooke, 
Hon. Speaker Blanches, Judges Jette and 
Tmohetau, P. J. O. Chauveau, Mr, Clau­
dine Jaunet, Hon. Dr. Ross, Speaker ef 
Li.’. Council, Rev. Mr. Bedard, the Mayor 
ef Quebec, Judge Routhier, and Rev. Mr. 
Hamel, Rector of Laval University. On 
the President’s left was the Lieut.-Dover-' 
mar, Hon. Hector Lsugevin, Bishop Came­
ron, of Ariohat, Archibald Campbell, 
Senator Fabre, Judge Loranger, President 
ef 81 Jean Baptiste Society, Montreal, 
Hen. I. A. Chapleau, Premier of Quebec, 
Hon. Minister of Publie Works, Hon. 
flpeaker Turcotte, Count de Feuillet, 
Judge Plamondon, CoL Dnoheme, the 
Belgian Consul, Mr. Beele, Mr. Watson, 
Amarloan Consul, and Hon. Mr. Langelier. 
The vioe-ehalrmen were Mr. Lesage, Vice- 
president of the society, Jules Lussier, 
president of the Notre Dame section, J. B. 
Martineau, president of the St. Roch’e 
section, 8. IÂdront, president of the so­
ciety, and Mr. J. N. Daguet, Commissaire 
Ordonnateur. About five hundred guests 
net down to the dinner.

AFTER DINNER.
The toast of the Queen was drunk with 

the usual honours, after which the secre­
tary read letters of apology from many 
absent distinguished people who had been 
invited. The president then proposed his 
Excellency the Governor-Genera.' and H. 
R. H. Princess Louise, which was r eoeived 
with tremendous enthusiasm.

THE GOVERNOR-GENERAL'S SPEECH."
His Excellency replied as follows
Gentlemen and friends of the Frencb- 

Oonadiaa race from Franoe as well as from 4*r own Province, I rise with the greatest J

pleasure to thank you (or the way in which 
you have received the toast which has been 
proposed by the president. In drinking 
the health of the Prinoeaa and myeelf, the 
Prinoaee bae especially desired me to oon- 
vey to you her gratitude, and I regret that 

rowing to the ehort duration of the stay of 
the Prince Leopold in thin country, ehe hae 
been unable to remain with me for the im­
posing celebration which we have witnessed 
to. day. She le at all times sorry to quit 
Quebec, a place ehe loves as much for the 
moral wortn of Its people as for the gran­
deur of its scenery. As for myeelf, gentle­
men, I have received a pleasant oall in 
being among you to-day to testify 
my respect for our French Canadian 
fellow-citizene, and my appreciation of the 
value of the element furnished by its noble 
and gallant race in influencing for good our 
young and growing Canadian nationality.
I am here to show how much I prize the 
loyalty evinced by you on all oo «irions to­
ward her Majesty the Queen, whose repre­
sentative I am. At the same time, I do 
not wonder at the devotion shown to so 
august an embodiment of the principle of 
constitutional rule. The Queen sets the 
example of a sovereign who has at all times 
given constant proof that with us acte of 
power are [the expression of the will of 
the people. It la this that gives to her 
the highest rank amongst rulers in the 
eyes of the nations who acknowledge her 
sceptre. It la among you especially that 
men will expect that this should be re­
cognized. It wai a Norman who, in 
Franoe, watched and guarded the oriadl# 
of liberty. It was the men of Normandy 
and Brittany who, at a later age, laid the 
foundation» of the liberty-loving com­
munity of Canada The very usages in 
the Parliament of Britain survived from 
the day when they were planted there by 
our Norman ancestor». I do not know 
that it has been observed before in Canada, 
but It has often occurred to' me that in 
Parliament we still use old words used by 
your fathers for the sanction of the Sover­
eign given to bills of la Seine Is veut, or 
la Seine réméré» tes bon» sujets ef accepts 
lew benevolence et ainsi le veut, forms which 
I should like to see used at Ottawa aa mark­
ing our common origin, instead of the prac­
tice that prevails of translations into 
modem French and Efigliah. In celebrat­
ing the file to-day all can join in pride in 
the element predominant among us, as it 
is to your race we owe the liberty and the 
practices that mark the free discussion» of 
our Parliament. I rejoioetoiee so many meet 
together, and that we have representatives 
of our allies, the French, ss well of those 
who have made their home, let us hope tem­
porarily only, among our friends in the 
UnitedStates. I rejoice to see these members 
of the race repatriated, if only for a time, 
and I may assure them that our new lands, 
of the West are wide and fertile enough 
to justify us in detaining them, and in 
annexing any who may be willing to be so 
treated. As they well knew, they will 
always -have with us the moet perfect 
guarantees of liberty, the fullest rights of 
the franchise, while they will not suffer so 
mueh as from frequent waves of moral 
heat incurred by all who have to take 
part in constant electioneering. Nor will 
they, on the other hand, have to endure 
winter and moral cold which may be ex­
perienced by all who have to undergo the 
effects of a gubernatorial or presidential 
veto. Our visitors will see with us to­
day the signa of a happy and loyal and 
contented people. They will see us 
sharing in that revival of trade 
which I am happy to say la 
marking the commencement of another 
era. Tney will see us holding in 
highest esteem esteem those traditions 
which associate us with the past. They 
will see yon In the fullest enjoyment of 
your law», your language and your institu­
tions. They will see above all that yon 
use the strength you thus inherit from 
your ancestors for no selfish purpose, but 
as imparting vigour and unison with the 
powees of other race» to our great Coated-, 
eration, and in cementing a patriotism 
which ii willing to bear its burdens as it 
hae tiie glory of a great country, the

A Sneclnt Statement of the Case 
on Both Sides.

The toast of hie Honour the lient,.Gov. 

and Madame Rcbitallle was next proposed 
and received with loud applause.

His Honour, in reply, laid it was a

He felt that the day’s 
celebration was an additional proof of the 
loyalty and attachment of French Can­
adians to the British orown. On the very 
ground where the Frenoh and English 
armies had met in hostility, a Frenoh 
Canadian Arohbiahop had celebrated mass, 
and French Canadian bishop railed his voice 
in the presence of his oo-patriots of the 
Dominion end the United States, pleading 
the cause of religion, of patriotism, and all 
joined In prayer for their gracious Sove­
reign. He frit more pride In the magnifi­
cent procession of the day, not only on 
account of Its beauty and length, but on 
account of the great strides in the develop­
ment of arts, manufactures and Industries 
manifested thereby.

THE CHURCH,
In reply to the toast of the archbishop, 

bishops, and clergy.
His Grace Arohbiahop Taschereau said 

he considered the applsuee with which 
that toast had been received was given to 
the institution rather than to individuals. 
It had been said of old Franoe that it had 
been formed by its clergy as boss filled 
their hives, and the same oould be said of 
new Franoe. He referred in glowing terms 
to Mgr. Laval whose See which had been 
ruled over by him alone had now Increased 
to that it was divided in many dioceses. 
He paid a high tribute to the devotion and 
courage of the clergy, and terminated with 
glowing eulogium of our civil institutions 
both federal and provincial, and with the 
expression of a fervent hope that her 
Majesty would long live to rule over us.

MISCELLANEOUS TOASTS.
The Day we Celebrate brought forth a 

glowing speech from the President, while 
that of France, the land of our ancestors, 
was replied to by no leas than four speakers 
in grand patriotic oration. Hon. P. J. O. 
Chauveau, Comte de Foucault, M. Claude 
Joan et, and Judge Plamondon, the second 
and third named gentlemen laying especial 
stress upon the kind manner in which is 
Excellency the Governor-General had re­
ferred to their native country.

The United States Consol, Mr. Wasson, 
having briefly replied on behalf of his 
country, his Excellency the Governor- 
General and suite left the hall, the whole 
•ndlence standing, and the band playing 
“ God Save the Queen.”

"Canada" was then proposed, and in 
replying the Hon. Hector Langevte, C B., 
pointed out the means which should be 
adopted to encourage agriculture and man­
ufactures, and urged union and harmony 
among all nationalities in maintaining the 
Confederation.

Hon. Mr. Laurier also responded, and 
took occasion to point out that Franoe and 
Scotland were old allias before the union 
of the latter with England, and that Canada 
had gone farther than England by uniting 
England, Scotland, and Franoe In one.

Mr. Chapleau in replying to the Pro­
vince of -Quebec was received with marked 
applause, and made p very patriotic ora­
tion.

He wai followed by the Hon. F. Lange­
lier, who also made an excellent address.

The remainder of the toasts, "The 
Ladies," "Our Acadian Brothers,” which 
was responded to by Hon. Mr. Landry, 
Commissioner of Crown Lands for N. B., 
"Onr Frenoh Canadian Societies,” "Our 
Guests,” “The St. G’oorge.St; Andrew and 
St. Patrick's societies " sod “The Prêta,” 
were all drunk and duly responded to and 
the company separated In the email hours 
of the morning.

To tile Editor of The Mail,
Sir,—Daring the last session of the Do­

minion Parliament some of the speakers 
on the Opposition side of the House of 
Commons treated the present agitation at 
Washington in favour of an increase on 
the rate of doty to be levied in the United 
State* on importa of foreign barley malt, 
aa if it were a very recent movement of 
the American msisters, and one which 
originated from, and owed its probable 
snooess to, the National Policy of the Do­
minion, especially that part of it under 
which the rate of duty on barley malt im­
ported into Canada had been lately largely 
increased. Hence they contended that 
spy injury which may result to the malt­
ing trade of the Dominion from the pro­
posed legislation at Washington will be 
justly chargeable to the present Govern­
ment of Canada and the N. P. The fact of 
the matter is that, years betare the forma­
tion of the present Administration or the 
adoption of the National Policy, the mal- 
stars of the United States had been grow­
ing exceedingly jealous of the extent of the 
Canadian malting trade, and very uneasy 
a* to the prospect of its continuing in- 
oreaie ; and, ss is well known to most of 
those engaged in the barley trade, leading 
members of the Msisters' Association have 
been engaged for several years book in 
gathering each statistic» and information 
a* would enable them to appeal to Congress 

which would secure them 
ire expansion of the Casa­

it trade, whioh they clearly saw 
was becoming » formidable competitor for 
their own home trade.

From time to time the Globe has advan­
ced the same argumenta, and last week 
contained taro articles on this subject. In 
one article needed “ The Destruction of 
the Melt Trade,” it states that a BUI hae 
been passed at Washington, " whioh re­
lates to the customs' duty on malt, and 
which raises the tax from 20 per oent. to 
26 oenta a bushel “the effect of the law 
wiU be to destroy the great and hitherto 
flourishing business done by Canadians in 
malting barley and exporting ait to the 
States ; ” “ The responsibility for this dis 
aster rests distinctly upon the Govern­
ment “Our Finance Minister placed a 
cue tome’ duty of two cents per pound on 
malt, whioh had formerly been on the free 
list “ The American maltsters at onoe 
ran off to Washington, with the N. P. in 
one hand, and our sapient knight’s budget 
of speeches in the other “ They 
proved to the Ways and Means 
Committee, that the Canadians had 
put a prohibitory tax on American malt ; ’’ 
“ They asked for a prohibitory tax la re­
turn, and they have eo far carried their 
point.” The Globe winds up with its 
usual elegant references to the “ folly ” 
and *'great pleoe of stupidity,” to , ex­
hibited by the Finance Minister. In 
another article headed, “ The Tax on 
Malt,” it says, “ Our export trade in 
malt is about to suffer annihilation through 
the hostile movement at Washington in­
vited by Sir Leonard Tilley."

This easy and convenient way of con­
necting cause and effect, and of fixing upon 
the head of the Finance Minister ol Cana­
da reeponsibiUty for all the probable re­
sults which may flow from legislation 
«eased at Washington, may be satisfactory

the Globe, and its assertions in this 
respect may be accepted aa truths by a 
few who receive its utterances aa gospel ; 
but business men and aU who reflect for 
themselves wiU be disposed to consider 
whether a shrewd and practical people 
like those of the United States, in deter­
mining upon an important change in their 
fiscal policy, each as is now proposed, are 
not muoh more likely to be guided In their 
aotion by a careful consideration and 
appreciation of the probable advantages to 
be derived by their own militera and 
brewers than by a fanciful and whimsical 
idea of retaliation against a policy whioh, 
in reepeot of this melt duty in Canada, 
does not affeot them at all.

A very little consideration of a few of 
the circumstances in connection with the 
lata comparative duties on barley and bar­
ley malt imported into the United States 
will show how naturally and gradually this 
agitation for the proposed increase on malt 
duty hae sprung up and inoreaeed. The late 
duty in the United States was, on barley, 
fifteen cento par bushel ; on barley melt, 
twenty per oent. It is only within the 
last four or five years that the quantity of 
malt imported from Canada attracted any 
attention. During the years 1873 74 and 
1874 75 the general range of prices of bar­
ley in Canada was ao high that the late 
duty of 20 per oent. on malt was as muoh 
protection for United States maltsters as 
they required, and the small imports from 
Canada excited no jealousy. But owing to 
the generally low range of prices In barley 
during the years ending 30th Jane, 1875- 
76, 1876 77, 1879 80, and the greater part 
of 1878 79, the American duty on Canadian 
malt was at time» lower than the specific 
duty on barley, under whioh state of things 
the malting trade of Canada largely in­
creased, and the exporta of malt to the 
United States were, In

1 <*76-76 1876-77 1877-78 1878-79
Bushels............. 148,706 806,681 614,199 676,928
with, it Is said, a large in ore»»» in 1879-80 
over any previous year.

AlLwho have had occasion to vUii the 
Eastern barley markets for the last four or 
five years, and who have mixed with the 
receivers, maltsters and brewers there, 
muet have observed that as far back aa 
1876 there was springing up a strong feel­
ing of jealousy of the Canada malting 
trade, whioh gradually intensified into 
active hostility and a determination to pre­
vent its further expansion, by a sharp ad­
vance in the Customs duty on malt. Amer­
ican maltsters stated that the Canadian 
maltsters hid several important advantages 
over them, especially when the price of 
barley wai low ; they can buy direct from 
farmers, in this way saving storage and 
commissions ; they have better opportuni­
ties of asset ting their purchases aa to 
colour, weight, to., and ao making a more 
uniform quality of malt : they can erect 
their malt houses at a muoh lower cost and 
can hire their employés at greatly lower 
wages ; In addition to all which, they 
many oieee affect a saving of 25 per oent. 
oo rail freight. Aa an evidence that the 
present application of maltsters to Congress 
for an Increase in tiie duty on malt did not 
spring from the national policy of Canada 
or increase in Canadian duty on malt, but, 
on the contrary, from a growing determin­
ation whioh had been formed long ante­
cedent to the N. F-. scores of extensive 
maltsters in the United States can be 
pointed ont who would have established 
branches of their business or settled alto­
gether In Canada years ago, but for the 
knowledge that it was only a question of a 
year or two, at most, when legislation 
would be demanded from Congress to pre­
vent the further expansion of the malting 
trade of Canada and, perhaps, shut out 
Canada malt altogether from the States 
markets.

In an Albany Circular last fall, Mr. 
Lacy, its editor and alio secretary of the 
Board of Trade there, referred to reported 
contracta fer about 600,000 bushels of 
Canada malt, for future delivery, to 
brewers in New York and Boston, and 
very olearly intimated the feeling of the 
trade that this sort of thing must be stop­
ped, and indicated that action at Wash­
ington might be taken before all these 
large contracts should arrive. Mr. Lacy 
thoroughly understands the barley and 
malt trade In all lie bearings. He knew 
that a single report of this character would 
exercise a more tolling Influence on the 
movement at Washington than pages of 
bosh or gush about the National Policy oi 
Canada, or Its Customs duty on malt. 
With respite to the rate of duty in Canada 
on malt, it is doubtful whether one Ameri­
can maltster in a hundred knows or cares 
snythiog about It; it certainly cannot

/

cause them muoh concern, as may be seen 
from the following figures :—

As the quantity oi barley malt used in the 
United States for the manufacture of ale 
and beer per annum is about twenty-five 
million bushels, and the quantity exported 
to Canada averages about one-eightieth of 
one per oent. of the prhole, the contention 
that the rate of dntÿ In Canada exeroleed 
any influence upon the policy of the melt- 
stars in the United States, or afforded them 
any argument for urging legislation in 
Congress,Is so evidently absurd »» to merit 
nothing but contempt. From the above 
It, hae been fairly demonstrated that the 
present agitation in Congress for an In­
crease in the duty on malt is not the off­
spring of any retaliatory feeling with re­
gard to our National Policy,but is really the 
natural and easily understood result of an 
anomaly in the lato tariff, through which, 
under certain conditions as to price of 
barley,Canadian maltsters were obtaining a 
decided and Increasing advantage over 
American milts tara in United States mar­
kets. A similar state of things in Canada, 
in oonneotion with any of onr own indue- 
tries would produoe a similar application to 
Parliament for adjustment, whioh would 
unquestionably be conceded. It is not to be 
wondered at that an Association embracing 
so many members, suoh an immense oapl- 
tal, and suoh a wide spread Influence as 
are contained in the Mteteters’ Association 
in the United States, should look sharply 
after their own interests ; nor would it re­
quire any very great exertion on their part 
to secure suoh reasonable legislation in the 
way of self-proteotion as they might re­
quire. The proposed increase in the duty 
on malt Is no greater than onr maltsters 
might reasonably have expected. It can 
hardly be called a prohibitory duty, and la 

uoh lower than many American maltsters 
intended for. The rate proposed appears 

to be a compromise between the wishes of 
American maltsters and brewers, a very 
Urge proportion of the Uttar trade being 
averse to any large increase, and strongly 

iposed to anything like prohibition.

The Hamilton Colonization company, 
writes a correspondent, has been the means 
of bringing a fine settlement to the land, 
on either side of the Bird Tail Creek, for 
many miles around outride of their small 
reseOve of three townships. Many of 
these who joined their colony in Ontario 
are np and down the Creek from the Rid­
ing mountains to the Aealnibolne River. 
This settlement will soon be reported ss 
one of the most prosperous in the North- 
West.

The village of Birtle, In the centre of 
the settlement, U now becoming a place 
of considerable importance, and al­
though not caricatured, by the Amor- 
ioanized name of “ city," in proportions 
and appearance it would lose nothing 
by comparison with some of those 
bearing the .high sounding title, and 
from the keenness of the competition 
among the colonists to get a quarter sec­
tion rite of the beautiful valley in which it 
U located, one might conclude that Hamil­
ton or even Toronto would soon be eclipsed 
by the jnvenUe competition for immigra­
tion.

As fee general diseases, we have none to 
speak of, so that the doctor's practice 
might require to be supplemented by the 
cultivation of a small farm. We are sup­
plied with ministers, but we want shoe­
makers, tinsmstha, carpenters, and men 
who can work at all trades.

Birtle U admitted to be one of the pret­
tiest rites for a town In the North-West. 
It is situated in the valley of the Bird Tail, 
on the H B. Co.'s trail, between Winnipeg 
and Bettleford, whioh has been travelled 
by the company's traders for the past two 
hundred years. The valley at this cross­
ing is about three-fourths of a mile wide, 
and the eloping hilU on either ride covered 
with verdure and skirted by a healthy 
growth of young poplar, gives the valley 
an enchanted appearance. The valley we 
speak of is about twenty feet above high 
water mark on the banka of the rivers. 
At the foot of this bsnk there are eome of 
the finest springs in the North-West, and 
as good as any in the world.

People are now beginning to feel the 
want of municipal organisation. The ad­
ministration of justice, the settlement of 
civil oasts, forcing, and school organisa­
tion are all pressing on the attention of 
the thoughtful. In the administration of 
justice, some of the citizens of Birtle were 
called to Fort Ellice a few weeks ago to 
sot aa jurors in a poiaoniag case where a 
young Indian was charged with murder.

It will be remembered, says the Corn­
wall Seporter, that, some months ago, a 
couple of rily-tongued Yankees came 
around this vioinity for the purpose of 
engaging carpenters to goto work at Rook- 
away Beach. It will also be remembered 
that quite a number engaged, and left via 
Ogdeneburg. One of them hae returned ; 
a sadder and a madder man than he went 
away. He is a respectable, sober man, and 
a good workman, well known to aU old 
residents of Cornwall. We give hie story 
exactly as he save it to a reporter the 
other day V

I left here In April, hired b:
Trowell, to work at $2 50 per 
railroad fare was to be paid and not 
charged to me, provided I worked until 
1st June. , When we got to Rook»way, 
Trowell handed ui over to another man 
named Thomas Hayes. He drove us like the 
d—-I, thtt is those of ni who were Cana­
dians. He knew we were bound to stay 
until 1st June. The grub we had was not 
fit for dogs, and it was thrown at ns aa if 
we were hogs at a trough. The stuff we 
got instead of butter, the Yankees called 
“ Margery.” None of us oould touch It. 
The boys used to my it was made at the 
soap-factory near-by. Onr eating-place 
was between the rotten oarrion of tola 
soap-factory and a row of latrines, both of 
which sent out intolerable stenches. Our 
sleeping-place was half a mils away. The 
accommodation was miserable. We had 
only one thin blanket to two men, and toe 
nights were very oold. We had to rim 
about 6.30, and we were worked more like 
12 hours than 10. We had to begin work 
in overooata, and by nine o'clock we would 
be roasting. The sand flew so badly 
that all the men, who oouifl get 
them, wore goggle*. The work was hard, 
and the lifting very heavy. It was all 
framing and lifting heavy timbers. On 
the 16to May, I got my time and money 
for April, but only at $2 25 a day. A 
gang of us Canadian! went together and 
said if we were not paid as agreed end bet­
ter fed we would leave. This waa to a 
man named Hilliard. Hie answer was,
“Go and bettor yourselves,----- you, you
Canada Chinamen.” He would have been 
glad to have us go, for we had fifteen daya' 
work in. I took my time ticket to the 
office in New York city, and asked a 
named Smith to let me have my money 
and go home. They were going to pat me 
out. Finally I sold my time to another 
man at a discount of 25 oent* on the dol­
lar, and got barely enough to bring me 
home.

I forgot to say that we were expected to 
work seven days a week, and when we 
Canadians, Protestante and Catholloa, re­
fused to work on Sunday, the Yankees 
would poke fun at us and oall ue names ; of 
course, that did not hurt ns, but it waa 
not pleasant.

I am home now, and at work at fair 
wages, and I don't want any more Yankee 
rambling for a while, I can toll you.
