Action waa taken on Wednesday 
last by the School Managemdit Com 
mlttce of Toronto, Ont. to proceed 
with the plan of not having man! 
women te. ’ters In employ of the 
School Board In cases where their 
husbands were able to support them 
It was stated that there were 1* ol 
the married semen teachers who 
came under this classification. In ad 
dltlon, there were 28 women teachers 
who were widows and six married 
woman teacher» who were 1 bring 
separate from their husbands. It was 
decided that the" committee would in 
vestlgate and report on the teaching 
contract of every married woman 
teacher now In the emptoy of the 
Board except (at widows, (b) mar­
ried women who are nçt living with 
and are not supported by Wteir hue- 
bands. (c) married women whose bus 
bands are disabled either physically 
or mentally and by reason of such 
disability are unable to and do not 
earn a llvlihood sntrident for the 
maintenance of such married wo­
men teachers and It Is of necessity 
that such married women teacher 
prove*» for herself and h«t fanitl".» 
and (d) In the case of special teach­
ers for whose service* the chief In­
spector makes a special request.

The motion regarding married wo 
mea. teachers also Included n clause 
stating that women teachers who 
marry on and after that date of the 
motion,being ratified by "the Boari 
shat! by reason of their marriage 
autmn.tlc.lly cease to be members 
of the teaching était and their sal­
ary be paid op to the last day 
»or prior to the date of marriage.

All membqr» of the committee 
excepting two supported the motion.
