James Palmer, one of the repre-
sentatives of the Fort Augustus
district rose in his place and
claimed the ear of Mr. Speaker
and the attention of both sides of
the chamber while he made a
statementeitiug that he had ac-
cepted a retainer from the At-
torney-General to perform some
legal work, thus entering into a
contract with the Government.
He stated that he believed when

e accepted that retainer, he. was

within his rights as a member of
the House. being of the opinion
counsel here stood in the same
position as in England,-that is to
say that they did not enter into a
contract with the Government
when they aceepted a retainer.
But his case was exactly the same
as that of Mr. Whear; and in the
last named case the judges of the
Supreme Court had unanimously
decided that Mr. Whear had vio-
lated the law governing the inde-
pendence of the Legislature, had
forfeited his seat in the House
and had incurred all the penalties,
in the way of fines, imposed by
the law. In consequence of this
decision he found that he was

he would therefore retire. When
Mr. Palmer concluded his state-
ment he retired from the chamber
and the seat he occupied as repre-
sentative of Fort Augustus be-
came vacant.

After Mr. Palmer had retired
the address in reply to the Lieu-
tenant Governors’ speech was
moved by Dr. Douglas and sec-
tonded by Mr. Smith of Hampton.
