The Pacific Railway policy of the Gov-
ernment is in the main sound, and as
such has been accspted by the country.
One of its principal features lies in the
postponemcnt of the section that wonld
pass over jthe rugged and difficult coun-
try north of Lakes Huron and Superior,
the Most expensive to construct, and at
present the least needful. The north
shore can be penetrated by means of the
rivers with which it is intersectel, as
far as the agriculturist, the miner, or
the lumberer will need to go for some
years to coms. In the meantime, we
are to utilize the mavigation of these
great inland seas in summer, and to
reach Fort Garryin winter throngh the
States, as we now reach the Atlantic
sea-board, From the east we are pro-
mised a section of road connecting the
mouth of French River with the south
eastern point of Lake Nipissing; and
thence esstward another railroal i3 to
be extended till it connects with rail-
roads already in existenca. We do not
know, of course, on what information
the practibility of a railroad south of
Lake Nipissing is assumed. It is a
point of contention;and the question is,
whether there be in existence reliable
evidence by which it can be sertled.

have loeked into. Ile does not hesitate
to enquire as to a elerk’s associates, or a
cashier’s bahits of expenditure, or the
places in which a book-keeper passes his
leisure hours.  Every publi¢ man must
be ready tosubmit,notto thebe enquiries,
for they concern private rélations, but
to such as will throw the same light on
their fitness for public trust, which these

agreabls to those whosqcareer is the
subject of enquiry, neither is the pro-
cess acrecable to those who go through
withit. It is often laborious, some-
times tedious and vexatiops and very
apt to bo thankless. Tle appreciation
of such services hy the general public
would afford bat a very slight . compen.-
sation for the performance necessary,
and they are, generally rendered pre-
cisely as the best services of men in
public are rendered, from an houorable
desire todo some good work in the little
time that each has to labor.

Nothing can be plainer than that the
most careful scratiny of the history and
character of public men mot only is
proper, but is aduty, to which the press
1s bonnd. It is a duty, too, not less to
the co.amunity itself. We shonld have
small faithin the progsressand prosperity
of newspapers in this county, if we did
not know so many of them are conduct-
ed by honest and courageous men, who
cannot be bought, and who have too
wuch sense to become subservient to

any sot of selfish men.. Itis npon such

men that the life ot the press and its

Incidens of the Battle of Lundy’s

After that most fiercely contested and
bloody battle of Lundy’s Lane, during
the war of 1812-15, the Americans being
driyen from the field, it remained for
the Dritish to take care of the wounded
and dispose of the dead.

A Uscful Item.

Perhaps one of the most aggravati
difficulties ever cncountered gg;.u bnl:y‘
housewife is that attending the lighting
-6k fires on still, damp mornings, The
stove at first won’t draw; even vigorous
“blowing” will not suffice; and then
whenit does start, it is with a sort of
explosion or vutward rush of air which -
fills the room with smoke =nd gas, often-
times pulfing the unpleasant fumes in

in overcoming the inertia of the long
column of air.in the pipe or chimney,
by the small column of air that cau be
forced up thfough the interstices of
wood and coal, atthe bottom of which
the fire is kindled. All this may be
remedied by simply putting & fow
shavings or bits of dry paper on the top
of the wood or coal, l.m{,e first lighting
that. It immediately bursts into a blaze
because the air has perfectly free acceas
to it from all sides, the heated air forses
its way in the chimney, and establishes
there an upward carrent. The match
can then be applied to the kindling
under the fuel, which will readily light, -
and, if dry, burstinto a brisk flame.
