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FINANCE RETURNS 
SHOW PROSPERITY

Big Surplus For Past Seven Month- 
Ships For Canadian Navy— 

Premier Hears Delegation

Ottawa, Nov. 6.—The financial 
statement for the Dominion for the 
month of October and for seven 
months of the current fiscal year ac­
cording to the returns of the finance 
department up trthe end of that 
tnooth was issued today. The rev­
enue for October was $8,553,766. m 
increase of SL034.C50, of which $897,- 
696 was in customs revenue. ^ For 
seven months the total reVnue was 
$55,907,586, an increase of $7,660,348 
or over one million a month as com­
pared with the corresponding period 
of last year. * .

Expenditure Falls Off.
The expenditure on consolidated 

fund accounting on the other hand 
shows a falling off. For the month 
of October the expenditure was 
$6 710,684, a decrease of $1,106,938. 
For the seven months the consolidat­
ed fund expenditure was $37,137,139 
or $2,205,237 less than for the cor­
responding period of 1908. For seven 
months the surplus of the revenue 
over the ordinary expenditure is 
therefore nearly nineteen millions.

The expenditure on capital account 
for the seven months was $17,196.684, 
a decrees of $808,298 as compard with 
last year. The total expenditure 1 n 
both capital and consolidated fund 
account for seven months was $54.- 
363,223 or $1,544,363 less than the 
total revenue, notwithstanding art 
expenditure of over ten millions 011 
the National Transcontinental rail­
way. The total net debt of the Dom­
inion on October 31 was $321,727,816. 
an increase during the month of 
$1,029,352.

The delay is caused by the fac 
that the United States government 
has as yet, no legislative authority 
to provide for federal enforcement if 
regulations, the control of fisheries 
at present resting with individual 
states. î.

Canada has already the necessary 
machinery for the enforcement of the 
new regulations but the government 
at Washington will have to wait until 
legislation is secured from congress 
at next session.

Establishing Canadian Navy.
One of the first" steps towards the 

actual establishment of the new Can­
adian navy wPl be the securing from 
Great Britain of two seend or third 
class cruisers from the Imperial 
fleet for dual service as training ships 
for men and officers and as fisheries 
protective vessels in Canadian waters. 
The cruisers will be loaned to Canada 
pending the construction of new ves­
sels for the Canadian navy and ar­
rangements are now being completed 
between the Canadian government' 
and the Admiralty.

One of the cruisers will be used on 
the Atlantic coast, and one on the 
Pacific coast. This will enable an 
immediate beginning to be made in 
the work of training officers and men 
and when the new Canadian war ves­
sels are completed two or three years 
hence, the government will ni be 
wholly dependent upon Great Britain 
for officers and crew to man them. A 
Canadian naval academy will also 
probably be established as a neces­
sary adjunct to the development of a 
national navy.

New Branch of G. P. B.
The C. P. R. company will seek au­

NAVIGABILITY OF THE 
SASKATCHEWAN RIVER

Survey" to be Made to Determine if 
Channel Can be Found for River 
Boats Between Edmonton and 
Winnipeg—Storage Booms to be 
Constructed up the River.

Z. Malhiot, of Calgary, resident en­
gineer of the Dominion department 
of public works, is in the city today 
on 'business in connection with which 
the department is engaged.

Mr. Malhiot says that the boom up 
the river at Big Island for which 
plans have been prepared will be 
fcuilt this winter and will be in readi­
ness for the catch of logs next spring. 
He said the boom would be a reser­
voir for thousands of logs and would 
remove the danger which lumbermen 
have always been subject to, of losing 
much valuable tiime when the water 
rose in thé Saskatchewan. Men were 
now being sent up the river to com­
mence operations on the booms.

Asked as to the scheme for render­
ing* the Saskatchewan river navigable, 
Mr. Malhiot said that snag boats have 
been built* at Prince Albert, which 
will remove boulders and rocks from 
the fiver bed. At Edmonton there

“Among other work undertaken by 
the department this. year are the 50 
wing dams on the Lesser Slave lake 
and the dredging outfit and small 
gasoline survey boat which are rend­
ering the river navigable.”

W. B. Powell, of Coleman, took his 
place and has since been devoîitig 
his time along with Secretary 0. 
Stubbs of Bellevill, to the wrok of 
organization among the mine work­
ers of British Columbia, Alberta and 
Saskatcnwan.

Messrs. Powell and Stubbs arrived 
in the city yesterday and are regis­
tered at the Cecil Hotel. Their visit 
is only semi-official as they will visit 
some of the coal mines in the dis­
trict to make" themselves acquainted 
with, the local members of the min­
ers’ "union. They are not antagonistic 
to the mine owners at all and for this 
reason do not fail to get a good re­
ception whereever they choose to go.

“We have some 4,000 men on the 
roll of District No. 18, United Miners 
of America.” said Mr. Powell to a 
representative this morning. “The 
organization has jurisdiction over the 
coal fields which are being operated 
in British Columbia, Alberta and 
some pdrts of Saskatchewan. In the 
first two provinces the organization 
is very well advanced but. x in Sas­
katchewan there remains much to be 
done. We have recently been at Cam- 
rose and Bankhead mines and will 
probably go from here to the province 
of Saskatchewan.

“Fernie is a city rebuilt,” was the 

reply, “and it is a larger and better 
city than ever. Many fine buildings 
have gone up to replace those which 
were swept away by fire and "most of 
them are of brick instead of wood.

*A list of the members of all aero­
plane clubs in the. empire must be 
secured with a detailed description 
or the members and of their political 
•tendencies and personal affiliations.

“No aviation exhibition or experi­
ment with aeroplanes1 shkll ‘be per­
mitted without a police license. And 
this shall be issuable only after an 
exhaustive inquiry into the character 
and antecedents of all concerned in 
the exhibition or experiment.’*

children. Other witnesses also told 
of having been shown a letter by Mc­
Laughlin, signed by ad deal girl. There 
was no evidence to throw any light 
on the actual cause of the the. Oho 
witness who saw McLaughlin in a 
ibowling alley on. the night of- the 
fire fiwore he was not sober.

At the aiternoon session of the in­
quest F. W. Heard swore that Mc- 
Laugiüin told him of intimacies with 
a young woman with whom lie would 
elope if she would "consent. He said 
he feared Ills wife might suicide or 
poison liipi at any time, and that his 
two ii ttile boya,# victims of the trag­
edy. were not his children. McLaugh­
lin had intimated to tlie witness that 
he might be a free mail" before the 
end of the year.

Bert Hartn.-ll testified -that last 
Sunday McLaughlin said he did not 
know whether he would be behind 
the bars or in his grave in a week.

McLaughlin,’called to the stand 
swore that his remarks about; im­
proper relations were in jest.

The gloomy hall of the assize 
court, where the woman is being tiried 
was the scene today of brawls and 
outbursts of abuse that would dis- 
grace va common bar room.

Te president of the court, who com­
bined in his person the offices of 
judge and prosecutor, continued 
throughout the day his tactics oi bius- 
tering denunciation, innuendo and 
violent gestulation in the effort to 
force from the woman some admis- 
sion of guilt, but although the hag­
gard, almost feeble figure that stumb­
led from .before the tribunal today 
was but a wreck of the brilliant wo­
man whose beauty captivated French 
presidents and politicians, and 
whose influence strayed French poli­
tics, Madame Steinheil preserved her 
dramatic, emotional" attitude and 
maintained her original story.

Rare Metal Now Worth $2,500,000 an 
Ounce—Quantity Limited.

Vienna. Nov. 6—Arrangements will 
shortly be made by the Austrian gov­
ernment for the public sale of radium 
ior medical and experimental pur­
poses. A considerable quantity of 
radium ina n impure condition was 
recently received here from Joachim- 
stali 1. The process Of purification will 
be completed in a fortnight, when at 
least a gramme will he available for 
public purchase. It is stated, how­
ever, among the intending purchasers 
preference will be given to Austrian 
subjects.

According to Sir William Ramsay, 
radium, which not so lorfe ago sold 
at $2 a milligramme, is mow worth 
$90 a milligramme, or. $2,500,00 an 
ounce.

The total quamit yof radium, which 
had thus far been recovered for scien­
tific use throughout the world is es­
timated not to exceed a quarter of a 
pound.
