They 
would replace them by two larger 
steamers, up to date, which would 
carry freight only. They expected to 
be able to reduce the freight rates 
from $1 to 40 cents a ton. They will 
endeavor to make an arrangement to 
secure other steamers and build up 
a much larger tourist traffic than has 
prevailed hitherto.
