To-
day liquor drinking has lost the note
of glory that erstwhile attached to it.
Nowadays a man is not described as
zloriously drunk; it has beconie rather
a reproach as in effect it is. Drunk-
enness. is no longer glorious but th2
reverse and this cffect is due to Fr.
Matthew—all honocur to his name. It
is traly the reverse of hopeful for a
new gencration to find it starcting life
with liquor. The public should sus-
tain the politician.

But Fr. Matthew may be compared to
St. Patrick. The Apostle,of Ireland
exterminated .the serpent of pagan-
ism, and Fr. Matthew did likewise
for the paganism of aleohol. St.
Patrick converted nearly a whole
Ireland to Christianity; Fr. Matthew
1e-converted the land ““to  Christian
temperance. St. Patrick ~traversed
the land for the cause of the Gos-
pel; Fr. Matthew did so for temper-
ance. St. Patrick’s work lived for this
and so did Fr. Matthew’s, He may be
compared to all the great men who
arose in Ireland’s annals. Like, the
Itish monks of the 5th, 6th and T7th
centuries to make Ireland rcnowned
as the land of saints and scholars,
Fr. Matthew 2lso shed renown on his
land. Like these, especially carrying
the gospel to Iona, so did he bring
the message of temperance to heights
end lowlands; like another Brian he
wrestled with the enemy, not of flesh
end blocd, but of alcoholism in its
original form; like Sanfield he won
2 glorious victory at Limerick. He
attacked . intemperance 'in its native
strongholds of Belfast; and like O'-
Connell, he prepared Ireland by his
temperance for all that splendid pro-
gress of the outgoing 75 years when
its churches, schools, colleges, indus-
