SMASHED UP |

Fatal Accident to a Wild West
Show Train.

Trolley Car Struck by Lightnmz—Ten
Persons Injured—Other Fatalities
and Casualties.

Detroit, Mich., July 29.—Section one
of the Buffalo BIill Wild West Show
train suffered a severe collision near
Milwaukee Junction yesterday, result-
ing in the smashing of a show employes’
sleeping car, containing some 40 sleep-
ing inmates. One of the latter is dead
and nine others are in Detroit hospit-
als suffering from more or less serious
injuries.

The dead—Edward Sullivan, 37, of
Bridgeport, Conn., porier of the canvas
car, who died from internal hemorr-
hage after reaching the hospital.

At the time of the ecoliision the train,
consisting of twenty wagon and stock
cars, four of the show’s sleeping cars,
and a Grand Trunk caboose, were be-
ing transferred from the Michigan
Central to the Detroit, Grand Haven
and Milwaukee road. The train was
being pushed backward from the Y
at the Milwaukee Junction, when it
was struck by an outgoing Grand
Trunk freight train. The caboose was
jammed into and forced on top of Buf-
falo Bill's employes’ sleeper, No. 6,
¥hich was filled with sleeping tent and
canvas men. When the uninjured meén
had recovered from the shock, the
wrecked sleeper was chopped open and
the injured gradually gotten out. The
car was a complete wreck, excepting
at one end.

DAKOTA TORNADO

Deéstroys Everything in Its Path—One
Life Lost.

Hillsboro, N. D., July 28.—A tornado
did great damage in this section yes-
terday. One life is known to have been
lost. The storin originated near Port-
land ané destroyed all means of com-
mundcation. It passed across Trail
county, destroying everything in its
path, which was 37 miles long and 4
miles wide. Thomas Everson’s house,
ilhree miles north of Caledonia, was
demnolished. One chiid, a Doy, was
killed, and three others are reported
to have been fatally injured.

At Caledonia the city hall and
Presbytericn Church were
Nearly every building in the place was
damaged. Passing on to the south-
ward, the synod church, standing out
on the prairie, caught the full force
of the blast and was torn to pieces.

At Mayville all the windows in town
were broken by hail.

The main body of the storm passed
sixteen iles west and wiped out a
i small settlement called Fongerings.
Several inches of hail, which followed,
completed the destruction of grain
which had been ready for the reaper,

After traversing Trail county,
sweeping everything in its path and
wrecking hundreds of farm houses,
granaries and barhs the storm crossed
the Red River into Minnesota and split
up.

A train on the Jamestown and
Northern reached Jamestown, N. D.,
today, after passing through a terrific
bombardment of hail some distance
north. ‘All the windows were broken
and the woodwork of the cars was
| dented by the stones. The passengers
| sought refuge in the baggage car. The
storm was three miles wide. Much
damage to crops resulted.

At Fertile, Minn, a small cloudburst,
accompanied by a terrific wind, passed
over the place during the night. The
Journal office front was blown in.
Crops were laid flat, and the town was
flooded.
