duly qnalified electors, the voting to
take place at the general federal elec-
tions. A committee was appointed to
secure the introduction of a biil on these
Jines.

No Conservative member would serve
on the committee, and several members,
notably . Messrs. Moore, Taylor and
Ganong, objected to Quebec being left
out in the cold, which would be tht ef-
fect of such an act.

There was quite a row this morning at
the meeting of the executive and legis-
Jative committees of the Dominion Alli-
ance to discuss suggestions for bringing
the result of the recent plebiscite before
parliament. A resolution, based on the
report of the sub-committee, was pro-
posed by Mr. Dougall, of Montreal, call-
ing on the government to provide for an
extension of the Canada Temperance
act to cover prohibition by provinces. A
minority of the committee proposed an
amendment, offered by Mr. Ganong, M.
P. (Con.), calling on the government to
implement its promises to the temper-
ance people, but the motion and amend-
ment were voted down, and the meeting
broke up in disorder, to re-assemblg in
the evening.

Secf etService Officers Round
Up Very Troublesome
Counterfeiters.

Philadelphia Lawyers Accused
of Attempt to Buy Off
Detectives.

Washington, April 19.—Agents of the
government secret service have arrested
the makers of the famous one hundred
dollar silver certificate which was put
in circulation something over a year ago,
and which resulted in the refirement of
the whole issue. Arthur Taylor and
Baldwin S. Bredell, supppsed to be the
principals, were arrested in Philadelphia
yesterday.  William Jacobs and Wil-
liam L. Kindey, late cigar manufactur-
ers, and James Burns, who was in
Jacobs’ employ, were arrested in Lan-
caster, Pa., to-day. "

Thef plﬁtés from which the notes were
printed, together with a large quantity
of cofinterfeit revenue stamp plates,
rolls and about five tons of paper, were
also secured. . In their confession to-
day, Taylor and Bredell stated that less
than $10,000 of the $100 certificates
were printed. 'This is regarded as the
most important capture made by the
secret service.

Philadelphia, April 19.—A sensational
arrest was made in this city to-night in
connection with the capture of the
counterfeiting gang reported frpm
Washington to-day. Harvey K. Newitt,
who was assistant United States district
attorney in this city during the adminis-
tration of President Harrison, was
taken into custody by secret service
men on a warrant sworn out by Chief
Wilkie, charging him with bribing De-
tective McManus, of the Philadelphia
oflice.

According to the story told by one of
the officers, Kindley, the cigar maker of
Lancaster, suspected. early this year tl}ﬂt
he and his confederates were  being
watched by secret service men in Lan-
caster. He came to this city and en-
gaged Newitt as a go-between to bribe
Officers Burns and McManus, who were
working on the case. Burns was not
approached, but McManus was. All
the meetings between Newitt and Mc-
Manus were witnessed by members of
Mr. Wilkie’'s force. Newitt is well
connected, and has practised here since
retiring from the United States district
attorney’s office.
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SMALLPOX IN

LEVELAND,

but Now Becomes Epidemic.

Cleveland, 0., April $9.—Smallpox has
increased in this city to such an extent
that the health department officials con-
fess themselves unable to cope with it
under the present conditions. Three of
the public schools have been closed and
health officer Lick has written the city
council to immediately place $15,000 at
his disposal in addition to the regular
funds.

Up to three o’clock this afternoon

eleven new cases had been reported.
Seven cases were reported after that
hour. They are widely scattered, every
part of the city being represented.
The pest house long ago proved utterly
inadequate to hold the patients assigned
to it and a large annex is being con-
structed. An idea of the extent of the
disease can be gathered from the fact
that although to-day’s record for new
cases is the largest thus far, every day
for more than two months has been from
two to nine cases reported.

A RIVER ON FIRE.

Chicago the Scene and the Fact There-
fore Not Remarkable.

Chicago, April 19.—The Chicago river
was set on fire last night and for an
hour the flames leaped fifty feet into the
air from the surface of the stream. The
firemen had to work hard to keep them
from spreading, and one of the bridges
was In danger. The fire was caused
by the ignition of the oil, grease and gas
that cover the surface of the river or
bubble up from its foul bed. The dam-
age to the bridge, its approaches and the
adjoining warehouses and locks was
about $6,000

FREAK LAW DEFIED.

San Francisco Publishers United in

Opposition to the Signed Article

Statute.

San Francisco, April 19.—All the
morning newspapers refused to-day to
obey the new newspaper signature law
which requires that signatures of the
writers be attached to all articles con-
taining criticisms of man living or dead
which brings them into discredit or
shame.

The law is absurd in most of its pro-
visions as it forbids the publication of
even ordinary court proceedings with-
out signatures. The publishers’ associa-
tion, which includes all the morning and
evening daily papers of San Francisco,
decided to pay no attention to the new
law and to stand together in defence
should any suits be brought.

INDIAN FIEND GAOLED.

After Wild Ride Through the Country
He Returns to Kamloops
and Surrenders.

Kamloops, April 19.—(Special)—Casi-
mir, the Indian who murdered Philip
Walker on Saturday, has been captured.
He returned to the rancherie to-day,

rounded by determined armed men, and
Casimir was given until 1 p. m. to sur-
render or take the consequences. He
surrendered and was driven to town,
heavily guarded.

No More Permits to the Plant-
ers by Hawaiian Gov-
ernment.

Fear That Islands Would Be
Made a Colony the
Reason.

Advices from Honolulu are to the
effect that the government will announce
to the planters that its reason for de-
clining to issue any more permits for
contract Japanese laborers is that there
is a strong party forming in the United
States to reduce the islands to the con-
ditions of a colony, and that one of the
most potent arguments used is the large
numbers of contract Japanese laborers
which are coming here. As the entire
sentiment of the islands is against bexpg
a colony and in favor of a territorial
form of government looking ultimately
to statehood, thi% action is taken that
this seemingly principal obstacle in the
way of the friends of the islands may
be removed.

The action of the government meets
with very general approval among :1!1
classes whose interests are not princi-
pally in sugar. And even among the
planters there is not likely to be strenu-
ous opposition. In fact there is a very
large and growing element among the
planters which does net look on con-
tract labor as a necessity, nor in many
ways desirable. Nearly all the long es-
tablished plantations have been canvass-
ing plans to get along without it and to
secure some other than Asiatic labor for
the canefields. Some of the plantations,
notably Ewa, haye already made a start
in securing 1&1_)0&(‘3 ‘of other 'nationali-
ties, and has "introduced a ‘system of
cultivation ou shares with the' cultiva-
tors. Several of the newly organized
plantations in whole or in part are or-
ganized on the plan of providing mill
and marketing facilities for the home-
steaders and smal lcultivators of a par-
ticular district, and advancing them
money where needed to carry them
through the period of cane growing and
getting returns from market.

It is estimated that with the new
plantations starting and the enlargement
of new ones, 25,000 additional laborers
will be required within the next two
years. Many of these will be required to
take the places of laborers whose term of
serviee will expire and who will return to
their native lands.

With the abolition of contract labor,
new labarers, whether Japanese or of
other nationalities, will have to come in
under the regular immigration laws.

The cabinet has framed a new form of
oath to be taken by electors seeking reg-
istration in order to vote next Septem-
ber. The new oath includes allegiance
to the United States, the promise of
support to the constitution and laws of
Hawaii, and retains the provision against
attempting directly or indirectly to re-
establish a monarchial form eof govern-
ment for the Hawaiian islands. 'The
cabinet claims to find authority for this
action in the Hawaiian constitution.

Syracuse, April 20.—The  Alhambra

comfortably filled with an enthusiastic
crowd this evening to hear Wm. Jen-
nings Bryan, who in the course of his
address touched at length on the money
question.

“It requires all the Christian virtues

tic is perhaps the kindest term the gold-

“McKinley sent ,a commission,” he
continued, “to Europe, asking help to
get rid of the gold standard. A Repub-
lican congress stood behind him. It
would not wvote $600,000 to get rid of
the gold standard. England’s working-
men petitioned the government for bi-
metallism. KEngland did not join us be-
cause English bankers, meeting in secret
session, influenced the government. Eng-
land controls Europe and Europe through
the European party controls the United
States.

*“You heard me called hard names in
’96 but you have not a name hard enough
to keep me from protesting against a
handful of English bankers controlling
seventy million people in this country.
In ’96 we opposed the trusts so much
that they all opposed us. We opposed all
trusts, especially monopoly. _The Repub-
licans are trying to organize a paper
money trust to turn over the money mar-
ket to the national banks. Unless trusts
are throttled there is no chance for the
young men of to-day. We ask Republi-
cans to help us save the government.

“A large standing army is a burden
to the taxpayers and a menace to the re-
public. This nation can depend upon
its voluntcers. They can defend it in
the hour of danger. What happened to
made more soldiers necessary? Noth-
ing but a Republican administration.
The President says our occupation of
Cuba is temporary. There is no trouble
in Porto Rico. Seventy thousand sol-
diers are wanted to carry the benign
blessing of freedom to the Filipinos.
Who will pay the cost? If the Filipinos,
they must be taxed four times as high
as Spain taxed them. If we pay it, ask
a gold man to show you how it will get
back to the taxpayers.

“Common people furnish soldiers and
syndicates get the money paid for war.
Shall we call our chief executive, Presi-
dent of the United States and emperor of
the Philippines? *

“Government by one man backed by
force is despotism. People who are op-
ed to taking the Philippines plead not
for the Filipinos but for the American
people who may not by becoming ae-
customed to despotism be prepared to
yield to despots. I oppose Christianity
fired out of a Gatling gun. The man
who is hit does not need the gospel.
Every nation in Europe wants the
United States guilty of conquest. If we
are to become an empire let us send
Bartholdi’s statue back to France and
80 to England and borrow a statune of
William the Conqueror. Let us treat
the Filipinos as we would the Cubans
and we will erect in the harbor of Man-
ila a new statue of liberty in the old
world.”

Manila, April 20.—(6:30 p. m)
Spain’s evacuation. of the Philippin
islands will be practically ccmpleted 1y
the withdrawal of the Spanish garriso:
from Zamboanga, island of Mindan:,
and from the Sulu islands, and if the
United States assumes control of Min-
danao and the Sulu islands on the Span
iards withdsawing, the military authori
ties here must, in order to garrison these
islands, dimdnish the forces of Americay
troops, which are already too small.

There was almo:t mwtiny among tle
Spanish troeps in the islands because
they were ordered to proceed to
Mariana or Ladrone islands and the
Caroline is!ands, some of them refusing
to do so, claiming that their enlistmer.is
had expired. The latter were exempicd
and were ailowed to return to Spain o
board the transport Alava.

The native troops in the Spanish gar
rison are in a sad plight. They mux
accompany the Spaniards or risk the
vengeance of their eompatriots. 'The
Spaniards propose to disband them, hut
they refuse to give up their arms.

The natives of Zamboanga, embolden
ed by the suspicious capture of the
armaments on board the Spanish gun
boats: which were purchased there by
Francisco Reyes, of this place, as
cabled on April 13, are likely to prove
troublesome when the Spanish garrison
are withdrawn from the coast towns. I
is believed that the smouldering tribal
wars will then be respmed, anarchy will
prevail and the inhabitants of nearly
every village will ficht with their neich
bors.

A tripartite exchange of prisoners will
be arranged if it is- possible to negotinte
with the Filipinos as if they were a
civilized nation. If the Filipinos con
sent to release the Spanish prisoners, the
Americans might release the Tagalos
they hold as prisoners, in return for
which Spain would free her prisoners
The provisions of the Paris treaty wouli
thus be carried: out. 9
