“Appreciating the ‘anxiety and impa-
tience of the public and the mine‘work-
ers for some authoritative statemeat
from thig .office, T issue this bulletin to
say that 1 was unalterably opposed to
the acceptance of or acquiescence in the
form of settlement proposed by the coal
©operaters, because’it restricted the Presi-
dent of the Uuited States in making
selection «of the men who were to deter-
mine the questions involved in the eoal
strike. These (restrictions having been
removed :and representation been given
to organized labor as well as to erganiz-
ed capital, T am_ now prepared to give
wy personal approval to a, settlement’ of
the issues involved in this strike by the
commission sélected by the President.
and shall reecommend to the executive
officers ‘of districts 1, 7 and 9 in their
meeting today that -an immediate call
be issued for a convention, whose au-
therization is necessary to declare the
strike at an end. In the meantime 1
trust that the ;people of our country will
be ag patient as possible, as we are mov-

v ing as rapidly as the interests of our
people will permit.”

The news from Washington early this
meorning ‘that both parties to the an-
thracite coal strike had reached an
agreement fo arbitrate, was . received
throughout this entire region with the
greatest satisfaction. 5

After Mr. Mitchell issued his_ state-
ment he held a conference with the dis-
trict presideuts and secretaries at which
a plan to, lay -the arbitration progost—_
tien before the full membership of three
boards was discussed. This conference
lasted for some time:

“.gl'he purpose of the cemvention will
be to act on.the proposition submitted
by the President 'of the United States.
Laocal unions will hold meetings not later
than Friday night and ndme delegates
to attend said convention.

“The basis of representations will be
on vote of éach hundred members or
less. and an additional vote for each
additional hundred members or majority
fraction thereof. The president and gec-
retary of each local union will fillj out
one credential and one duplicate cre-
dential for each delegate elected. The
duplicate credential should be. given to
the delegate elected and the original
should be placed in the hands of the dis-
trict board members not later than Sat-
urday night, The district board mem-
bers are instructed to have all creden-
‘tials in the hands of the credential com-
mittee Sunday afternoon. It is recom-
mended that delegates be given full!
power and authority to. act in behalf
of their local wunions,

“The name of the hall in which the
convention_will be held will be aunounc-
ed later. Hotel accommodations are be-
ing arranged and will be announced to
delegates upon their arrival. Respect-
fully submitted on behalf of the execu-
tive boards of djstricts 1, 7 and 9.

The Boxer troubles in Szechuan, ac-
cording to reliable autherities, are with-
out doubt the beginning ef another anti-
foreign movement in 'China, -which
threatens serious results. The North
IChina Daily ‘Mail says, under receat
date: The ‘fact that armed Boxers
have actually entered the capital of
Szechuan, is very serious. To dare to
enter the ity at all, they must be im
strong torce outside; and must have con-
siderable contempt for the vicergy's sol-
diers, as well as a firm belief in their
own imvalnerahility. It is possible that
the men who have entered Chengtu are
merely 4 handful of fanatics, who have
‘been invited by synipathizers in- the
city, or they may be tne advanced guard
of a real rebellion with which the new
‘vicemy will have 'much ‘trouble in. cop-
ng.
