The Pominion Revised Statutes.

We have just received a copy of ‘“The Re-
Vised Statutes of Canada,” which is the first
revision and consolidation since Confedera-
tion. It is & work which was very much
needed on aceount of the various amendments
and changes which the laws of the Dominion
have undergone since 1867. It wes avery
difficult tax for anyone, when looking up the
law in any A
commencement and follow it through its
various amendments, and perhaps. it would
be found that the old consolidated stat-
utes of the Province of Canada must be
made the basis of research; and there was the
further difficulty of determining whether part
of one amending act was mob impliedly re-

by another amendment without ‘being
directly wiped off the Statute Book; whereas
all that is necessary to be done now is to find
the chapter b on any particular subject,

. and. there will be found its complete law, and
wany doubts which formerly existed as to
what was or was not the law will be set at

Phese statutes were promulgated by royal
ation and came into force on March 1.
They consist of two volumes contsining over
2500 pages, divided into 185 chapters. At
the end of the second volume is a schedule
showing the acts and parts of acts repealed
from the date of these statutes coming into
force, so far as the same relates to matters
within the legislative authority of the Parlia-
ment of Canada; and another schednle. con-
taining acts which affect Canada but
are not within the legislative author-
jty of its Parliament, and - also
acts with regard to which doubts have been
expressed as to the anthority of Parliament to
enact them, and these have not been consoli-
dated.

As a more frequent revision of the statute
would render it much less burdensome in trac-
ing out the law, we can see no reason why
they should not be rev ised every ten years, the
@ost being swall, and the benefit obvious. to
everyone,
