York. paper says'theP rovince of Quebec
lottery every two weeks draws many thou-
sands of hard-earned dollars from the
pockets of our people. He claims to bave
made a discovery which stamps thbe lottery,
to use hisown words, *‘as little less than a
gigantic fraud.” Quoting from the circulars
uf tbe lottery company: “Province of Que-
bec lottery. 38134 prizes. - Value, $52,740.
Mode of drawing: Wheel of numbers.
W itnin the iuterior of this wheel are 100,000
small® brass tubes. Each tube contains a
printed number from 1 to 100,000, corres-
ponding with those nuwmbers on the ticket,
100,000 being issued.

**Wheel of prizes: In this wheel are the

brass tubes.”

Auny one reading the circular would suppose
that 3134 prizes were placed in the wheel of
prizes, which would give each ticket-holder
one chance for a ~prize in 297
But such is not the case. Ouly 836 prizes are
placed in the wheel, the other 2298 being
approximation prizes, which reances the
player’s chauce to 1in 1190. This will very
likely apply to the Louisiana and the San
Francisco.

The Buffalo Times editorially says: The
Louisiana lottery claims to return to its
victims only 52 per cent. of the amount re-
ceived. Forty-eight per cent. a month for
bandling $2,000,000 is pretty liberal pay.
We should call it swindling. Thatis exactly
what it is.
