Twcnty-five years ago on the twenty-sccond daty of this Deceinber
in St. Paul's Convent, Newv York City, Father Isaac Thomnas flecker
died flhc death. of a saint, leavinig the Paulist Congregation as a liv-
ing monument to, his memnory.
