L:ke suvage who, scalping kmife in. hand, pur-
sues his euemy, rarely wreaks his satiable
vengeance on vld women, children, and idiots,
st remamed for the Qrangemen of the county
of Down tc outdo the savage in savageness
and the brute 1 brutahiy. 1t has been theiwr
especial privilege to show the world hiow far
demented men, demoralized by the abuse of
Chuostianty uself, can sink below the un-
tutored savage and senseless bsute, and ap-
proach even the demovs themselves i fiendish
atrocity.

The investigation is now over, at least 1t 1y
over for a time; and thoughit cannot be de-
nied that the period for fair comment ou the
proceedings has arrived, still we do not wish
1o anticipate Mr. Berwic.., the able, imparual,
and lgh.minded judge whose business it 1o
10 report on the whole case. But there are
some horrible things which were 30 clearly
proved during the wvestigaton that they niust
be regarded by all parues asestablished facts,
On these we wish to fix peblic attention.

To Mr. Rae—They d—-d my grand-
wother, spat in her face, hit her on the head
wath a stone, and cut her arms, and then lift-
ed 2 chair aud smashed W on her forehead,
the chair is there to be seen yet.

Our readers must bear in mind that all this
was dene in the pame of rehgion! 'The
whole proceeding was a religious cerein..ny—
a religious triumph. The d ing f the
old woman, the spitting ic the face, the hit.ag
on the lead, and the cutting of the head of
the grey-haired old grandmother, was all done
as part and parcel of the homage duz to * the
glorious, pious, and immortal memory.” Itis
thus the Orangemen have sacnficed to the
manes of the dead Dutchman for many and
many a vear.

Hoxor To e Moxks.-—We have already
been couvinced that no imputation has been
so luconsiderately cast against the monks as
that of 1gnerance ; for, were 1t true, from
what source could the mulutude of lLierary
remains of the middle ages have been derived ?

Qur libraries contain vast numbers of ua-
portant maznuscripts, which we owe to the
scriptoria of the old Epghish monasteries, and
that these are oniy a sall portion of what
once existed may be seen fromn the numerous
catalogues of monastic libranies still preserved.
For example, we may mention the cuormous
collection of manuscripts preserved at Sion
Monastery, on the bauks of the Thames
enormous for those times, for the catalogue,
which has escaped the netice of Mr. Merry-
weathei, is preserved in the libra 7 of. Corpus
Chiristi Colleze, Cimbndge, and fills a Jarge
folio volume’ This is the most important re-
gister of the hind wulh which we are acquain-
ted, and well deserves publication.  Uiuior-
wnately, very few volumes, preserved in this
valuable collection, appear to have descended
to our times. According to Baie, the desiruc-
tion of manuscripts, at the Reformation, wes
most famentable,

“ Never ,” he says, * nad we been offend-
ed for the loss of our hibrasies, being 0 many
1 number and 1n 50 desolate places, for the
most part, 1f the chief monuments and mos}
nctable works of our excelleat writers had
been preserved ; if there had been, in every
shire in England, but one solemn library da-
voted to the preservation of those noble work-
ers, aud preferment of good learning in our
posterity, it bad been somewhat. Butto de-
stroy all, withyut consideration, 18, and will be,
unto England, forever, a most hornible infamy,
among the grave signors of other nations. A

Fven s tlus account be exaggerated, thoro
san he no doubt but that st 15 substanually
true, aud it 1s, wdeed, confirmed, 10 many re-
spects, by nndoubted teaumony. The des-
truction of manuscrpte, howver, was not con-
fined to the Reformers. 1t continued during
the following century, and will probably cou.
tinue, to some extent, as long as manuscripts
exist.  We can vouch to haviug seen n car-
tulary rescued from the hands of a gamekeep-
er, within the last fow years, the first leaves
actudlly having been pecforated by a punch,
the old vellum serving for wadding! In the
seventeenth century the ancieat manuscripts
served for book covers, and sull more 12n0ble
purposes.--- Literary Gazette.
