Prince Wil-
helm became King Georgios 1. of
Greece, and married the Grand
Duchess of Russia.  Princess
Dagmar in 1866 married Alex-
ander ITI., Emperor of Russia.
The Princess Thyra married in

1878 Prince Ernest, Duke of
Cumberland. Prince Waldemar,
in 1885, married Marie D’Orleans,
daughter of the Duc de Chartres.
