New Yorx, Jane 26.—A dsputation of re-
presentative Irishmen lsld before Prestdent
Arthur a protest agalost the system o!f
t agplsted emigration.” That was on Satur-
day. Asif to illustrate this system, there
came into port. vesterday a vessel with 570
pacsengerg aboard, of whom more than ene-
haif had been shipped over by the British
Government. Tha Investigation institated by
the Oommissloers of Emigration was neces-
garily incomplete, but their inquirles showed
that the Poor Law Guardians had been abroad
in Ireland, bad gathered up all the Indigent

and worthless materfal they could
lay hold of, snd given two pounds
here, threa pounds there, clspped

the hetorogencona mass into a stesrage and
gent it across the water, . Half starved fisher-
men and strolling farm hands were not the
only people. recruited for the voysge. The
poorhouses themselves bad been relizved of
their burden, and confirmed paupers who had
lived there for years were sent with the others.
With Ocmmissloner Stephenson rests the
credit of the discovery. The "steamship
#Fainessla,” of the Avchor line, yesterday
morning, came up the bay, The Commis-
sioner had an intimation that she was en-
gaged 1n the v aasieted emigration” traffic,and
set sbout looking after the matter himself.
Ho went off and boarded the vessel. Actord-
ing to hisown account be called up the purser
and the dootor,
