It i3 a wonderful dlscourse
when tho extreme youth of the orator is
considered and showa beyond question that
orators, like generals, are boro, not made,

Sir Thomas Grattan Esmonde, who was
very warmly cheered, said :

I thank you for the reception you have
given me to-day. As for as the compli-
ment i3 a personal one, I thank you on my
ewn part snd in my own name. But I
cannot help feeling that I am indebted for
this greeting not so much to apy lndivi-
{ual merit of mine us to tho fact that I am
striving to uphold a great causo in which you
are greatly interested. The candidate foran
Irish constituenoy nowadays has many wronga
againet which he must declare himuself, many
pational miseries which he must undertake to
gohis part in redressing (cheers). Hehas before
bhim the evidence of the iniquities of a system
of land ownership which baa long blighted
and cursed this country, snd which the Irish
people maust of necoseity pledge him to up-
root. Concerning that system, I have on
several occasions given my opision. I have
done g0 for the benefit of the Irish people as
s whole, and I maintain that inso doing I
have ncted for the Dest interests of the Irish
ladlerds themselves. lhero are some who
may think that these expressions of opinion
are but so many well rounded phrases,
uttered in tha heat of prblic discussion under
the excitement that in such circumstances
may be supposed te be natural to one of my
years. These pentlemen may, perhaps,
imagine that I do not reflect on whatI am
sying, that I do nat realize the possible out-
come of my remarks. But I can assure them
that what I say I have welliponsidered, and
that with me it 18 no mere catch-word when
Iatate that in my opinion it would benefit all
clastes were lacdlordism in Ireland to be
abolished (cheera.}) It needs uo demonstra-
tion to prove that the rest of the community
would Lenefit by such a change,

As for the landlords themselver, though
at present they may regard me as o most
abominable specimen .f juvenile depravity
(langhter), yob if they will consent to take my
advice it will be evident to them in after yeara
that I have been one of their best and truest
friecnds, My coupsel to them would be to
effaco themselves voluntarily hefore an im-
patient people make such effacement compul-
wry. By doing so now, while yet the way is
open to them, they will, I am convincegi, re
ceivo tar more for their properties than in the
immediate future, for if we are to judge by
ihe signs of the times the value of their in-
terest ia land must yearly diminish (hear,
hear.} Could they but open their eyes to facts
they would see that their time has come,
The events that are passing arcund us pro-
claim in thunder tones thot the sway of the
self-styled lords of the Irish scil is over, that
the systom oo which they throve snd by
which they trompled on the rights and liber-
ties of the Irish people is tottering to its fall.
It must bo & mercy to them and o relief to
the country that the fnel strugglos of this
moribund gyetem should speedily end, The
landlords of all men have nothing to
gein by prolonging them, All atsempts
to do 30 must only exasperate the nation
that has triumphed over their class, Are
they wise in doing so much? Their con-
dition is liko that of men in a burning
house, the longer they cling to it the less
ere they likely to carry away when they
finally make up their minds to go. I have
been severely roprimanded for my want of
discration by sapient organs of londlord
opinion, and it is, therefore, with some hesi-
tation that I venture to offer advice to a
clags 50 wise in its own conceit. But at the
risk of being thought presumptuons I will
repeat what I have said before—the time has
oome when landlordiam must disappear from
Ireland, (Cheera,) If its representatives
will come to forms with the nation of their
own accord they will show far more wisdom
in their fall than they have ever shown

o their greatness, If they will not

is pitiful at such a mowment, when the
natior is bracing itself for this supreme
offort, to witness the puny endesavors of
the miserable defenders of a dying des-
potisur to resist the progress of the Irish
people. It hns been the fate of this country
for many ceaturies past that at cvery cricis of
her long struggle against oppression =&
wietched faction, establjshed in her wmidst,
has abetted the joreign tyranny which she
atrovae to shake off.

f8l'hese men have played persistently the

They have shrunk fiom
no evil deed that could impair the prosper-
ity of Ireland, wod for the wrong they counld
not do themselves they have ever been ready
to pay the mercenary adventurer. The
dignity, the nationheod of the Irish
people is nothing to them, They are
foreigners in sympathy. The shrine
towarda which their homage is directed
is the centre of power in another laud, Their
business here is to Lkeep this nation in that
state of helpless servitude in which its political
righta can be violated with impunity, and its
national honor outraged without risk. At
this moment, at every critical moment of
Ireland’s history, they are active for evil.
In face of the spirit that has grown up within
the Irish race during tbe 1ast decade of
years, in.spite of the semse of its own
strength that has come upen our people
by the successes it has achioved, they
come now to plead the maintenance of
that subjection which enthrals and dis.
graces us. They are loud in their declara-
tiona that the legislative union which for over
eighty yenrs has robbed vs of our nationality
is a holy compact which it would be rackless
profunity to disturb ; that on it in some iu-
dispensable way depends that mystio blessing
known as the integrity of the empire ; and
that, finally, it is the one assured basis ot our
pational prosperity. They ask wny we
should desire legislntive independence.
We reply, because it is our right and we
choose to assert it. We are o people dis-
tinet from the Enoglish and Scotch; we
cun be friends with them if they will, but na-
ture has not made us one with them, We
claim for the people of Irelund that it con-
stitutes an Irish nation, and so long ns the
sense of a common national life unites the in-
habitants of this island, so long will they
claim the privilege of a freo people, and ca-
force their claims as opportunity permits,

As for the sacred compact of the union,
wo pity the men who are mean enough
to regpect it. It is to us a standing monu-
ment of mnational humilintion, a memo-
rial of wrongs which it wovld be
elementary wisdom in British statesmen
to pat forever out of sight. It reminds us
without ceasing of the foul deeds that werc
done but a generation or two ago to rob us of
our independence ; it keeps alive the memary
of the ruin thirty thousand blocdheunds in
British uniform wrought when they were lot
lcose on our people, to hold them by the
throat while an English minister filched away
the treassure of our notional liberty. It
reminds us too well of the scenes which
Lord Cornwallis, the Lnglish viceroy of
the day, bas sc graphically described :
¢t The burning of houses and murder of the
inhabitants by the yeomen or any osher per-
sons who delighted in that amusement ; tho
flogging for the purpose of extorting confes-
gion ; the free quartera which comprehend
nniversal repe and robbery throughout the
whole couniry.” It recalls the sordid
treachery of the Irish peers, who sold them-
selves—a worthless bargain—and with them-
selves the country—the Hamiltons, the
Beresfords, the Enniskillens and the
rest, , It keops fresh in onr recollec-
tion the feats of outrage achigved
by Sirr, Swan and Hempenstall, and
their comrade miscrennts, in bringing to
a conclusion that sacred compact which Mr.
Yon Trant Hamilton proclaime to Dublin
county snd to Ireland he will uphold to the
death. It provents us from forgetting that
£186,000,000 of this nation’s monoy were apent
‘between 1797 and 1802 in supporting British
troopa to stifle the votce of the Irish people;
that one million and o helf was apent in
bribing the owners of Irish boroughs; that
another million and a half was. divided
among the perjurers, traitors and butchers
‘who. had been. specially zealous 'in re-
ducing the nation ‘to helplesaness, and
fitting the civoke» npon its neck, ‘We might
perhaps be disposed to _let these things fade

gradually into the gloom of a melancholy past
did not our foes, foreign and domestic, not
insist upen enshrining them in the memory of
the people by claiming homage for the relics
of dishonor they have leit us. But they
come before us with dangerous freshness
when Hamiltons, Bercefords and Eanis.
killens again appear upon tho scene of Irish

We may win, or we may lose, in the fresh
struggle we eunter on, but never wo fuedly
believe while the bloed of Fitzgerald hallows
the pavements of Dublin Castle (checrs)
or the grass grows green on Vinegar
Hill (cheers), will s»n Irishman, who is
not & ronegade for pay, or & slave
by nature, acquiesce in the transac-
tion known us the legislative union, And
now for tka integrity of the empire. Let uas
discuss the matter in terms of common sgouse,
What concern of ours is it that the ewpire
thould bo glorious if wo ure not an acknow-
ledged part of the cmplre? (Hear, hear,)

o a level with them, we will then take
thought for the commou glory. But while we
are excluded from our rightful place in the
imperial councils, whilc we are chuined to
the imperial car—rzot admitted to sit in
diguity within it, we shall watch the
vicissltudes of its progress rether with an
eye to our own freedom than with a concern
for its safety. If the men who weary us with
petty platitudes about the integrity of the
empire mincerely wish thet we would sym-
puthiza with their unxicty they huave the
means within easy reach, Let them cliow us
to be of the cmpire as well us in the cmpire.
Let them make it worth our while to defend
it and we will do so. Butso long as they keep
us in & condition in which the downfall of the
imperial power is the collapee of a tyraony
which is grinding our faces, we must re-
gard their ijnvitstioa to zeal for the Em-
plre as u mockery of commonsense (applause).

LAID TO RE-T.

RIEL'S BODY BURIED WITH [MPRESSIVE
CEREMONIES—IN A CRYPT OF THE
CATHEDRAL.

Wuss1rEG, Man., Dec. 12 —The funeral
of Louis Risl ocourred this morning, Last
night your correspondent visited Riel's old
home at St, Vital. The houte was guarded
by & strong force of half-breeds armed
with rifles, who were doing sentry duty
in order to prevent any surprise.  This pre-
caution was due to a rumar that an attaek
would be medo upon the house und an effort
made to carry off the body of the dead chief.
tain. In tho house s large asecmblsave of
kalf-breeds svas gathered, many of them from
very distany points, and all apparently moved
with feelings of grest acrrow. Iu u corner
of the room, upon a bier covered with sheets,
lay the casizet encloeing the remains of Riel.
Your correspondent viewed the body carcfully
to ascertnin if uny of the sensational stories
circuiated za to violence having been com-
mitted on the body were in any sense true.
Nuthing wus seen which would bear ocut in
the most remote degree any particio of
the statements. The features were placid
apd but little aitered from the dsy on
which he was hanged. The hest of the roem
caused the face to thaw considerably, thus
imparting o ruddy, natoral glow to the com:
plexion, The eyes snd mouth were pertially
opened ; the former were much glazed, thus
destroyving the lifelesa expression. There was
no wistaking the face. It was Riel's. The
beard was nicely trimmed apid the bety had
beor dressed in a neat tweed euit. A pmall
cross vested nt the hewd of the eoflin,  Rel's
nother est in an arm chair wpear the feet
ot the corpse. Shr gave veut to her sorvow
at times in uncontrollable Gits ¢f weeping,
and did not apparently wotich aryihing
that was going onmarouwd her. Rici's wile,
with her little bov and girl, sy upon s bed
in onccorner of the room.

Vital, almost six miles. The casket was
boroe on & bier from which handles projcted
at frout and rear, Two men were locsted nt
each corner, and thus they marched uwlong
with a rteady tramp. It wus a long carry
over the rough roads, but those who bore the
burden were proud of their task and an ex-
pression betraying the distinction they felt
could bo seen on their faces. Folloving
sre the pames of the pall-benrers: Benjumin
Nault, Chorles Nuult, Elie Nuult, Prospere
Nsult, Perc Harrison, W. R. Lagimodjere,
Louis Blondean, Romain Lagimodiere, YNur-
bert Lndry, llomain Nsult, Alfred Nuault,
Martin Nault, Andre Nauit, Louson Des
Rivieres, Francois Poitras, Joseph Lagimo-
diere, S¢.

They
acted s o sort of guard in case of o surprise
which was feared ntfirst, The slelgh'm the
procetsion contuined Riel's mother, his two
gisters and his wife. The mother on leaving
the house insisted on walking in the proces-
sion, and did so as long as her failing
strength would bear her up. She was ab
last oblized to ride in the aleigh, Her
daughter and othor fzmale friends who were
present were dresged in deep mourning. As
the procession approached the cathedral the
beils which had so often awakened -the rebel
in nis early days tolled for him mournfally
now in his death. Soon the body nad reach-
ed tho stopa of the cathedral, then there was
a puuse and in a minute the great door swung
open and the surpliced choir bearing candles
in tneir honds approsched, The officintins
priest swupg incense out upun the bier, 5
few words were said while the crowd stood
reverently by with uncovered heads, and thep
the bier was lifted snd carried into the church
where it was placed upon the catafalque. An
ordinary requiem Mass was celebrated by the
clergy of the cathedral, The procession left
Riel’s house at St. Vitalabout half-past eight,
Lepine, Riol's old companion was present in
the procession and appeared much affected,
The original intention was to bury Riel beside
his father. The grave was dug, but fearing
that the body might be stolen, the remains
waro placed in a crypt of the cathedral for &
day or two. The grave is but a few yards
from the northern entrance of the cathedral.

The following certificate from the parish
priest accompanies tha letter :—

Another letter was received stating that
Herminie Archambault, wife of Ideuard
Chaput, tinamith, of the parish of St Poul
P'Hermite, diocese of Mootreal, alleges that
their child, a little gitl named Stephanie,
aged thirtcen monthe, wag afllicied with an
eye diseage of o sericus nature, and the most
eminent oculist could do nothing to cure the
child. Onone cye was notictl two white
spots, while an uleer was growing on the
other, Seeinz the viin ctlorts of the doctors
she conducted the child t» His ULordship
Bishep Bourget in the juonth of October,
1873, The venerable piclate conscled and
wgsured her thut her child would be cured,
‘Trom thut day the sorcs disappeared, and
afterwards the victim was perfectly well.
She, moreover, states that the samo girl, at
the age of 10 years, became nevous, weat into

hysterics, aud during eighteen months
trembled s»  much that it was
impossible for her to get on &
chair  alone, and she could not

even eat. Dishnartoned at seeing the doctor’s
fruitless attempts to cure her, the mother re-
called the former cure performed by Bishop
Bourget, and, animated with faith, she, in the
month of February, 1583, again visited His
Lordship at Sault-au-Recollet. He was
greatly moved atseeing the pitiable condition
of the child, and said :—**Be consoled, poor
mother, it is nothiang, the malady will disap-
pear and your child will be cured.”

A great change was noticed in the child’s
condition, and ahe ia now over all attacks,
This is signed by Herminie Archambault,
also her husband, Edouard Chaput, and Louis
Jos, Huot, the Rev, curé of the parish, who
recorded the occurrence in the books of the
Episcopal Palace of Montreal.

Derrorr, Mich., Dec. 11..—Bishop Borgess
has received o letter from Cardinal Simeoni
concerning tho appeal of St. Jonchim's congre-
gation feom his removal of Father Laporte.
The followiny is the translution : -

Rome, November 23, 1885,
To the Right Bev. and  Hlustrious Oasper
Hreary Boigessy Biskop of Detroit ;

A ghort time ngo somu Canndirns belong-
ing to S JJoechim's covgregation of your
city ad reconrse to tho Sacred Congrega-
tion, vehemently enquiring  why their
perish had been given in charge to I'athers
of the Congregution of the Holy
Ghost.  These lctters came to me while
the lev, L. Joos, yeur Vicar General, waa.
sojournivg in Ilome, of which I have availed
myselt, and haverought information which, in
truth, has been givento e,  Moreover, 1 de.
plore with not u little displeasure that the Ca-
midians did nol conduct themselves, as was be- /
coming, withsubmission zcd humility, bat thas
they have gone into deplorablo excesses which
the Hacred Congregation severely reproves
anud condemns, hence those who will not com-
ply with the commands of the Bishop niust be
reminded that hishops are cnosen by the
Holy Ghost to govern tho Church of God,
hence they oupght to be obeyed Ly all the
taithiul, und, therefore, the fuithinl wlko re-
fure submission to their authority canwcot be
excused from the most grievous erimo whick
borders on  schisms. Moreover, in esch
dioeese the right of administering to oand
governing the fuithful belongs to the bishop,
Thervfore, his eflice nml r:pht i to appuint
those prieats to parishes vl gaissivns of hin
diocese whoin he judges most warthy and
cutnpetent,  But, generally epeakiog, it
scems right aind preper thut the bishop should
choose for tho pastoral chargo those who are
accustomed to the language snd customy of
those people over whom they are placed.
However, of these things Lthe ordinary of the
diocese alone is the competont judge, but s
is right for the faithful to mike known te
their superior thage observations and  dis.
likes which useems to tliem reusonable,
But the judgment of the bishep is final,
and his decision must be followed, [rom
these principles it is suliiciently clear that
the reason for tho action uf tha purishionors
of Bt. Joachim’s Church cunin neo way b
excused ; yee, it deserves tme pronvunces
condemnation, when wo consider that the
governing of tho aforesaid missicu has heen
given to a prieat born and  reared iu France,
from which countrv the Cavadians thomsolyex
originully came. The principal rcason,
therefore, alleged by them with some
show of plausibility, viz, the preservation of
their mother tongne, has no foundation.
Wherefore, I desire that you rmake known $e
these Canadians that the Sacred Congrega.-
tion cannot copsider their appeal, but mest
urgentiy desire and wish that they place cen-
fidence in their Bishop and obey his com-
mands.  Finally, knewing of your Lordship’
great prudence and zeal for souls, I have ful}
confidence in your course in this mattor thah
you can qucll allstrifes and bring the faith-
ful to peace and picty. I pray, therefora,
thot God the Omnipotent will nssist you and
sustein you throngh life.
