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BY-LAW No 392

By-law to close Donegana and Bisson streets.

(Adopted 28 Jzﬂy 1909)

WHEREAS it is in the interest of the public to grant
the application of the Canadian Pacific Railway Company
for permission to close Donegana and Bisson streets for
the purpose of enlarging the Windsor street Station;

At an adjourned special meeting of the Counril of the
City of Montreal, held in the City Hall, this twenty-eighth
day of July, one thousand nine hundred and mine, after
the observance of the formalities prescribed in and by the
act of incorporation of the said City, at which meeting a
majority of the members of the whole Council are present,
viz: Alderman B. Major, acting mayor, in the chair, Al-
dermen L. A. Lapointe, Giroux, Proulx, Yates, Clearihue,
Dagenais, Lévesque, L'Espérance, Turner, Sadler, Bumbray
Gallery, Lavallée, Larivieére, N. Lapointe, Leclaire, Mercier,
O’Connell, Couture, Laviolette, Gadbois, J. B. A. Martin,
Nault, Séguin, Marin, Guay, Roy, Carter, Lamoureux,
Prud’homme, McKenna, Resther, Labrecque.

It was ordained and enacted by the said Council as
follows:

Section 1.—That portion of Bisson street, as originally
cadastred, bounded to the North-east by lots cadastral Nos.
646, 647 and 1864 of St. Antoine ward; to .th‘e North-west
by a portion of Bisson street, closed in virtue of by-law
No 1243; to the South-west by lots cadastral Nos. 1865, 652
and 653 of St. Antoine ward; and to the South-east
by St. Antoine street, is now discontinued and closed for

use as a public street.

Section 2.—That portion of Donegana street comprising
lots cadastral Nos. 1864, 645, Sd LL of St. Antoine ward
and a cadastral lane; bounded to the North-east by Wind-
sor street: to the North-west by the remaining portion of
lot cadastral No. 1864 of St. ‘Antoine ward; to the South-
west by Bisson street. hereby closed; and to the South-
east by lots cadastral Nos. 647, 645, sub. ¥, G, H, I, J, K,
KK, 641 and 642 of St. Antoine ward, is now discontinued
and closed for use as a public street.

Section 3.—The said Canadian Pacific Railway Com-
pany shall be responsible for all damages which may be
caused to any person or property, by reason of the closing
of said streets. It shall also indemnify the City and hold
it harmless against any suit instituted, judgment rendered
or claim recognized as well founded against the City, in
capital, interest and costs, as the case may be.

Section 4.—This By-law shall come into force as soon
as a notarial deed, embodying the conditions mentioned in
this By-law, shall have been signed by the Company and
the City.
