Report of the Superintendent upon his visit to various
cities in the Unired States for the purpose of s udying

their respective public lighting systems,

Committee, e

Gentlemen,

In compliance with your instructions, I have visited :diffe-
rent american cities, viz: Boston, New York, Philadelphia,
Baltimore and Washington, for the purpose of obtaining
as much information as possible, concerning their respective
systems of public lighting, etc., and I beg to report on the
result of my investigation as follows: 3

I believe it would not be amiss to first give a brief out-
line of the general condition of street lighting in the va-
rious cities which it has been my privilege to visit.

The main thoroughfares and the principal avenues in these
cities, are well lighted; electric arcs are located at a dis-
tance apart varying from 200 to 400 feet, and: at street in-
tersections, where the traffic is heavy and street cars cross-
ing, two arcs are placed. :

In business sections.I have _notiéed that the private lamps
alone would be sufficient to light the streets.

In the outlaying districts, except at street corners, the
lighting is entirely made by gas and naphta lamps.. I must
say in a general way, the cities visited were well lighted.

It will be interesting to mention the percentage of elec-
tric lamps served by underground wires in the different
cities visited:

It may be noted that no extra charge is made for lamps
served by underground wires.

Another fact also noted was that Philadelphia is the only
City where the price of oas for citizens is tendered for ang
regulated in the City’s contract.

Montreal compares favorably, in so far as the lighting' is
concerned, with the Cities I have seen. This does not mean
that our lighting system is perfect, as I consider it can yet
be ‘improved.

In order to improve our street lichting, I am of opinion
that it would be desirable to replace the eas lamps by electric
incandescent lights, or by arc lamp where 2 or 3 gas lamps
are so situated as to warrant this change. >

The system of mantle gas lighting as now generally ‘used
in the United States, is a great improvement on .the open
flame system. The latter is being much discarded over
there, but, I venture to say, any system of gas lighting can-
