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City of Archangel Declared a Nuclear-Free Zone

A session of the city soviet has decided to
declare Archangel a nuclear free zone. From now on, all

enterprises, organizations and citizens are forbidden to
manufacture, import, transport or place any goods or
materials containing radioactive elements within the limits
of the city without permission from the Archangel Council
of People's Deputies. All existing sources of radioactive

radiation are subject to compulsory registration with the
Committee on Nature Protection.
