® In 1995, total overseas direct investment reached $142 billion, while interest,
dividends and reinvested earnings for Canadian companies with investment
abroad totalled $7.4 billion;

® Protection of the Canadian, North American and global environment and the
sustainable and eco-efficient development, nianagement and use of natural
resources. More than a quarter of Canada's trade is dependent on the resource
sector.
