RATE PAID CNR SUPERNUMERARY EMPLOYEES

Question No. 377-Mr. Matte:
What rate is paid to supernumerary employees of

the Canadian National Railways (a) in Ontario (b)
in Quebec, and is time-and-a-half paid after 45
hours in these provinces?

Mr. Gérard Loiselle (Parliamentary Secre-
iary Io Minister of Transpori): The Manage-
ment of Canadian National Railways advises
as follows: As there is no designated position
of "supernumerary" employee in the railway,
the following reply is based on the assump-
tion the question relates to extra gang la-
bourers.

Pursuant to the collective agreement with
the labour organization concerned the current
rate of pay for these employees across Canada,
after a probationary period of seventy-eight
days, is $1.889 per hour increasing to $1.979
per hour after 156 days of service. There is
no fixed rate of pay during the probationary
period, however, employees generally average
$1.75 per hour. Effective January lst, 1970,
these rates will be increased by 6j per cent.

The agreement also provides for these em-
ployees to work up to nine hours per day six
days a week at straight time rates of pay.
During the probationary period all overtime
is worked at straight time, thereafter, over-
time at time and a half is only paid after nine
hours in any one day and for service on
Sundays.

Works): Fees for architectural consultants
are paid at a standard rate across Canada
based on a schedule approved by Treasury
Board on April 28, 1960, and as a result of
representations made by the Royal Architec-
tural Institute of Canada. Fees for Engineer-
ing consultant services are based on the
standard provincial tariff for fees established
for such services by the provincial associa-
tions of Professional Engineers in the prov-
ince in which the project is located.
