4. (a) To the best of the agency's knowledge, there have
been at least six acquisition cases in which the offer to
purchase expired hefore a decision was made by the Governor
in Council. There may have been other cases as investors are
not obliged to advise the agency of any time limits applicable
to their investment proposais. Also, in a number of cases
purchase agreements have been extended pending a decision
under the act. (b) Ordinariiy, in cases where a purchase
agreement expires before a decision is taken by the Governor
in Council and the agreement is not extended, the case is
withdrawn and, consistent with the requirements of section 14
of the act, the names of the parties to the proposed acquisition
are not made public by the government.
