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degree would obviate the necessity for the holders thereof to sit 
for the Assistant Pharmacist's examination. This in itself would 
be keenly appreciated by the students, not merely because it would 
relieve the onus of extra work, but rather, because the latter is
in reality superfluous and a mere duplication of part of the work 
taken in the persuanoe of such a degree.

The existance of a degree would assuredly be the cause of a 
greater influx of students and graduates to the Department.
