Bef ember— The Ruffians made an unfuccefsful

attempt to take Colberg by ftorm.

December 10. The nine principal Headmen of

the Cherokee nation arrives! in Charles Town, and

in a few days afterwards the treaty between that

nation and the province, of South Carolina was fi-

nally ratified, in all its forms, by the Lieutenant

Governour and thofe nine Indians refpe6tively.

December 12. The Prince of Wirtemburg was

defeated by a detachment of General Romanzow's
army.

December 1^. The Ruffians gave a vigorous af-

fault to Colberg, and wefe beat, back with confi-

derable lofs. -
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December 1 7. Colberg furrender'd to the Ruffians,

who loft many men while they lay before the place.

The brave garrifon, confifting of 79 officers and

3000 private men, were made prifoners of war.

146 pieces of cannon were found in the arfenal;

40 pair cf colours and 4 ftandards were taken. Co-

lonel Heydeh acquir'd great honour by his fpirited

defence of this fortrefs^ during a fiege which lafted

tipwards of five months. ' General Romanzow, ac-

cording to the Rufliari account, made 8000 pri-

foners in the courfe of the campaign, cxclufive of

5000 deferters.
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December ig. An article of this date from We-
fel, mentioned the deftrudion of immenfe maga-
zines betonging to/the allied army in Weftphalia

and Eaft-Frizcland, during the latter part of this

campaign. The Amfterdam Gazette gave the pub-
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
