Sixty-Five Shorthorns Brought
Good Prices at Union
Yards.

AVERAGE WAS HIGHER

Bidding Was Active and the
Buyers All Were Sat-
‘ isfied.

Sixty-five pure bred Scotch shorthorns
were sold at good prices at an auction
sale in the arena of the Union Steck
Yards yesterday afternoon. Mr. Rohert
Miller, Stouffville, sales manager, said at
the close that all concerned with the sale
were well satisfied with the day's work.
The average price of the cattle sold ggua
$2567, and the highest paid was $850,"for
a champion bull, which went te R. O.
Miller, an Towa stock raiser. The cattle,
on the whole, sold at thirty dollars a head
more than last year. Bidding for the
choicest cattle from a breeder’s point of
view was exceeding brisk and advances
were made in five and ten dollar raises
in some few cases jumps of fifty dollars
being recorded@ in the earlier stages of
the bidding. Live stock men who were
spectators and occasiQnal bidders said
that the prices obtained for the most
select breeds were by no means the
highest that might have been obtained
and that those who were doing the buy-
ing were really obtaining bargains in
the best animals. A feature that par-
ticularly struck many buyers was the
big demand for young cattle and it was
said that this indicated speculative buy-
ing and that the purchasers probably in-
tended to eell those animals again later
on, when they expected still higher mar-
kets, Many buyers from the United
States were on the ground and were not
slow in snapping up some of the best of-
ferings, and the &Mﬂt is that Canada
loses that many cows, heifers and bulls
that many people expected under the
present conditions of ' high prices and
shortages Canadians would be anxious to
keep in the country.

The cattle offered were
from the herds of R.© W. Millerl
Stouffville; J. A. Watt, Elora; John
Miller, jr., Ashburn; Capt. T. E. Robson,
London, and Kyle Bros., Drumbo, Ont.

RABBIS' GRIEVANCES
. GO TO ARBITRATION

Marcus Dickman Brings Action
for Slander Against
Jacob Gordon.

The grievances of Rabbi Marcus Dick-
man against Rabb! Jacob Gordon, in the
form of an assize court suit for slander,
received a hearing before Mr, Justice
Latchford yesterday. Dickman, who is a
“gchochet,’”’ or one appointed to slaughter
“kosher” meat for the Jews, says that
Rabbi Gordon declared that ‘“meat killed
by Dickman is ‘terefah,’ or unclean,” and
that there was an article in The Canada
Odler warning the Jews against him.

The defence of Rabbi Gordon is that
Dickman is not properly qualified, and
that he never made the statements at-
tributed to him, After considering the
case, Mr. Justice Latchtord suggested
that it might be settled by arbitration,
with Rabbi Jacobs and Dr. Heimson as
arbitrators. They were not able to reach
any decision yesterday,

SYNOPSIS OF DOMINION LAND
REGULATIONS.

ANY PERSON who s the sole head of
a family, or any male over 18 years old,
may homestead a quarter-section of
available Dominion Land' in Manitoba,
Baskatchewan or Alberta, The applicant
must appear in person at the Dominion
Llands Agency or Sub-Agency .for the
District. Entry by proxy may be mado
at any Agency, on certain conditions by
father, mother, son, daughter, brother or
sister of intending homesteader.

Duties : Six months’ residence upon
and cultivation of the land in each of
three years. A homesteader may . live
within nine miles of his homestead on a
{m:n of at lecast 80 acres, solely owned
and occupled by him or by his father,
mother, son, daughter, brother or sister.

In certain Districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongside his homestead. Price,
$3.00 per acre.

Duties : Must reside upon the home-
stead or pre-emption six months in each
of six years from date of homestead entry
(including the time required to earn
homestead patent, and cultivate fifty
