Hotelmen Complain.

Hamilton hoteimen claim that the pro-
vincial government has improperly col-
lected $50,000 during the last two years
for licenses, and they will engage a law-
yer to ask for its return. The grievance
Which the license holders are airing is
that the license fee is $§1,200 for cities
of 100,000 population, and while they are
assessed at this figure, Hamilton is not
recognized for other provinecial purposes
a8 having this population. The city has
tried to claim the right to fix the license
fee for clubs, which have poolrooms, but
this has been refused on the grounds thas
Hamilton is not credited with having
100,000 people within its limits. The
litense fee for cities of from 75,000 to
100,000 is $700, and the hotel men claim
that they are entitled to get the differ-
ence which has been charged for the last
tWo years.

Harbor Improvement,

Plans have been drawn up and sub-
mitted to the harbor commission by .}onn
Taylor of the Ottawa Construction Com-
pany providing for a sand strip, 50 by
70 feet, which will slope gradually into
deep water. The erection of bath houses
is provided for in the plans at Land’s
inlet. In order to make'the spot an ideal
one the emptying of sewage in the
Vicinity of the inlet will be stopped by
Engineer MacAllum. W. D. Flatt has
offered to give a tract to the city just
east of Wabassa Park, which will be
used as a bathing beach.

Captdin . S. J. Huggins, formerly
pergeant-major of the 13th Regiment, ar-
rived in the city yesterday afternoon for
8 two-days' stay, in which he will en-
deavor to stimulate recruiting.

Insuring Soldiers.

The question of insuring Hamilton
soldiers will be brought before the board
of ocontrol this morning by Mayor
Walters. The mayor will endeavor to
have each Hamilton mam insured for
$1000. An attempt will likely be made
to .insure the men who are now in KEng-
land as well as those who are still in
training in Canada, but it is not known
whether anything can be done for the
men who are already at the front, as
there may be a difficulty in getting the
insurance companies to insure them.

Revolver Victims Buried,

As far as the Hamiiton police are con-
cerned the enquiry into the murder of
Dr. Harry Williams by Hepworth Holmes
was closed by the inquest, which was
held Monday night. No effort will be
made to ascertain the motive . or any
other information. The bodies of both
the murderer and his victim were burled
vesterday, Dr. Willilams’ remains being
taken to Tara, Ont. and Holmes' to
St. Catharines, The Jatter's father
arrived from Truro, N.S.,, and took charge
of the arrangements for his son’s funeral.

The funeral service of Dr. Williams
‘was held from 52 Markiand street. Rev.
W. G. Martin conducted the service, as-
risted by Rev. A. O. Foreman, Rev. Jas.
Philip, and Rev. W. J. Brandon of Paris.

Aged Resident Dies.

One of Hamilton’s oldest residents is
dead in the person of Timothy Higgins
at 85 Jones street. Mr. Higgins had
reached the advanced age of 92 years,
und a great portion of that time has
lived in the west end of the city. He will
be burled on Thursday in Holy Sepulcher
Cemetery.

The report on the improvement of the
water works system was forwarded to
Mayor Walters vesterday. It included a
recomumendation for the waterworks SVs-
tem’ to co-operate with the Hydro de-
partment so that both could be more
economically operated.
