W asHINGTON, Dec. 4.—The following is

It is hardly necessary for me to state

have cansed serious embarrassment. Just
prior to the installment of the present ad-
ministfation, the existing Government of
Hawaii had been suddenly overturned, and
a treaty of annexation had been negotiated

between the Provisional Government of the
islands and the United States and sub-
mitted to the Senate for ratification. This
treaty I withdrew for examination and dis-
patched Hon. James H. Blount, of Georgis,
to Honolulu, as a special commissioner to
make an impartial investigation of the cir-
cumstances attending the of

ment, and of all the conditions" ‘apon
the subject of the treaty. After a thorough
and exhaustive -examination Mr. Blount
submitted to me his report, showing beyond
all question that the constitutional govern-
ment of Hawaii had been subverted with
the active aid of our representative to that
Government, and through the intimidation
caused by the presence of an

ARMED NAVAL FORCE

of the United States, which was landed for
that purpose at the instance of our minis-
ter. Opon learning the facta as developed,
it seemed that the only honorable course for
our Government to pursue was to undo what
had been done by those representing us, and
to restore as far as practicable the status ex-
isting at the time of our forcible interven-
tion. With a view of accomplishing this
result within the constitutional limits of our
power, and recognizing all our obligations
and responsibilities growing out of any
changed  conditions brought about by our
unjustifiable interference, our present minis-
ter at Honolulu has received appropriate in-
structions to that end. Thus far no infor-
mation of the accomplishment of any definite
results has been received from him. Addit-
ional advices are soon expected. When re-
ceived they will be promptly sent to Con-
gress, together with all other information at
hand, accompanied by a special executive
message fully detailing all the facts neces-
sary to a complete understanding of the
case and presenting a history of all material
events leading up to the present situation.

In continuation of our fixed policy of partial
neutrality in such a state of affairs as now
exists, I deemed it necessary to disavow in
a manner not to be misunderstdod the un-
authorized action of our late  naval com-
mander in those waters, in saluting the re-
volted Brazilian admiral.

requiring the, registration of all Chinese lab-
orers entitled to residence in the United
States, and the deportation of all not com-
plying with the provisions of the act within
the time prescribed, met with n.uch opposi-
tion from the Chinamen in this country.
Acting upon the advice of eminent counsel
that the law was unconstitational,
the great mass of Chinese laborers,
pending  judicial inquiries to its val-
idity, in ‘good faith declined to apply
for the certificates required by its pro-
visions. It is believed thut under the recent
amendment of the act ¢xtending the time
for registration, Chinese Jaborers thereto en-
titled who-desire to reside in this country
will now avail themselves of the renewed
privilege. :

Our relations with thes French republic
continue to be intimate aud cordial. I sin-
cerely hope that the extradition treaty with
that country, as amended by the Senate,
will soon be operative.

While occasional questions affecting our
naturalized citizens returning to the land of
their birth have arisen in our intercourse
with  Germany, our relations with that
country continue satisfactory.

have been treated in a spirit of friendli-
ness. Negotiations are in progress
between the ;two governments with
a view to ‘such concarrent action
a8 will make the award and regulations
agreed upon by the Behring Sea tribu-
nal of -arbitration practically effective,
and it is not doubted that Great Britain
will co operate freely with this country for
the accomplishment of that parpose.

During the past six months the demands for
cruising vessels have been many.

I believe, too, the re-
linquishment of tribal relations aad
the holding of land in severalty
may, in favorable conditions, aid
this consummation. The solution of the
Indian problem depends very largely upon
good administration. The personal fitness
of their agents and their adaptability to
the preliminary duty of caring for their
wards is of the utmost importance. The
law providing that, except in especial cases,
army officers shall be detailed as [ndian
agents it is hoped will prove a successful
experiment. 1 especially commend to the
attention of Congress the statements con-
tained in the secretary’s report concerning
forestry. The time has come when efficient
measures should be taken for the

from indiscriminate and irremediable de-
struction. The report of the Secretary of
Agriculture will be found exceedingly inter-
esting, especially to that large part of our
citizens intimately concerned in agricultural
occupations.

Reading of the Message—Business So
Far Traunsacted in Both
Houses.

The
President - touches very. daintily on
the subject of the Geary law and
believes that the Chinese will now register,
a belief that is not shared by the people
who know the Mongolians best. The Post
had hoped that the President would enun-
ciate'a clear financial policy and offer a
substitute for the law that was abrogated.
He has done nothing of the kind. Appar-
ently he has nothing to offer, and begs that
nothing will be done until the commercial
troubles of the country are settled.”

The Bulletin comments at great length
upon the document, “and says: * The
N‘;gangul canal receives favorable men-
tion without any definite recommendation.
The President thinks it should be con-
structed under distinctly American auspi-
ces, but suggestd nothing further. That is
good as far as it goes, but it does not go far
enough.

that the repeal of the Sherman
law will have a salutary effect, but does not
know hpw soon or what lupplemonhrz
legislation may be necessary to re-establis
confidence and put our finances on a sound
basis, Truth compels the admission that,
as far as any visible good effect from that
repeal thus far is concerned, Mr. Cleveland
seems to be about right in his doubts as to
the time when the benefit will inure.”

The election will be noteworthy
from the fact that women will be able for
the first time in this portion of the colonies
of Great Britain to exercise the right of
suffrage.

By a bare majority of two votea the last
legislative council conferred the franchise
on the gentler sex, and as & result the gen-
eral election of next week will be held under
the new law, and the coming year will see a .
small portion of the British empire governed
by ministers elected by the equal votes of
the male and female population. It will be
the first English experiment in the direction
of universal suffrage, and as a result it will
be watched with intense interest by the ad-
vocates of political equality the werld over.
Although the Government supported the
measure on the face of the arguments, it op-
posed it in the lobbies, and used its influ-
ence among weak-kneed members to bring
about its defeat, and consequently its pas-
sage was something in the nature of a gov-
ernmental defeat.  Efforts have been made
to render the law inoperative, but they
have proved ineffectual,and according to the
advices already referred to the women of the
dolony will exercise. their right for the firat
time and to their fullest extent.
