great Whale Fifti6ry, and alfo, bring Home
great Quantities of Mafts, Yards, Spars,

Gff. for building Ships of War; and faw

vaft Q^ntities of Plank, from the Red Pine,

for their Ship and Boat-building, being the

beft in the World for that Purpofe : Both

the North Part of Newfoundlattdy and the

Coaft of Labradore, abound with thofc
