Other Evidence Discovered in

Home of Leopold Koeller Point
to Brutal Murder,

STRATFORD,April 13.—(Bpecial.)—The
case in which Leopold Koeller is charg-
ed with murder took a serious aspect
this afternoon, when it was announc-

ed that a hatchet with blood-stains

and flesh clinging to the blade was
found in an adjoining room to the
apartment where the Dewing woman
met her death. ;

The hatchet was found buried under
a pile of clothing and along with other
suspicious circumstances points strong-
ly towards foul play having been com-
mitted.

The post-mortem examination was -

completed this afternoon, but the doc-
tors, coroner and crown attorney re-
fuse to divulge the result of the ex-
amination. It is alleged that an arti-
cle which might have been used for
an improper purposeé was found on
the floor of the deceased’s room, but
48 It is in the possession of the fore-
man of the jury, nothing will likely be
divulged in this connection unti]l the
evidence is taken at the adjourned in-
quest,

Koeller, who is under arrest, claims
that he has nothing to fear, but the
discrepancies in his story mpoints to
something more sensational than has
as yet developed. The hypothesis is
that the Dewing woman was dead be-
fore her body was burnt- But as the
evidence thus far is merely circum-
stantial, the case is still shrouded in
mystery. :
