lncreased Activity and Higher Prices
on the Stock Exchange.

Wheat Seld in Toronto Saturday at Nigh
est Prices of the Scason—Farmers n
Better Financial Coaditien Than iIn
Years Past - Sceurities in Request—Good
Pemand for Land and Loam Stocks—
Railroad Business Increasing-Shortage
of Wheat in Europe.

Indications all point to increased activity
and general appreclation of values In the
pear future. So far the improvement has
becn in securities and those articles term-
ed raw products. The advances have been
legitimate, and are not likely to have a
sctback of any account for some time to
ceme. Probabilities favor further impreve-
ment before any reaction of consequence
takes place. Tt I1s the habit of stocks to
d.scount the fufure, and although they
ghow good advances it Is quite likely that
& year's progress will be discounted within
a few months.

Wheat is one of the products that has
had the greatest advance, and there is
evidence that prices will ‘be maintained
pretty much throughout the whole season.
On the Toronto market on Saturday pew
white and red wheat sold at 92c, the high-
est price thus far this year. Peas and
rye brought better figures, and they also
are the highest prices yet quoted on this
market. Hog products are selling at good
prices, while live cattle and beef gre bring-
ing very satisfactory prices, being much

above those of a year ago.  Cheesc com-
mands good prices, and the demand for
export is active.

Betier Financlallv Than tn Years.

Farmers are thus In a better condition
nuunctall'y than they have been ot late
years. They are meeting their engage-
ments more promptly. The interest ac-
count is being lessened, and retail mer-
chants dre getting more money from them.

Mont-
real operators are taking a good deal of
this stock, and the report comes from
there that the company will shortly in-
crease its dividends. The talk is that 1
per cent. quarterly will be paid, The rail-
way is doing a large and increasing busi-
ness. Canadian acific is higher, with
sales at 74 ex-dividend of 134 per cent.
Its earnings for the first week of Septem-
bet show an increage of $73,000. Good gains
are noted in Assurance stocks, which is
due to favorable business. Toronto Electric
is higher, selling np to 140%. Cable quiet
and firm, closing at 183%.

Northwest Land, pr., has been In geod
request the past few days, soﬁlng at 54%
up to 57. It is quoted In London at 58,
and the feeling with regard to this security
is very bullish owing to the high prices of
wheat in Manitoba, which iIs stimulating
the demand for farm lands. Ontario &
Ru'Appelle is alsé bigher, with sales ata 50.

The higher pilices for loan company
shares is a feature not to be Ignored. Re-
turning confidence is the reason for the
better demand for these Issues, and the
probability is that real estate will pick
up before long.

Bank stocks, too, have received more at-
tention of late, and a good advance s
gcored. Dominion sold up to 25614, Im-
crial to 194, Commerce to 139% and Ham-
I1ton to 172146, Ontario 10134 bid and Stand-
ird 174% bid.

Bativoad RBusiness increasing,

The larger bull interests on Wall-street
are figuring upon continued substantial im-
wrovement in the railroad earnings of all
he important lines, as was evidenced by
the sale of St. Paul common stock above
ar-the first time in 14 years. In the Bar-
ng panic this stock touched the minimum
figure, 45, and in the Venezuelan panic
opened at 59-60, the last figure being the
officially recorded price. The powerful
operators who have econtributed so much
toward the sustained rise in the market
everysince the prospects of large erops in
the X'nit(-d States, and of the heavy short-
age’in breadstuffs in Europe, became well
defined, argue that the large increase in
the population and consequent larger con-
stmptive demand between 1800 and 1897
has not been reflected in business and iIn
the markets of the country owlng to th(tx
hard times that prevailed. and consequen
enforced economies since the famous Bar-
ing panic. Now that confidence in the fin-
anrcial’ and commercial positipn of the
United States has returned this demand for
commodities I8 expected to swell the busi-
ness of the rallroads and increase the gen-
eral prosperity.

Fhe shortage of Vheat Abroad.

Wheat had a slight reaction Saturday
on the Chicago Board of Trade. Every-
thing in the way of news, however, 18 in
favor of better prices. Forelgners are re-
ported to have made free acceptances and
were aetive buyers yesterday. The stocks
atloat and in store in Europe are reported
at 43,100,000 bu., or 3,100,000 bu. less than
a year ago, while the stocks in America
aggregate 43,973,000 bu., against 80,287,000
bu. at this time last year, making a total
fn Burope and America of only 87,123,000
bu., against 126,487,000 bu. on Sept. 1 last
yvear—i defielency in stocks of nearly 40,-
000,000 bu—while the light output of Eu-
ropean erops indicates that the wants of
the importing countries the coming year
will be unusually large. The American
commerclal agent In France advises the
State Department that France will have to
tmport 60,000,000 bu. of foreign wheat this
vear, and the Amerlean consul at Odessa
avs the Russian crop is so poor that the
country will ship very little wheat, hav-
fing raised but Iittle more than will be
needed at home. This was the consul's
report, but some of the English houses on
the board had advices from Tondon report-
Ing Russian offerings more liberal. But
whatever Russia’s crop may be, there
geems to be no doubt that the Kuropean
shortage Is great, possibly greater than
exporting countries can readily supply, and
“he failure of wheat to follow the Buro-
pean advance, as reported by cables, can
hardly be explaingl, except upon the the-
ory of dulness and apathy In the specu-

lative trade.

A SERIOUS FIRE AT QUEBEC, ¢

Invelving a Leoss of Over a
Hundred Thousand Dollars.

‘Quebec, Sept. 11.—Shortly before 10
o'clock this evening fire broke out in

the large red brick building on the cor-
ner of Prince Bdward and Crown-sts.
St. Roch, owned by J. N. 8t. Pierre and

occupied by four shoe and leather firms.
The first tloor of the building was oc-
cupied by the Dominion Shoe Com-
pany, the second by Mr. St. Pierre, the
owner, the third by Mr. Blouin and the
fourth by Mr. Lapointe. The origin of
the fire is not known to a certainty, but
is supposed to have broken out in the
vicinity of the engine rgom, and, owing
to the quantity of oils and other com-
bustible material, the fire spread with
great rapidity and was beyond the con-
trol of the fire brigade, who, however,
confined the fire to the building in ‘which
it originated. ' The flames shot up to 2
great height, and it was feared that the
volumes of sparks and cinders which
belched from the burning building would
cause the saw mills and immense lum-
ber yards_in elose proximity to ignite,
but the night was perfectly ealm and
there is now no danger to the surroun:-
ing property. The building and stocks,
which are variously estimated to be
worth §100,000 to $150,000, are a com=
plete loss. The insurance, if any, can-
not be ascertained to-night.

The Board of Works will meet to-way,
when the Engineer’s report will come up
for consideration.

In reference to the petition asking that
the Toronto Strect Railway Company carry
passengers for ove fare as far as the Humr
ber, the Engincer says that he has com-
municated with the Railway Company, ana
received 2 reply -stating the matter was
not within the jurisdiction of the Toronto
Company, the Mimico Eilectric Light and
Power Company being a separate corpo-
ration.

Opening of Bufferin-Street.

Regarding the opening of Dufferin-street
northerly from Queen-street subway, Mr.
Keating says the matter has been unaer
consideration by the Committee on Works
on many occasions, The original plans for
the work were also prepared with a view
of making provision for the opening up of
Dufferin-street to the north. The matter
was also taken before tne Rallway Com-
mittee of the Privy Council, and the Rau-
way Company strenuously opposed before
the Railway Committee of the Privy Coun-
cil any provision being madge for the open-
ing of this street, and declined to agree
to the work going on if any such pro-
vision was allowed. Under these ctreum-
stances, the Engineer does not think 1t
advisable or empedient to again open up
the question.

Cherpy-Strect Bridge.

The Engineer advises that the opinlon of
the City solifeitor be asked as to whether
the city is obliged to keep a oridge tender
constantly on duty to swing the Cherry-
street bridge. The traffic up the river 1s
small, and he thinks It may not pe neces-
sary to have a man on duty at night.

Povcreourt (ar Servier,

With reference to the resolution of Coun-
cil instructing the Engineer vo consller
the advisability of concdnuing the Dover-
court car service, so as to connect with the
South Parkdale Rallway Station, Mr. Keat-
ing reports that the company 1s averse to
running the proposed rvute, as it could
only be of partial use during Exhibition
week, the traffie on that line amounting
to practically nothing at other times of
the year.

sidewalks Kald Next to Curbs,

With reference to sidewalks lald next to
curbs, the Engineer says in his report:
“Within the last few weeks, In constrice
ing gravel roads in Parkdale with new
curbing, considerable trouble has been ex-
perienced where the walks are 1aid out to
the carb line, making it necessary to tage
up a number of planks, and In some cases
the whole sidewaik, to aliow the new curb
to be properly laid. An accident has arso
occurred on (ladstone-avenue through th?
planks being lifted, and 1 am informed
that the parties injured are claiming dam-
ages. I would therefore suggest and rec-
ommend that in future when wooden side-
walks . are ordered to be consiructed or
moved,, out to the curb, it be optional
with the department to ahow a space from
10 to 16 inches between the outer curb line
and the outer line of tne wooden walk.”

Bullt en the Street Line.

The Engineer reports that he received an
anonymous communication calling attention
to a verandah in front of the houses at the
northeast corner of Selby and Huntley-
streets, stated to be an encroachment on
the street line. In referemce to this, the
Ingineer says that he has had the matter
investigated, and finds thut the statement
is correct. The property 1s owned by Mr.
Thomas Dunnett, 6/ Huntley-street. The
following report was received from the City
Surveyor Ly the Engineer: 1 find the
verandah in question encroaches at the leve!
of the sidewalk,1 ft. 5 in. on Huntley-
street, and that the roof or the verandah
encroaches about 1 ft. 6 in. more. The
water from the dripping pipes on the eave-
troughs will drop right on the sidewalk.
The 1(‘11:.'{11 of the verandan Is 18 feet, and
is in front of two houses on the northeast
corner of Selby and Huntley-streets.””

The Engineer recommends that the mat-
ter be placed in the hands of the City So-
licitor, with instructions to take such steps
as may be necessary to compel the removal
of the encroachment.

Sidewalks and Roadways.

The Engineer recommends the following
new works : The construction of a 15-inch
tile pipe -sewer on Dowling-avenue, from
the north side of King-street to the south
side of Leopold-street, at a cost of $300 to
the property-owners. Cedar block pave-
ment on lane south of Front-street, cost
$660; cedar bloek pavement on Church-
street, from Front to the Esplanade, cost
$3250; brick walk on the west side of Bonad-
street, from Shuter-street to Wilton-avenue,
cost $817; brick walk on the north side of
Gould-street, from Mutual-street to Church-
street, cost $474; concrete walk on the
north side of Queen-streer, from Univer-
sity-street to Simcoe-street, cost $670; con-
crete walk on the east sice of Bay-street,
from Wellington to No. 77 Bay, cost $380;
wooden sidewalks : Lippineott, west side,
from Harbord to Lennox, cost $390: Duch-
ess, north side, from George to Sherbourne,
$212; Wood, both sides, from .Yonge to
Church, $750; Radenhurst, north side, from
River to Defries, $58; IP'rincess, west side,
from King to Duke, $103: Lippincott, west
side, from College to Ulster, $533; Ulster,
north side, from Manning to Euclid, $140.

A $12,000 RAKE-OFF

Is What Collector Saunders of Port Town-
send, Wash , Wants for Standing
in With Chinese Smuggiers.

San Francisco, Cal., Sept. 11.—A let-
ter which was intercepted in this city
recently and forwarded to the anthori-
ties in Wasghington throws considerable
light upon the Chinese itmigration ring,
which has been operating for some time
past at Port Townsend, and is said to
seriously implicate Collector Saunders
of that port. It purports to be a notice
from the presiding officer of the  ring
to one of its membenrs that his share of
the fee alleged to be due to Saunders is
due and must be paid by return mail.
The addressee’s assessment was $2750,
and the letter intimates that Saunders
was dunning the ring for the $12,000,
which he claimed for his services in con-
nection with the landing of the Chinese,

Dr, Gardner of this city, the official
Chinese inspector for this district, has
gone north in econmection with instruc-
tions from the Treasury Department for
the purpose of aiding the officials in
their investigation.

DERELICTS AT SEA.

A 3000 Ton Steamer Ficating Bottom Up
in the Atlantle~Towinz a
Big Pountoon.

London, Sept. 12.—The attention of
the British Government has been called
to the statement by the captain of the
steamer Jersey City, just arrived at
Bristol from New York, to the effect
that on Aug. 4, in latitude 53 north,
longitude 35 west, he passed a steamer

of about 3000 tons, bottom upward.
Fully two-thirds of the stcamer was
under water. The probabilities are thai
the wreck was that of the steamer
Furtor of Londen, which left Parrsboro,
N.S8., on June 23, with a cargo of deals
for Cardiff. She collided with an ice-
berg a week later and put into St.
John’s for repairs. She resumed her
voyage, on July 23, but was abandoned
on July 29. As the crew was saved
and the ship fully insured no one here
is worrying about the derelict except
the captains of vessels likely to get in
her track. It makes the sturdiest of
these shiver to think of a 3000-ton
a:olict moving about the Atlantic.
at is why the Government has been
asked to send a warship to blow up the
wreck.
¥s tte Uontvon Sale 7 2
Experts are of the opinion that
the number of derelicts wi'l be increased
before long by the addition of a mam-
moth pontoon now on its way from the
Tyne to Havana. She is about the
ueerest craft that ever sailed the seas.
She was built at Wallsend-on-Tyne for
the Spanish Government's use as a dock
at Havana. 'The United States Govern-
ment is responsible for her creation, for
recent events have convinced Spain of
the necessity of strengthening her naval
resources in Cuba. 'This dock will ae-
commodate the largest vessel in the
Spanish navy. Nine tugs were required
to get the pontoon out of the Tyne to
sea on Thursday. The New Zealand
liner Ruapehu will tow it to Havana.
The tow ropes are the largest ever
made: They are manilla ropes 22 inches
in ecircumference, and weigh five tons
each. “A steel hawser proportionate to
the pantoon would cost $700,000.

CUBAN REBELS’ VICTORY.

The Captured Garrison Counsisted of 310
Men—Government Troops Destroy-
ed All the Gans.,

Havana, Sept. 11.—Later official details of
the capture of Vietoria De Las Tunas by
the insurgents show that the garrison sta-
tioned there consisted of 350 men, 135 of
whom were rendered unfit for duty by ill-
ness. The town was first attacked on Aug.
14 with a brisk musketry fire, and on we
26th the insurgents laid seige to the piace.

On the night of the 27th a heavy fire of
musketry was maintained the enemy,

and the next day thelp jery opened
fire, destroying the barra Wd and
a great part of the town. Inpurgents
took position in the ruins of the town on
the 30th, when the mil eommanaer,
three officers and 75 sol sarreadered
on condition that they be aflawed to am
their arms and horses and ba sent to Hol-
guin. The remainder of the't @r the
garrison, who had previously lald down
their arms, -have, it is beligred, been sent
to Puerto I'rlnc‘pe, while it w.s agreed
that the soldiers who were disabled by rea-
son of wounds or lllness should be trans
ferred to the nearest hospital.

The heavier guns of the garrison were
rendered unfit for use after 50 shots had
been fired from them, and thelr Mauser
rifles and all the ammunition In the piace
were made of no use to the insurgents
before the surrender. The official reports
say the Insurgents admit ‘the loss of over
100 killed, whose bodies were cremared.
